Project:  VOC/HAP Limits for Filtration                       Systems Manuf. Plant

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection:

This construction permit for an existing filtration systems manufacturing plant modifies the facility volatile organic compound (VOC) emission limitation, and establishes a facility hazardous air pollutant (HAP) emission limitation to formalize the facility status as a minor source of HAPs.  This permit also establishes other facility requirements in a Federally enforceable construction permit.  The air emission units at this facility, which manufactures aerospace, land and marine filtration equipment, consist of the following:

Non-Halogenated VOC Cleaning Operations (Emission Unit (EU) 001) - 

Various volatile organic solvents, including petroleum ether, mineral spirits, heptane, and ethyl alcohol are used for cleaning activities associated with the  production of aerospace, land, and marine filters and filtration devices.  Jet fuel is used for testing

fuel filters in test tanks.  These activities generally take place in the assembly area and machine shop.

Paint Spray Booths (Emission Unit (EU) 003) - 
Manufactured aluminum alloy and stainless steel filters and filtration devices are painted in two paint spray booths.  The paint spray booths are a Binks Model No. 29-937 and a DeVilbiss Model No. XCF-404.  Particulate matter emissions due to paint overspray are controlled by Chemco Duo-Pak 650 filters or equivalent.

Halogenated Solvent Cleaning Operations (Degreasers) ((Emission Unit (EU) 005) - Aerospace components are cleaned in the following degreasing unit:

       Sonix IV Ultrasonic vapor degreaser (batch)  (EU 005)

· Installed in 1992 

· 2.8 ft2 of solvent/air interface area

· Uses trichloroethylene (TCE):  (CAS No. 79-01-6) 

· Controlled by: freeboard refrigeration with a working mode cover (Option No. 3, Table 1, 40 CFR 63.463), or freeboard refrigeration device, dwell (Option No. 7, Table 1, 40 CFR 63.463)

NESHAP Applicability Note: The above degreaser is subject to NESHAP 40 CFR 63, Subpart T - National Emission Standards for Halogenated Solvent Cleaning.

Chromic Acid Anodizing Tank ((Emission Unit (EU) 006)

This emissions unit is used to anodize aluminum parts.  Emissions from the chromic acid anodizing tank are controlled by use of Zero-MistTM surfactant (a wetting agent) which creates a layer of foam on the surface of the tank liquid.  It also decreases the surface tension of the tank liquid. 

NESHAP Applicability Note: The above  chromic acid anodizing tank is regulated by 40 CFR 63, Subpart N - National Emission Standards for Chromium Emissions From Hard  and Decorative Chromium Electroplating and Chromium Anodizing Tanks.

2.  Other Requirements - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, or any other requirements under federal, state or local law. Operation and Emission Limitations

3.  Operating Hours - This facility is permitted for continuous operation (i.e. 8,760 hours/year) for the activities described by this permit.

4.  VOC Emissions -  Emissions of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) from the entire facility shall not exceed a total of 40.0 tons per any 12-consecutive-month period.

5.  HAP Emissions -  Combined emissions of all hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) from the entire facility shall be less than a total of 10.0 tons s for any 12-consecutive-month period.

6.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards: Objectionable Odor Prohibited -  No person shall cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

7.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards:  General Visible Emissions (VE) Standard -  Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

8.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards: Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions -  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department as follows: 


a.
All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.


b.
All VOC/OS from washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.


c.
Tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use.


d.
Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOCs.


e.
Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

9.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards: Unconfined Particulate Matter –

 All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined (fugitive) emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.320(4)(c)3., F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility shall include the use of two-stage dry particulate filter systems to control paint spray booth overspray emissions.

10.  NESHAP 40 CFR 63 Subpart T Requirements - The halogenated solvent degreaser (EU 005) is subject to and shall comply with the provisions of 40 CFR 63, Subpart T - National Emission Standards for Halogenated Solvent Cleaning,  and 40 CFR PART 63, Subpart A - General Provisions.

11.  NESHAP 40 CFR 63 Subpart N Requirements - The chromic acid anodizing tank (EU 006) is subject to and shall comply with the applicable requirements of 40 CFR 63, Subpart N National Emission Standards for Chromium Emissions From Hard and Decorative Chromium Electroplating and Chromium Anodizing Tanks, and 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart A - General Provisions.

Compliance Recordkeeping Requirements*
12.  VOC/HAP Emission Records - In order to document compliance with the VOC and HAP emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 5, the permittee shall maintain a monthly log of the usage of all VOC and HAP containing materials used in association with the manufacturing activities at this facility.  Monthly entries into the log shall be completed no later than the 10th day of the following month.  At a minimum the log shall contain the following:

a. facility name and Facility D (1010335);

b. month and year of record;

c. the quantity used of each VOC and/or HAP containing material (gallons or pounds);

d
using the material density (if gallons are tracked) and VOC/HAP content (% by weight from MSDS sheets or other manufacturer’s data), a calculation the monthly total HAP, and VOC emissions for each material (pounds/month). (The log sheet shall show the HAP/VOC content used in the emission calculations for each material.)


e. 
a calculation of the total HAP emissions (all HAPs combined), and total VOC emissions for the facility for the month, and for the most recent 12 consecutive month period (tons/12 consecutive month period).

This method of determining emissions makes the conservative assumption that VOC/HAP usage equals emissions.  A mass balance method may be used to determine each material’s usage (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle).  At the permittee’s option, the assumption may be made that material purchases equal material usage.  Supporting documentation such as disposal/recycle records, HAP/VOC content, MSDS Sheets, “As Supplied” data sheets, purchase orders, etc. which includes sufficient information to determine emissions shall be kept for each material used.

13.  Record Retention  - All of the records required by this facility shall be kept for the most recent 5-year period and made available to the Department upon request.

Annual Operating Report - The permittee shall submit to the Air Program of the Southwest District Office of the Department each calendar year on or before March 1, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility" (AOR) for the preceding calendar year.
