This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection:

This non-Title V permit authorizes the operation of a newspaper printing facility consisting of one (1) Goss Community Press with SSC Folder.  Volatile organic compounds (VOC) are emitted from printing inks, press and parts cleaning.  No inks or solvents containing hazardous air pollutants (HAP) are to be used in the printing operation .  On the basis of the Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) emission limitations included in this permit, this facility’s allowable emissions are below the major source emission criteria that would require a Title V Major Source operation permit.  This facility is therefore considered as a natural minor non-Title V source.  Emissions are controlled by good work practices.

Emissions are generated from ink usage during newspaper printing.  Press rollers are cleaned with blanket wash which also generates emissions.  Press parts are cleaned using a Safety-Kleen parts washer.

The air emission sources at this facility are as described below:

Permitted Emission Unit
Emission Unit ID No. 001 – Printing Operation

This emission unit collectively regulates all printing operations, and cleanup solvent usage.  VOC is emitted fugitively.

Rule Applicability Notes
The Printing operation in this facility is a natural minor for VOC.  The NESHAP for printing and publishing operations does not apply to Media General Operations, Inc., because they do not use rotogravure or wide-web flexographic printing processes.  Similarly, 40 CFR 63, Subpart T (Halogenated Solvent Cleaning) does not apply since no affected HAPs are used.

The General Limiting Pollutant Standard given in 62-296.320, and air permit requirements of 62-4 and 62-210, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) apply.

1.  General Conditions - A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions.

2.  Other Requirement - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, or any other requirements under federal, state or local law.

Operation and Emission Limitations 

3.  Operating Hours - This facility is permitted to operate 8,760 hours per year.

4.  Objectionable Odor - The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

[Rules 62-296.320(2), 62-210.200(181), F.A.C.]

5.  Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter - All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precaution to be taken include the following:

A.  Paved parking and trafficked areas shall be maintained and kept free of particulate matter build-up.

B. Sprinkling with water shall be used as necessary on paved and unpaved areas.

6.  Fugitive Emissions Opacity Standard - In order to provide reasonable assurance that the precautions and practices taken at the facility are adequate, all sources of unconfined particulate matter visible emissions at the facility’s property line shall not exceed 10% opacity.  Exceedance of this limit shall not be considered a violation in and of itself, but may be a violation of the precautions specified in Specific Condition No. 5.

7.  Volatile Organic Compounds or Organic Solvent Emissions – The permittee shall not store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvent (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.

[Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.]

8.  Operation Practices – The following procedure shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:

A. Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers of VOC/OS when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.

B. Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC/OS’s.

C. Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, bath, etc. of VOC/OS so that it can be covered when not in use.

D. All fittings, valve lines, etc. shall be properly maintained.

E. All VOC/OS spills shall be attended to immediately and the waste properly disposed of, recycled, etc.

9.  General Visible Emission (VE) Limit – Visible Emissions (VE) from this facility shall not be equal to or greater than 20% opacity.

[Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)(1), F.A.C.]

10.  Special Compliance Tests - When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

11.  Total Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) – Total VOC emissions from this facility shall not exceed 4.4 pounds/hour and 10.0 tons in any consecutive 12-month period.

12.  Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) – No inks or solvents containing hazardous air pollutants (HAP) are to be used in the printing operation.

Permitting/Title V Applicability Note:  Any facility-wide increase in emission which equals or exceeds a total VOC emission of 100 tons/year, and/or individual HAP emissions of 10 tons/year or more, or total HAP emissions of more than 25 tons/year, will require an application for a Title V permit.

13.  Visible Emission (VE) Test Methods – If necessary, compliance with the visible emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 6. and 9. shall be determined using EPA Method 9 contained in Rule 62-297.401(9), F.A.C.  The visible emissions test shall be conducted by a certified observer and be a minimum of thirty (30) minutes in duration.  The test observation period shall include the period during which the highest opacity emissions can reasonably be expected to occur.  The minimum requirements for stationary point source emission test procedures and reporting shall be in accordance with Chapter 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60 Appendix A.

14.  Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) Test Methods – Should the Department require demonstration of compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 11, EPA Method 24/24A, contained in 40 CFR 60, Apendix A and adopted by reference in Chapter 62-297, F.A.C., shall be used.

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements

15.  A monthly log shall be kept to document compliance with the limitations of Specific Condition No. 11.  The log may be based on the beginning and ending inventories, deliveries, shipments, etc.  “Purchases” may be considered to be equivalent to “usage” at the permittee’s option.  The log includes emissions from printing operations and shall be completed by end of the following month.  The log shall be maintained at the facility.  The monthly logs shall include at least the following information:

A. Emission Unit ID No. (E.U. 001) and Description

B. Date

C. Name of each ink, coating, and solvent used in conjunction with the printing, general solvent cleanup for this facility;

D. VOC content of each ink, coating, and solvent used in conjunction with the printing including the general solvent cleanup for this facility (pounds/gallon);

E. The monthly material usage, in gallons;

F. Monthly total VOC emissions ( pounds and tons).

G. Cumulative total for VOC (tons) for the most recent consecutive 12 month period.

Supporting documentation (“As Supplied” sheets, “As Applied” sheets, MSD sheets, EPA data sheets, purchase orders, etc.) shall be kept for each material used which includes sufficient information to determine VOC emissions and compliance.  The logs shall be made available to the Department upon request.

16.  All VOC emission from solvent cleaning operations shall be considered in the emission limitation in Specific Condition No. 11.

17.  Record Retention – All records required by this permit shall be maintained at facility 

for at least 5 years and made available to the Department upon request.

18.  Annual Operating Report – Submit to the Air Compliance Section of the Department’s Southwest District Air Program each calendar year and on or before March 1, an annual operating report (AOR) [DEP Form 62-210.900(5)] for the preceding calendar year.
