This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204 through 62-297 & 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

Project No. 009:  The project is for a construction permit for a maximum 250 TPH Portable Recycle Asphalt Pavement (RAP) Crushing System.  This portable RAP crusher is owned by a different company and is brought on site from time to time to crush the RAP into a smaller size that can be used in the manufacture of new hot Mix Asphalt.

Rule Applicability

The portable RAP crushing unit is subject to 40 CFR 60, Subpart OOO, Standards of Performance for Nonmetallic Mineral Processing Plant and the general provisions of 40 CFR 60, Subpart A, where applicable, which are adopted by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8), F.A.C., and is designated at Emission Unit No. 005.

This permit maintains the facility as a synthetic non-Title V source by limiting the facility’s emissions to less than the threshold limits required for the facility to be considered a major source per Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.

Unregulated Emission Units
1. A diesel engine powers the portable RAP crusher.  The diesel engine is of maximum 320 HP with a maximum heat input rate of 2.24 MMBTU/hr (this corresponds to 16.2 gallons per hour of No. 2 oil).

2. A diesel generator generates electricity that powers the other equipment such as conveyor belts.  The diesel generator is of maximum 100-kw with a maximum heat input rate of 0.94 MMBTU/hr (this corresponds to 6.8 gallons per hour of No. 2 oil).

These units are subject to the General Visible Emissions standards of Rule 62-296.320(4)(b), F.A.C.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS:

1.  General Conditions - A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2.  Other Requirements - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, and 62-297, F.A.C. or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law.

Operation and Emission Requirements
4.  Operating Hours - This portable RAP crushing plant is allowed to operate a maximum of 2,000 hours per any consecutive 12-month period.

[Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. – Definitions (PTE), Requested by applicant in application received 05/17/2004]

5.  Daily Process Rate - The maximum allowable material processing rate for this portable RAP crushing plant is 250 tons/hour, based on a daily average.

[Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. – Definitions (PTE), Requested by applicant in application received 05/17/2004]

6.  Annual Process Rate - The maximum allowable annual RAP processing rate for this RAP crushing plant is 125,000 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.

[Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. – Definitions (PTE), Requested by applicant in application received 05/17/2004]
7.  No. 2 Fuel Oil Usage Rate – The maximum No. 2 fuel oil consumption for this RAP crushing plant shall not exceed 46,000 gallons per any consecutive 12-month period.

8.  No. 2 Fuel Oil Sulfur Content – The sulfur content of the No. 2 fuel oil supplied for this portable RAP crushing plant shall not exceed 0.5% by weight.

9.  Circumvention - No person shall circumvent any air pollution control device or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable control device operating properly.

10.  General Visible Emission Standard - No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).

11.  Objectionable Odor – The plant shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants that cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself, or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

12.  Visible Emissions – The following emission points of this portable RAP crushing plant are affected sources pursuant to 40 CFR 60, Subpart OOO.

13.  Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter – The owner or operator shall take reasonable precautions to control unconfined emissions from hoppers, storage and conveying equipment, conveyor drop points, truck loading and unloading, roads, parking areas, stock piles, and yards as required by 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.  The following precautions shall be used, but shall not be limited to the following:

1. Paving and maintenance of roads, parking areas, and yards or the application of water to unpaved roads, parking areas, and yards to control emissions;

2. The use of sprinklers on stock piles, if necessary;

3. Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of owner or operator to mitigate re-entrainment, and from building or work areas to prevent particulate from becoming airborne; and,

4. Landscaping or planting of vegetation.

{Permitting Note:  If operating experience indicates that these reasonable precautions are not sufficient to control unconfined emissions, the Department reserves the right to require additional measures, such as recordkeeping for water truck gallons applied, etc.}

14.  Portable RAP Crushing Plant Permit Applicability – No portable rock crushing plant shall be allowed to be brought to this asphalt plant site without having its own current Florida Air General Permit (AG).

15.  Portable RAP Crushing Plant - This portable rock crushing plant, operating at this facility, is subject to all the terms and conditions of its current Florida Air General (AG) Permit and any denoted applicable condition of this Air Construction Permit.  A portable rock crusher shall be tested in accordance with its current AG permit requirements.

16.  Major Source Restriction – This portable rock crushing plant shall not be located in such a manner as to create a  “Major Source of Air Pollution” as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., Definitions-Major Source of Air Pollution without first obtaining a “Title V Permit” from the Department or approved local program office that has permitting/compliance jurisdiction over the current or proposed operating location.

17.  Additional Compliance Testing - When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to (1) conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and (2) provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

Recordkeeping Requirements

18.  Daily Process Records - In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 5, the permittee shall daily determine and record the portable RAP Crusher’s material processing rate (tons/hour, daily average) as follows:

For each day that the portable RAP Crushing Plant operates, the permittee shall record the following:

A. Facility Name, and Facility ID No.

B. E.U. ID No.;

C. Date;

D. The portable RAP Crushing Plant’s current Air General Permit ID No.

E. The portable RAP Crushing Plant’s hours of operation;

F. The total amount of material processed, in tons;

G. Calculate and record the daily average RAP processing rate, tons/hour.

19.  Monthly Process Records - In order to demonstrate compliance with the Specific Conditions Nos. 4 and 6, the permittee shall monthly record the following:

A. Facility’s total amount of RAP produced in tons for the most recent month period.

B. Facility’s total amount of RAP produced in tons for the most recent consecutive 12-month period.

C. The RAP Crusher’s operating hours for the most recent consecutive 12 

month period.

20.  Monthly Fuel Oil Usage Record - In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 7, the permittee shall monthly record the following:

A. The diesel engine and diesel generator’s total amount of fuel oil consumed (gallons) for the most recent month period;

B.  The diesel engine and diesel generator’s total amount of fuel oil consumed (gallons) for the most recent consecutive 12-month period.

21.  No. 2 Fuel Oil Sulfur Record - In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 8, the permittee shall maintain the following record with every delivery of No. 2 fuel oil:

A copy of a certified ASTM fuel oil analysis of the No. 2 fuel oil delivered by the fuel supplier to account for the sulfur content of the fuel being burned.

22.  Compilation of Records - Daily records shall be completed within 5 business days and monthly records shall be completed by the end of the next month.  These records shall be maintained at the facility for a minimum of the most recent five (5) year period   and made available to the Department and PCDEM upon request.

23.  Annual Operating Report (AOR) - Submit to the Air Compliance Sections of this office and the PCDEM (unless otherwise directed by the Department) for this facility, each calendar year and on or before March 1, an annual operating report [DEP Form 62-210.900(5)] for the preceding calendar year pursuant to Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.

24.  Air Operation Permit Amendment - An application for an air operation permit amendment shall be submitted to the Air Permitting Section of this office within 120 days of completion of construction and at least 180 days prior to the expiration date of this construction permit, whichever occurs earlier.  A copy of the application should also be sent to the PCDEM.  To properly apply for the operation permit amendment, the applicant shall submit the following:

A. the completed Application for Air Permit – Non-Title V Source (DEP Form 62-210.900(3), F.A.C.);

B. the appropriate operation permit fee per Rule 62-4.050(4)(a) 3., F.A.C;

C. a copy of the records required in Specific Condition Nos. 19, 20 and 21 for the most recent month period;
