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This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.    The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit amends, modifies, and replaces permit 1030019-005-AC, which has an effective date of January 14, 1999, regarding Miscellaneous VOC Emission Activities (Emission Unit No. 002).  The amendments and modifications addressed in this permit, in part, are for the following:


A.
Re-establish that Emission Unit No. 002 is a regulated emission unit for construction permitting purposes and for Title V purposes establish Emission Unit No. 002 as an unregulated emission unit.


B.
Re-designate some of the conditions that were associated with Emission Unit No. 002 to be applicable on a facility-wide basis; in particular, Specific Condition Nos. 3.B, 4, 5 and 9.


C.
Increase the allowable facility-wide volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions from 25 tons per cumulative calendar year to 90.0 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.


D.
Establish the facility as a natural non-PSD facility and a synthetic non-major facility for hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) by adding a condition that limits the maximum allowable emissions of any individual HAP and total HAPs to 8.0 and 20.0 tons per any consecutive 12-month period, respectively.


E.
Delete Specific Condition No. 3.A., regarding the degreasers at the facility qualifying to be exempt from VOC Reasonably Available Control Technology (RACT) requirements.

{PERMITTING NOTE: Based on the above, the Facility's Description and Specific Conditions for the facility in this permit are shown with SHADING for additions and STRIKETHROUGH for deletions, since the issuance of permit 1030119-005-AC.}
The purpose of this permit is to delete limitations in permit 1030019-003-AC that relate to Florida's Air Toxics Working Group version 4.0 and air toxic ambient reference concentrations.

Permit 1030019-003-AC was issued for the construction modification of an existing permitted solvent metal cleaning operation consisting of various degreasers and other miscellaneous solvent usage activities.  The facility-wide activities include degreasers, desk top ultrasonic cleaners, small parts cleaning using small amounts of VOC's in small containers under evacuation hoods or on desktops, power spray booths, etc.  Specifically, the modifications in permit 1030019-003-AC were:

1.  Delete specific emission limitations for 1,1,1 - Trichloroethane, 113 Freon, Methylene Chloride, Trichloroethylene, and Isopropyl Alcohol.

2.  Delete the VOC RACT requirements regarding Rule 62-296.511, F.A.C. for Solvent Metal Cleaning, since all of the degreasers will use less than a combined total of 750 gals./yr. of VOC solvent* which equates to emitting no more than 3 lbs. of VOC/hour and 15 lbs. of VOC/day.  (ref. DEP guidance memorandum DARM-PER/GEN-20 dated June 8, 1995)

   *  For purposes of this permit "VOC solvent" means only that portion of a solvent that contains VOC.
3.  Change the allowable operating hours from 4,000 hours/year to 8,760 hours/year.
4.  Add recordkeeping flexibility by not requiring the tracking of certain minimal quantities.
5.  Adding the following emission limitations:

     A.  Emissions of volatile organic compounds (VOC's) from all of the degreasers shall not exceed the combined total of 3 lbs./hr. and 15 lbs./day.  This limitation, as specified in Rule 62-296.500(3)(a), F.A.C., qualify the degreasers to be exempt from the VOC RACT requirements of Rule 62-296.511, F.A.C.  Since the degreasers will use less than a combined total of 750 gals. per cumulative calendar year of VOC solvent, per DEP guidance memorandum DARM-PER/GEN-20 dated June 8, 1995, this usage limitation is considered as satisfying the VOC RACT exemption criteria.
     B.   Emissions of VOC's from the facility, which includes VOC's from the degreasers, shall not exceed a total of 25 tons per cumulative calendar year.

The following chemicals are considered insignificant (exempt) either due to low volatility, low usage, or are not considered VOC's and do not require tracking:

      1.   Sulfuric Acid

      2.   Heavy oils

      3.   Lubrication oils

      4.   Bioacts compounds

      5.   Diesel fuel - used for emergency generator

      7.   Holliss 225

      8.   Acetone

      9.   Propane used as fuel for lab furnaces, flame deposition, kitchen  operations, heat treating  operations

Since the degreasers will use less than a combined total of 750 gals. per any 12 consecutive month period of VOC solvent, per DEP guidance memorandum DARM-PER/GEN-20 dated June 8, 1995, this usage limitation is considered as satisfying the VOC RACT exemption criteria.

A.B. Emissions of VOC's from the facility, which includes VOC's from the degreasers, shall not exceed a total of 2590.0 tons per cumulative calendar year any consecutive 12-month period.
B.
  Any individual hazardous air pollutant (HAP) shall not exceed 8.0 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.
C.
  Total HAPs shall not exceed 20.0 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.

D.  The beryllium emissions from the Emission Unit No. 001 shall be considered in the limitations of Condition Nos. 3.B. and 3.C.

REPORTING AND RECORDKEEPING
6.5.  Operating Records – The permittee shall comply with the following requirements in order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 43 and 54:

  A separate usage log shall be kept for the degreasers.  At a minimum the log shall record the following:

1.  By the end of the next business day that a VOC solvent is removed, or added to a     degreaser, the date, name of the VOC solvent, and amount of VOC solvent in gallons shall be   recorded for each degreaser and made available for inspection.

2.   A monthly total, in pounds and gallons for each VOC solvent used along with the most recent consecutive 12-month period a cumulative calendar year total in tons and gallons of all VOC solvents used, will be maintained to ensure the applicable usage and emission limitations are not exceeded.  Note, the amount of VOC solvent used shall be determined on a mass balance method (amount used minus amount recycled or reclaimed and minus solids).

B.
  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 4.A. – 4.D. 3.B., the permittee shall maintain the following logs:

1.   Monthly, calculate and record the monthly quantity of each individual HAP (in tons), total HAPs (in tons), and total all VOC's (in tons) in the materials/products, from the materials/products* purchased (including the degreasers).

      2.   Monthly calculate and record the most recent consecutive 12-month period cumulative calendar year total of all individual HAP, total HAPs, and total all VOC's in the materials/products* purchased, in tons.

       *Only materials/products that are purchased may be used.
Daily records/logs shall be completed within fifteen (15) calendar days by the end of the next business day and monthly records/logs shall be completed by the end of the following month.  All records/logs shall have sufficient information to determine compliance with the limitations of this permit.  All records/logs shall be maintained at the facility for at least 53 years and made available to the Department and Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM) upon request.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

7.6.  Hours of Operation – The hours of operation for this facility are not restricted (8,760 hours/year).

At the permittee’s option, “quantity purchased” may be reported to satisfy the requirement of “quantity used”.
Except for the degreasers, At the option of the permittee, “purchases” may be used where “usage” is specified in this permit, regarding recordkeeping.
