This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204 through 62-297 and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the operation of a Cedarapids asphalt batch plant having a design production capacity of 100.0 tons/hour.  This plant may also process Recycled Asphalt Pavement (RAP).  The asphalt plant burner is permitto be fired with, (a) natural gas, or (b) reclaimed/used "on-specification No. 5 fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.6% by weight, of (c) new No. 2 fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed0.3% by weight.  The maximum heat input rate to the asphalt plant burner whern firing either fuel is 61.0 MMBTU/hour.  

Emissions from the dryer are controlled by a dry cyclone separator followed by a Caterpillar, Autopulse II, Model No. APL-720 baghouse emission control system having 720 bags having a tcloth filtration area of 11,239 square feet.  The filter bags are continually cleaned by a pulse-jet cleaning system.

Also included in this permit is a Hy-Way Hot Oil Heater used to keep the liquid asphalt at the proper temperature.  This hot oil heater is fired with new/virgin No. 2 fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.3% by weight, at a maximum heat input rate to the heater of 1.4 MMBTU/hour (10 gallons/hour).

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS:

1.  A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions   [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.].

2.  All applicable rules of the Department and design discharge limitations specified in the application must be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.].

3.  Emissions from this asphalt concrete plant's baghouse shall not exceed the following:

A. Particulate matter (PM) emissions shall not exceed 0.06     grains/dscf at standard conditions.  Based on a gas flow rate of 26,834 dscfm, particulate matemissions shall not exceed 13.8 pounds/hour [Rule 296.704(2), F.A.C.].

B.Visible emissions (VE) shall not be equal to or greater than 20% opacity.

[40 CFR 60 - Subpart I, Rules 62-204.800(7), 62-210.300(3)(c)1.d., and 62-210.300(3)(c)1.f., F.A.C., and Construction permit AC51-200111].

4.  Visible emissions from the hot oil heater used to heat liquid asphalt shall not be equal to or greater that 20% opacity [Rule 62-296.320(4)(b), F.A.C.].

5.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.].

6.  The maximum permitted capacities of this asphalt concrete plant is as follows:

Dryer

A.300 tons/hour of asphalt concrete production, on a daily average basis.

B.500,000 tons of asphalt concrete production in any 	  	 consecutive 12 month period.

Hot Oil Heater

C.1.4 MMBTU/hour heat input rate (10 gallons/hour), on a monthly average basis.

7.  This asphalt concrete plant's dryer and hot oil heater may be fired with fuel oil as follows:

Dryer

A.The primary fuel is "on-specification" reclaimed/used No. 5 fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.9% by weight, or

B.The backup fuel is new/virgin No. 2 fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.3% by weight.

Hot Oil Heater

C.New/virgin No. 2 fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.3% sulfur by weight.

Burner & Hot Oil Heater

D.The total fuel oil consumption for this asphalt concrete plant shall not exceed 1.2 million gallons in any consecutive 12 month period.

[Construction permit AC51-200111, Rules 62-210.300(3)(c)1.b.,   and 62-210.300(3)(c)1.c., F.A.C.].

8.  The permittee shall not burn "off-specification" used oil.
For each delivery of "on-specification" reclaimed/used fuel oil, the vendor shall provide an analysis documenting the fuel oil meets the following requirements of 40 CFR 761.20(e)(2) and (3) [July 1, 1993] and 40 CFR 279.11 (July 1, 1993):

		Arsenic shall not exceed	5.0 ppm
		Cadmium shall not exceed 2.0 ppm
		Chromium shall not exceed 10.0 ppm
		Lead shall not exceed 100.0 ppm
		Total Halogens	shall not exceed 1000*/4000 ppm
		Flash point shall not be less than 100.0 degrees F.
		PCB's shall be less than 2 ppm

	   *Levels over 1000 ppm require additional testing (ref. 40 CFR 279.11).

Copies of the analysis shall be maintained at the facility for a minimum of 5 years and made available to the Department upon request [Rules 62-710.210 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.].

9.  In order to document continuing compliance with the sulfur content limitations, in % by weight, of the fuel oil used in the asphalt concrete plant's dryer and hot oil heater, the permittee shall keep records on either vendor provided as-shipped analysis or on analysis of as-received samples taken at the plant.  The analysis shall be determined by ASTM methods ASTM D4057-88 and

Specific Condition No. 9 continued:

ASTM D129-91, ASTM D2622-94 or ASTM D4294-90, adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-297.440(1), F.A.C.  The above records shall be maintained at the facility for a minimum of 5 years and made available to the Department upon request [Rules 62-210.300(3)(c)1.c. and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.].

10.  The hours of operation of the asphalt concrete plant's dryer shall not exceed the following:

A.1,716 hours/year  - While burning "on-specification" reclaimed/used No. 5 fuel oil.

B.2,600 hours/year  - Total hours of operation while burning reclaimed/used No. 5 fuel oil and/or new/virgin No. 2 fuel oil.

11.  The hours of operation of the hot oil heater shall not exceed 2,860 hours/year [Construction permit AC51-200111].

12. The following records shall be maintained for this asphalt     concrete plant:

A.Daily record the pressure drop across the baghouse during normal operation.

B.Daily record the total production, in tons, and type [virgin/conventional or recycled asphalt pavement (RAP)] of hot mix asphalt concrete produced.

C.Daily record the type and quantity of each type of fuel oil used to fire the asphalt concrete plant's dryer along with the total hours each type of fuel oil was used.  If the last compliance test was conducted when the dryer was fired with new/virgin No. 2 fuel oil, then a daily cumulative total of the hours the dryer was fired with "on-specification" reclaimed/used No. 5 fuel oil since that last test shall also be recorded until the 400th hour is recorded (See Specific Condition No. 17.C.).

D.Daily record the type and quantity of the fuel oil used to fire the hot oil heater along with the total hours of operation.

E.Daily record the total operating hours of producing hot mix asphaltic concrete.

F.Monthly record the 12 month rolling totals of the following:

	1.*Tons of asphalt concrete produced (monthly total and 12 month rolling total).

Specific Condition No. 12 continued:

	2.*Gallons of all fuel oil consumed (monthly total and 12 month rolling total).

	3.Hours of operation that "on-specification" reclaimed/used No. 5 fuel oil was used in this asphalt concrete plant's dryer.

	4.Hours of operation that new/virgin fuel oil was used in this asphalt concrete's plant's dryer.

	5.Total hours of operation that all fuel oil was consumed in this asphalt concrete plant's dryer.

	6.Hours of operation that new/virgin fuel was used in the hot oil heater.

	   *Permitting note: The hourly limits of 300 tons/hour of production and 862 gallons/hour (852 dryer + 10 hot oil heater) of fuel oil usage, when calculated on a 24 hours/day and 31 days/month basis, lead to monthly totals which are approximately half of the allowable consecutive month totals.  It is the permittee's responsibility to insure that those 12 month allowable totals are not exceeded.  This may require additional recordkeeping.

Daily records shall be completed within 3 business days and monthly records shall be completed by the end of the following month.  These records shall be maintained at the facility for at least 5 years and made available to the Department upon request   [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.300(3)(c)1.g., F.A.C.].

13.  Test the emissions from the asphalt concrete plant's dryer for particulates and visible emissions annually within 60 days prior to or on the date of November 16.  Submit a copy of the test data to the Air Compliance Section of the Department's Southwest District Office within 45 days of such testing [Rules 62-297.310(7) and 62-297.310(8)(b), F.A.C.].

14.  Test the emissions from the hot oil heater for visible emissions annually within 60 days prior to or on the date of November 16.  Submit a copy of the test data to the Air Compliance Section of the Department's Southwest District Office within 45 days of such testing [Rules 62-297.310(7) and 62-297.310(8)(b), F.A.C.].

15.  Compliance with particulate matter emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 3.A. shall be determined using EPA Methods 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 or 5A.  Compliance with the visible emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 3.B. and 4 shall be determined using EPA Method 9.  These test methods are contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Chapter 62-297.400, F.A.C.  The Method 9 test observation period for the visible emissions compliance tests shall each be a minimum of 30 minutes and be conducted by a certified observer.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A [Rules 62-297 and 62-210.300(3)(c)1.i, F.A.C.].

16.  The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Southwest District Office of the Department at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.].

17.  Pursuant to Rules 62-297.310(2) and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., this plant shall comply with all of the following:

A.Dryer: If at any time the production rate of hot mix asphalt concrete is more than 10% above the production rate at which the most recent compliance test was conducted, then within 30 days of the date that higher production rate was recorded, the facility shall conduct new compliance tests.  The new compliance tests shall be conducted at a production rate which is not less than that higher production rate recorded and no greater than 300 tons/hour.  All of the above refers to a daily average basis.

B.Hot Oil Heater: If at any time the heat input rate to the heater is more than 10% above the heat input rate at which the most recent compliance test was conducted, then within 30 days of the date that higher heat input rate was recorded, the facility shall conduct a new compliance test.  The new compliance test shall be conducted at a heat input rate which is not less than that higher heat input rate recorded and no greater than 1.4 MMBTU/hour.

C.A compliance test submitted when the dryer is fired with a new/virgin No. 2 fuel oil will automatically constitute an amended permit to allow the burner to be only fired with new/virgin No. 2 fuel oil.  Within 30 days of exceeding the 400th hour of firing the dryer with "on-specification" reclaimed/used No. 5 fuel oil, new compliance tests shall be conducted with the dryer being fired with "on-specification" reclaimed/used No. 5 fuel oil.

D.Since the Department has determined processing only virgin/conventional materials has the greatest potential to generate emissions vs. RAP, a compliance test submitted when processing RAP shall limit the plant to processing only RAP.  If the plant is so limited, within 30 days upon processing virgin materials (conventional hot mix asphalt), new compliance tests (particulate & visible emissions) for the 
     dryer shall be conducted using only virgin materials.  A           compliance test submitted when processing only virgin              materials shall also allow the plant to process RAP.

E.All compliance test results shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of this office within 45 days of testing.

F.The emission limitations in Specific Condition Nos. 3 and 4 shall not change.

G.Failure to submit the following with the compliance test reports for the test period may invalidate the test(s):

	Dryer

	1.Production rate of hot mix asphalt concrete in tons/hour.  Be sure to include a statement indicating whether virgin materials or RAP was used.

	2.Type of fuel oil used.

	3.Fuel oil analysis of the sulfur content of the fuel oil used to fire the dryer.

	4.Used fuel oil analysis to document compliance with the "on-specification" used oil limits, if reclaimed/used No. 5 fuel oil was used to fire the dryer.

	5.A copy of the records for the month the test was conducted as required by Specific Condition No. 12.

	Hot Oil Heater

	6.Heat input rate in MMBTU/hour.

	7.Type of fuel oil used.

	8.Fuel oil analysis of the sulfur content of the fuel oil use to the fire the hot oil heater.

	9.A copy of the records for the month the test was conducted as required by Specific Condition No. 12.

18.  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precaution to be taken include the following:

A.Watering of unpaved areas when necessary.

B.Watering of the storage piles as necessary.

[Rules 62-296.320(4)(c) and 62-210.300(3)(c)1.e., F.A.C.].

19.  Submit to this office for this facility, each calendar year and on or before March 1, an annual operating report which includes the Emissions Report Section [DEP Form 62-210.900(5)] for the preceding calendar year pursuant to Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C. [Rule 62-210.300(3)(c)1.h., F.A.C.].

20.  The permittee shall maintain records of the occurrence and duration of any startup, shutdown, or malfunction in the operation of the asphalt plant; or any malfunction of the air pollution control equipment.  The records shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection and shall be retained for at least 5 years [Rules 62-204.800, 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., and 40 CFR 60.7].

21.  At least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this operation permit, the permittee shall submit at least two copies of DEP Short Form No. 62-210.900(2), for the renewal of this operating permit along with the processing fee established in Rule 62-4.050(4), F.A.C. to the Air Permitting Section of the Department's Southwest District Office [Rule 62-4.090(1), F.A.C.].
