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This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, and 62-297.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

This construction permit is for the following:  1. To modify Emission Unit No. 001 to allow the construction of an additional sheetfed press including the associated ink and blanket wash usages and 2. To increase the volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions limit for Emission Unit Nos. 001 and 004 from 150.9 tons per consecutive 12-month period to 200.0 tons per consecutive 12-month period.  

This facility is responsible for the publication of a daily newspaper.  It mainly consists of the following emission sources: A. Coldset lithographic press operations and sheetfed presses (E.U. 001), B. Paper Sticher/Slitters (E.U. 003), C. Newspaper Rack Repair Painting Operations and imaging/platemaking (E.U. 004) and D. Newspaper Folders (E.U. 005).  

THE AIR EMISSION SOURCES AFFECTED BY THIS PERMIT ARE DESCRIBED BELOW:

EMISSION UNIT I.D. NO. & DESCRIPTION

EU 001 – Lithographic Pres Nos. 1-9 and 4 (four) Sheetfed Presses (includes the sheetfed press being permitted by this construction permit).  This emissions unit consists of nine (9) lithographic presses, four (4) sheetfed presses, and associated operations including ink storage and recycling, press maintenance, and press clean up.  The inks utilized at the facility consist of both soy based and petroleum based products which result in negligible VOC emissions.  VOC emissions result from the use of the roller and blanket wash solvents used to clean the presses.

The four (4) sheetfed presses are located in the 3131 building.  They are sources of fugitive VOC and HAP emissions.  The sheetfed presses are used for the printing of newspaper inserts and other materials.
NOTE:  This emissions unit is regulated under Rules 62-296.320(1) and (2), F.A.C., General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.

EMISSION UNIT NO. 004 – Rack Repair Paint Spray Booth, Imaging/Platemaking

This emissions unit consists of rack repair painting operations and imaging/platemaking.  Damaged newspaper racks are repaired and then painted in the rack repair paint spray booth, which is located in the 3131 building.  The use of paints and solvents in the painting operations result in the emissions of VOCs, HAPs, and particulate matter.  The paint spray booth is equipped with an exhaust fan and fabric filters to control overspray emissions.  The paint spray booth is a Binks special floor type spray booth with a 30” fan and a 5.0 hp motor.  The fan is specified to draw 10,800 cubic feet per minute (cfm) through a “paint pocket” fabric filter.  The filter is rated to provide 95% removal of paint solids.  

NOTE: This emissions unit is regulated under Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C., Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter and Rules 62-296.320(1) and (2), F.A.C., General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.

1. General Conditions.  A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2. Other Requirements.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204 through 62-297, or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law.

OPERATING AND EMISSION LIMITATIONS

3. Hours of Operation.  This facility is permitted to operate 8,760 hours per 12-month consecutive period.

4. Emission Limitations.  The following emission limits shall apply facility- wide:

A. Total VOC emissions shall not exceed 200.0 tons in any consecutive 12-month period.

B. Total HAP emissions shall not exceed 8.0 tons in any consecutive 12- month period.

5. Operating Changes.  Any proposed change to this source that will cause the limitations of this permit to be exceeded--such as design-parameter changes or an increase in emissions may be considered a modification and must be reported.   The permittee shall notify the Air Permitting Section of this office and the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM) of any changes and receive written approval from this office of the changes prior to implementing the changes.

6. Objectionable Odor.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants from this plant which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  Objectionable odor is defined as “Any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.” 
[Rules 62-296.320(2) and 62-210.200, Definitions - (Objectionable Odor), F.A.C. & Pinellas County Code, Section 58-178]
7. Work Practices.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.   The following procedures shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:

A. All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.

B. All VOC/OS from washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

C. Tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use.

D. Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOCs.
E. Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal. 
[Rules 62-4.070(3) & 62-296.320(1)(a), F.A.C.]

8. Excess Emissions.  Excess Emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.  [Rule 62-210.700(4), F.A.C.]

COMPLIANCE AND RECORDKEEPING REQUIREMENTS

9. Recordkeeping.  A recordkeeping log shall be established and maintained to document compliance with Specific Condition No. 4.  At a minimum, the log shall identify and quantify each ink, coating, thinner, solvent, and other material used in the press, rack repair, painting and imaging/platemaking operations which contain VOCs and/or HAPs.  Documentation of solvents consumed, such as during cleanup, may use a mass balance method to determine usage (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle, less solids).  Monthly records shall be completed by the 20th day of the next month. The permittee shall record and calculate, at a minimum, the following:

Monthly record the following:

A. Facility Name, Facility ID, Emission Unit ID, Source Description, and Date (Month, Day, and Year).

B. A monthly total usage of each ink, paint, coating, solvent, and other VOC and/or HAP containing material used (gallons).

C. A monthly sum of total VOC emissions (tons).

D. A monthly sum of total HAP emissions (tons).

E. The most recent twelve (12) consecutive month sum of total VOC emissions (in tons).

F. The most recent twelve (12) consecutive month sum of total HAP emissions (in tons).

Supporting documentation (MSD sheets, purchase orders, U. S. EPA "VOC DATA SHEETS”, etc.) shall be kept for each ink, coating, thinner, solvent and other material containing VOCs and/or HAPs which includes sufficient information to determine VOC and HAP emissions.  

Note: For the Annual Operating Report, emissions shall be reported for each emission unit.
