This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204 through 62-297 & 62-4.  The above-named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit authorizes the operation of a spray painting area used to coat fabricated-metal products using airless spray equipment.  The source-category is Surface Coating of Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products, which has a Volatile Organic Compound Reasonably Available Control Technology (VOC-RACT) limit for coatings of 3.5 pounds/gallon, less water, as applied.  The paint area is located in the southeast corner of the facility.  There are no controls for particulate matter.

Rule Applicability Notes

This permit maintains the facility as a synthetic non-Title V source by limiting the facility’s emissions to less than the threshold limits required for the facility to be considered a major source per Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS:

1. General Conditions.  A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2. Other Requirements.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Rules 62-204 through 62-297, or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law.  [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

Emission and Operating Limitations

3. Hours of Operation.  This facility is permitted to operate 2080 hours per 12 month consecutive period.  [Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., Definitions-(PTE); Permit Number AC52-161943] 

4. Emission Limits.  Total Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) emissions from this spray painting operation shall not exceed 6.14 tons/consecutive 12 month period or the following:

{Permitting Note:  The hazardous air pollutant (HAP) component of the paint and cleaning solvent upon which the application for this permit is based meets the exemption limits of Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)2, F.A.C.  Consideration of the VOC and HAP components of another formulation must be made before it is substituted.} 

5. VOC RACT - Solvent Coatings.  This source is limited to the use of low-solvent coatings (less than or equal to 3.5 lbs VOC/gallon of coating, excluding water), delivered to a coating applicator.  [Rule 62-296.513(2)(a)2., F.A.C.] 

Other Requirements

6. Equipment Clean up.  All VOC emissions from solvent washings shall be considered in the emission limitations in Rule 62.296.513(3)(a), F.A.C., unless the solvent is directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.  [Rule 62-296.513(2)(c), F.A.C.]

7. Objectionable Odor.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants from this plant which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  Objectionable odor is defined as “Any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.” [Rules 62-296.320(2) and 62-210.200, Definitions-(Objectionable Odor), F.A.C.; Pinellas County Code, Section 58-178]  
8. Work Practices.  The permittee shall not store, pump, handle, process, load, unload, or use in any process or installation volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  Procedures to minimize pollutant emissions shall include but shall not be limited to the following:

A. Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc, on all containers of VOC/OS when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.

B. Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC/OS's.

C. Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, bath, etc. of VOC/OS so that it can be covered when not in use.

D. All fittings, valve lines, etc. shall be properly maintained.

E. All VOC/OS spills shall be attended to immediately and the waste properly disposed of, recycled, etc.

[Rules 62-4.070(3) & 62-296.320(1)(a), F.A.C.]

9. Reasonable Precautions.  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C. These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  At a minimum, the following precautions shall be taken by the permittee:
A. Curtailing operations if winds are entraining the paint overspray, and 

B. Using a barrier to curtail emissions, if necessary 

[Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]

10. Operating Changes.  Any proposed change to this source which will cause the emission limits of this permit to be exceeded, such as a change of paint or hours of operation, or any change that will result in this source increasing the use of Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPS) --such as design-parameters changes, raw material changes or an increase in emissions above the allowables--may be considered a modification and must be reported to the Department and the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM), Air Quality Program, prior to implementing the change, to ensure proper processing.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.300(1)(b)1.b; Permit Number AC52-195852]

11. Visible Emissions.  Visible emissions from the painting operations shall not exceed 20% opacity, however, in order to provide reasonable assurance that the systems are being properly operated, visible emissions due to paint overspray shall not exceed 5 percent opacity.  Exceedance of the 5% limit shall not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional control precautions and/or practices may be necessary.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) & 62-296.320(4)(b)1., F.A.C.]

12. Excess Emissions.  Excess Emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.  [Rule 62-210.700(4), F.A.C.]

Test Methods and Procedures

13. Other Tests.  If the Department of Environmental Protection has reason to believe that any applicable emission standard is being violated, the Department may require the permittee to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of emissions and to provide a report on the results of the tests.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

Monitoring and Recordkeeping Requirements

14. Recordkeeping of VOC.  In order to document compliance with the limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 3, 4, 5 and 6 a daily operation and materials usage log shall be kept for the spray paint area.  At a minimum, the records shall contain the following:

A. On a daily basis, indicate the rule number applicable to the operation for which the records are being maintained.

B. On a daily basis, indicate the application method and substrate type (metal, plastic, paper, etc.).

C. On a daily basis, what "As Applied" coating was used, indicating quantities used (gallons or other specified unit of measure) and pounds of VOC emitted for each coating.

D. On a daily basis, what "As Applied" solvent was used for surface cleaning, indicating quantities used (gallons or other specified unit of measure) and pounds of VOC emitted for each solvent.

E. On a daily basis, what "As Applied" solvent was used for equipment clean-up operations, indicating quantities used (gallons or other specified unit of measure) and pounds of VOC emitted for each solvent (using the mass balance method).

F. A monthly total, in pounds, for each of the limits listed in Specific Condition No. 4 (surface cleaning, painting, clean-up, and total).

G. A cumulative 12 month running total, in tons, for each of the limits listed in Specific Condition No. 4 (surface cleaning, painting, clean-up, and total), to ensure annual VOC emission limits are not exceeded.

H. The facility shall have on hand completed EPA "As Applied" and "As Supplied" sheets for all paints, coatings and solvents used in the spray booth.

I. On a monthly basis, the total hours that the source was in operation during the preceding 12 month period.


Supporting documentation (MSDS sheets, "As Supplied" sheets, "As Applied" sheets, purchase orders, inventory records, production records, etc.) shall be kept for each VOC-containing material used in order to provide sufficient information to document how emissions and VOC and/or HAP content were calculated.  “Purchases” may be considered to be equivalent to “usage” at the permittee’s option.  Documentation for VOC's/solvents reclaimed, recycled, disposed, or used for spray paint gun clean-up will use a mass balance method to determine net usage (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle).  

All records shall include the Facility Name, Facility ID, Emission Unit ID, and Date (Month, Day, and Year) on each page.  Monthly records shall be completed within 10 days of the end of the month. Daily records shall be completed within 5 calendar days.

15. Recordkeeping-Reasonable Precautions.  In order to demonstrate compliance with reasonable precautions in Specific Condition No. 9, the permittee shall keep records of the periods that painting was curtailed or barriers erected due to winds entraining the paint overspray.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
16. Record Retention.  The records required by Specific Condition No. 14 shall be maintained on-site or electronically available on-site for a minimum of the most recent three (3) year period and made available to the Department and the PCDEM, Air Quality Division, upon request.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.] 

Annual Operating Report (AOR)

17. AOR.  Submit to the Air Quality Division of the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM) each calendar year, and on or before March 1, an annual operating report [DEP Form 62-210-900(5)] for the preceding calendar year.  The report may be submitted electronically in accordance with the instructions received with the AOR package sent by the Department, or a hardcopy may be submitted.  [Rule 62-210.370(3)(a)2 F.A.C.]
 Operating Permit Renewal

18. Permit Renewal.  A completed application to renew this operating permit shall be submitted to the Air Program of the Southwest District Office of the Department and to the PCDEM no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit.  To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following:

A. The appropriate Department application form (see Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C. (Forms and Instructions));
B. The appropriate operation permit application fee found in Rule 62-4.050(4), F.A.C. 

C. Copies of the records specified Specific Condition No. 14 for the most recent 3 months.

[Rules 62-4.090, 62-210.300(2), 62-210.900, and 62-4.070(3)]
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
