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1. GENERAL PROJECT INFORMATION
Air Pollution Regulations
Projects at stationary sources with the potential to emit air pollution are subject to the applicable environmental laws specified in Section 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.).  The statutes authorize the Department of Environmental Protection (Department) to establish regulations regarding air quality as part of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), which includes the following applicable chapters:  62-4 (Permits); 62-204 (Air Pollution Control – General Provisions); 62-210 (Stationary Sources – General Requirements); 62-212 (Stationary Sources – Preconstruction Review); 62-213 (Operation Permits for Major Sources of Air Pollution); 62-296 (Stationary Sources - Emission Standards); and 62-297 (Stationary Sources – Emissions Monitoring).  Specifically, air construction permits are required pursuant to Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-212, F.A.C.
In addition, the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) establishes air quality regulations in Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).  Part 60 specifies New Source Performance Standards (NSPS) for numerous industrial categories.  Part 61 specifies National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) based on specific pollutants.  Part 63 specifies NESHAP based on the Maximum Achievable Control Technology (MACT) for numerous industrial categories.  The Department adopts these federal regulations in Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C.
Glossary of Common Terms
Because of the technical nature of the project, the permit contains numerous acronyms and abbreviations, which are defined in Appendix A of this permit.
Facility Description and Location
Intrepid Powerboats, Incorporated is an existing fiberglass boat manufacturing facility, which is categorized under Standard Industrial Classification Code No. 3732.  The existing Intrepid Powerboats, Incorporated is located in Pinellas County at 11700 South Belcher Road in Largo, Florida.  The UTM coordinates of the existing facility are Zone 17, 328.05 km East, and 3084.92 km North.  This site is in an area that is in attainment (or designated as unclassifiable) for all air pollutants subject to Ambient Air Quality Standards (AAQS).
Facility Regulatory Categories
· The facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).
· The facility is a Title V major source of air pollution in accordance with Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.
· The facility is not a major stationary source in accordance with Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C. for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) of Air Quality.
Project Description
The applicant is requesting for a construction permit to authorize higher emission limits (from 95 tpy to 119 tpy) each for VOC and HAP for the facility.  This project also authorizes the following physical changes at the facility:
1. Construct a 12,835 square foot metal building containing a relocated trim shop with 4 (four) ducted roof-	mounted exhaust fans;
2. A 7,128 square foot concrete pad, left open on the sides but covered by a metal roof, to be used for 	detailing completed boats, and
3. A 16,457 square foot concrete pad for open-air storage of hull molds.
All these structures are built adjacent to the south side of the Building No. 4 (the northern building).

All these physical changes at the facility are deemed to be exempt per 62-210.300(b)1., F.A.C.
The applicant is further requesting to process the construction permit concurrently with the revision of the Title V operating permit for the facility.
