This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-296, and 62-297.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit is for the synthetic non-Title V operation of a paint and coating manufacturing facility.  This federally enforceable state operation permit (FESOP) is issued in accordance with Rules 62-210.300 and 62-210.300(2)(b), F.A.C.  This permit will also retain the facility’s classification as a synthetic non-Title V source by ensuring that the facility’s allowable emissions are below the major source emission criteria requiring a Title V Permit. 

Facility Description – Permitted Emission Unit

EMISSION UNIT ID. 001 – PAINT AND COATING MANUFACTURING

The facility manufactures architectural paints, concrete stains, specialty coatings, caulking and sealants in water and oil bases.  As described in the non-Title V air permit renewal application dated July 6, 2004, the facility consists of various above ground storage tanks, mixing tanks and containers.  Specific solvents and non-volatile paint alkyds or acrylic resins are pumped form outside storage tanks or other smaller containers inside the facility into one of several cylindrical mixing tanks in the Solvent Mixing Area.  Powdered paint pigments and colorants are added as required and the mixture is agitated.  Specific additives, resins and additional solvents may then be added depending on the desired final product, and the final paint product is then covered for discharging and shipping.

Title V Applicability

Facility emissions are based on information submitted by the applicant and the expected continued operation of the emission sources and associated equipment.  Under the provisions of this Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit (FESOP), this facility’s potential emissions are below the major source emission criteria as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. for requiring a Title V permit.  As a result, this facility is currently exempted form Title V permitting and is considered a synthetic minor non-Title V source.

1.  General Conditions.  A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions.

2.  Other Requirements.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4 or any other requirements under Federal, State, or Local law.

3.  Operational Hours.  The facility is permitted to operate continuously, i.e., 8,760 hours/year.

4.  Maximum Solvent Process Rate.  As requested by the permittee, the amount of VOC based solvent material processed shall not exceed 2,000 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.

5.  Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) and Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) Emissions – Total emissions of VOCs, total HAPs, and individual HAPs from this facility shall not exceed the following tons per any consecutive 12-month period:

6.   General Visible Emission (VE) Limit – Visible emissions from this facility shall be less than 20% opacity.  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)1., F.A.C.]
7.  Objectionable Odors.   No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

8.  VOC/Organic Solvents (OS).    The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.

The following procedures shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:

A. All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.

B. All VOC/OS from washings (equipment clean up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

C. Tightly cover or close all VOC/OS containers when they are not in use.

D. Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC/OS.

E. Immediately confine and clean up VOC/OS spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal. 
F. When not in use and where possible, tightly cover all open troughs, basins, baths, tanks, etc., which contain VOCs and/or OSs.

9.  Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter (PM).  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent emission of PM.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not be limited to, normal “good housekeeping” procedures and handling of pigments and specific additives such that fugitive emissions are kept to a minimum.

10. Fugitive Emissions Opacity Standard.  As an indicator that the precautions to control unconfined particulate emissions as required by Specific Condition No. 9 are adequate, emissions of unconfined PM from the facility shall not exceed 5% opacity.  If this value is exceeded, it shall not be a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional control precautions and/or work practices may be necessary.

11.  Equipment Additions/Deletions. Equipment may be added or deleted from Emission Unit No. 001, which does not trigger a construction or modification permit.  A construction or modification permit will be triggered by a physical or operational change that causes the allowable amount of VOC based solvent material processed per Specific Condition No. 4 to be exceeded, or that would be considered a new emission unit in and of itself.  Within thirty (30) days of adding or deleting equipment to or from Emission Unit No. 001, a new equipment list shall be submitted in writing to the Air Compliance Sections of this office and the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM).  The notice shall include the date that each piece of equipment was added and/or deleted.

RECORDKEEPING AND COMPLIANCE DOCUMENTATION REQUIREMENTS

12.  VOC and HAP Monthly Records.  In order to document compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 5, the permittee shall maintain monthly VOC and HAP records* at the facility that contain the amount of each VOC based solvent material processed that may emit a VOC and/or HAP.  The amount of material processed shall be based on beginning and ending inventories, deliverables, shipments, etc.  From the amount of each material processed, the permittee shall determine** the following:

A. The monthly total amount of VOC based solvent material processed along with the most recent consecutive 12-month period total amount of VOC based solvent material processed (in tons).

B. The monthly total VOC emissions along with the most recent consecutive 12-month period total of VOC emissions (in tons).

C. The monthly total emissions for total HAPs along with the most recent consecutive 12-month total emissions for total HAPs combined (in tons).

D. The monthly total emissions for each individual HAP along with the most recent consecutive 12-month period total emission for each individual HAP (in tons).

Supporting documentation such as VOC/HAP content, MSDS sheets, purchase orders, etc. shall be kept for each material processed with includes sufficient information to determine emissions.  The monthly records shall be completed by the end of the following month.

*All records shall contain the Facility Name, Facility ID No. (1030254), Emission Unit No., and Month/Year.

**VOC emissions and HAP emissions (which are also VOCs) shall be calculated from the amount of material processed based upon the following emission factor (Ef) unless otherwise directed by the Department:


Ef = 40.0 pounds of emissions per ton of VOC/HAP processed.

13.  Records Retention – The records required by Specific Condition No. 12 shall be maintained at the facility in a form suitable for inspection by the Department and/or PCDEM upon request, and shall be retained for at least the most recent three (3) year period.

14.  AOR - Submit to the Air Compliance Sections of this office and the PCDEM (unless otherwise directed by the Department) for this facility, each calendar year and on or before March 1, an annual operating report [DEP Form 62-210.900(5)] for the preceding calendar year pursuant to Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.

OPERATING PERMIT RENEWAL

15. Operation Permit Renewal – A completed application to renew this operating permit shall be submitted to the Air Program of the Southwest District Office of the Department and PCDEM no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit.  To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following:

A. The appropriate Department application form (see Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C.- Forms and Instructions);

B. The appropriate operation permit application fee;

C. Copies of the records required by Specific Condition No. 12 for the most recent month of operation.
