All emissions are fugitive and there are no stacks or vents on the presses.  The UV Presses have a six color capability to print with either UV cured inks or soy based air cured graphic inks. Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) and Organic Solvent (OS) emissions from all printing inks and clean-up operations are fugitive and uncontrolled (no control equipment).  Ventilation hoods and associated exhaust stacks are used primarily to provide building ventilation and to remove the heat associated with the UV ink curing lamps.  Total facility emissions are less than 100 tons of VOC per year, including Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs), which are less than the limits required for the facility to be considered a major source per Chapter 62‑213, F.A.C.

Printing Presses.  The maximum total number of operational printing presses at this facility is limited to 43.  [Permit No. 1030264-003-AC]

Operating Changes.  Any proposed change to this source that will cause the limitations of this permit to be exceeded--such as design-parameter changes or an increase in emissions may be considered a modification and must be reported.   The permittee shall notify the Air Permitting Section of this office and the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM) of any changes and receive written approval from this office of the changes prior to implementing the changes.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

7.
Objectionable Odor.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants from this plant which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  Objectionable odor is defined as “Any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.” [Rules 62-296.320(2) and 62-210.200, Definitions - (Objectionable Odor), F.A.C. & Pinellas County Code, Section 58-178]

8.
Work Practices.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department. 

A.
All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.  This includes returning all VOC and OS containing fluids into closed containers during lengthy periods of time when the equipment is not operating.

B.
All VOC/OS from washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

C.
Tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use.

D.
Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOCs.

E.
Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

9.
Excess Emissions.  Excess Emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.  [Rule 62-210.700(4), F.A.C.]

Recordkeeping.  A recordkeeping log shall be established and maintained to document compliance with Specific Condition No. 4.  At a minimum, the log shall identify and quantify each ink, coating, solvent, and other material used in the printing operations which contain VOCs and/or HAPs.  Documentation of solvents consumed, such as during cleanup, may use a mass balance method to determine usage (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle).  Monthly records shall be completed by the 10th day of the next month. The permittee shall record and calculate, at a minimum, the following: 

   
Monthly record the following:

A.
Facility Name, Facility ID, Emission Unit ID, Source Description, Date (Month, Day, and Year), and Operator Initials for each measurement

B.
List by name or identification number, each ink, coating, solvent, or other VOC/HAP containing material used in association with the printing presses during the month and the amount of each material used, in gallons

C. List the VOC content and HAP (individual and total) content (lbs/gal) for each material listed in Item B, above.

D. Summarize the facility-wide VOC emission rates for the most recent month (pounds/hour, monthly average)

E. Summarize the facility-wide HAP (individual and total) emission rates for the most recent month (tons/month)

F. Summarize the facility-wide VOC and HAP (individual and total) emission rates for the most recent consecutive 12-month period (tons/year)

G.
At the option of the permittee, “purchases” may be used instead of “usage” in determining VOC/HAP emissions, provided that no materials are used which are not purchased.

Supporting documentation (“As Supplied” and “As Applied” sheets, MSD (Material Safety Data) sheets, purchase orders, U. S. EPA "VOC DATA SHEETS”, etc.) shall be kept for each ink, coating, solvent and other material used in the printing operations which includes sufficient information to determine VOC and HAP emissions.  These records shall be retained on file at the facility for at least three years and shall be made available to the Department and the PCDEM upon request.  

VOC content of coatings may also be determined by using EPA Method 24 or 24A contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297 F.A.C. New coatings, or the same coatings supplied by a different manufacturer, shall be tested for VOC content using EPA Method 24, 24A, or the above mentioned certification prior to use.  Should the permittee wish to claim credit for solvent disposed of as hazardous waste, the VOC and HAP content of the waste must also be  determined.  If different coatings are used from those included in the application, submit the new coating(s) test results to the Southwest District office along with the application for the operating permit.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-297, F.A.C.

Plant Operation-Problems.  If the permittee is temporarily unable to comply with any of the conditions of the permit due to breakdown of equipment or destruction by hazard of fire, wind or by other cause, the permittee shall immediately notify the Department.  Notification shall include pertinent information as to the cause of the problem, and what steps are being taken to correct the problem and to prevent its recurrence, and where applicable, the owner's intent toward reconstruction of destroyed facilities.  Such notification does not release the permittee from any liability for failure to comply with Department rules.  [Rule 62-4.130, F.A.C.]

12.
Plant Operation-Problems Notification.  For purposes of notification to the Department pursuant to Rule 62-4.130, F.A.C., Plant Operation-Problems, “immediately” shall mean the same day, if during a workday (i.e., 8:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.), or the first business day after the incident, excluding weekends and holidays.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

Record Retention.  The records required by Specific Condition No. 10 shall be maintained on-site or electronically available on-site for a minimum of the most recent three (3) year period and made available to the Department and the PCDEM, Air Quality Division, upon request.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Pinellas County Code, Section 58-90]

Annual Operating Report.  The permittee shall submit to the PCDEM, Air Quality Division each calendar year on or before March 1, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report (AOR) for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility," for the preceding calendar year.
