This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-103, 62-204, 62-210, 62-296, and 62-297.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:





This permit authorizes ship maintenance painting operations associated with the maintenance of cruise ships and other marine vessels. The Port currently has one tenant that performs maintenance painting on several of its cruise ships on a periodic basis.  The facility is considered a synthetic non-Title V source.





The maintenance painting process begins with the cleaning and preparation of various surfaces to be painted.  Scrapers, hand held grinders, chippers may be used in the surface preparation (sandblasting is not allowed).  The surfaces to be painted include exposed surfaces and interior elements of the ships.  The exterior sides of ships are typically painted from a maintenance barge tied off adjacent to the outboard side of a vessel.  Painting of sub-waterline surfaces is not conducted at this facility.  Most of the painting is conducted using a 9-inch commercial grade roller.  Smaller rollers are used in confined areas.  Organic solvents are used for cleanup activities.  Paints, coatings, thinners, and solvents containing volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) are used in these operations.

3.  Hours of Operation.  This emissions unit is allowed to operate continuously, i.e., 8,760 hours/year.

4.  Reasonable Precautions - No material resulting from surface preparation and/or painting operations shall enter the waters of Tampa Bay.  This shall be accomplished by the use of barriers or other reasonable precautions.

5.  Total Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) - The total VOC emissions from the ship maintenance painting operations shall not exceed 24.9 tons per consecutive 12-month period.

6.a.  Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) - The combined HAP emissions from the ship maintenance painting operations shall not exceed 24.9 tons per consecutive 12-month period.





b.  The emissions of any individual HAP from the ship maintenance painting operations shall not exceed 9.9 tons per consecutive 12-month period.

{Permitting Note:  Currently, the primary HAPs used at this facility include methylbenzene, xylene, tetrachloromethane, and glycol ethers.}





7.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.  Objectionable Odor Prohibited - No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

8.  Reporting and recordkeeping requirements - A monthly log shall be established and maintained to document compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 5 and 6.  At a minimum, the log shall identify and quantify each paint, coating, thinner, and solvent used* in the painting operations which contain VOCs and/or HAPs.  Prior to the 10th day of the following month, the permittee shall calculate and record, at a minimum, the following:

monthly total usage of each paint, coating, thinner, and solvent (gallons)


VOC and HAP content of each paint, coating, thinner, and solvent (lbs/gal)

VOC emission for the most recent consecutive 12-month period (tons)


monthly emissions for each individual HAP (tons)


emissions of each individual HAP for the most recent consecutive 12-month period (tons)


total combined HAP emissions for the most recent consecutive 12-month period (tons).





Supporting documentation (MSD sheets, purchase orders, U. S. EPA "VOC DATA SHEETS”, etc.) shall be kept for each paint, coating, thinner, and solvent which includes sufficient information to determine VOC and HAP emissions.  These records shall be retained on file at the facility for at least five years and shall be made available to the Department and the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM) upon request.





*At the option of the permittee, “purchases” may be used instead of “usage” in determining VOC emissions, provided that no materials are used which are not purchased.  Once implemented, the chosen option shall not change without prior written approval of the Department or PCDEM.

9o.  Notification - The Air Permitting Section  of the Department’s Southwest District Office and the Air Quality Division of the PCDEM, shall be notified in writing of any planned use of a new HAP, (i.e., a HAP other than those listed in the permitting note of Specific Condition No. 6) if such planned use will result in or can reasonably be expected to result in emissions of in excess of 1000 pounds per year.  This notification shall occur prior to the planned use of the new HAP at the facility.  The permittee shall estimate the annual usage of such new HAP in the notification.

10.  Annual Operating Report (AOR) - Each calendar year on or before March 1, the permittee shall submit to the Air Quality Division of the PCDEM, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility," for the preceding calendar year.

11.  Operation Permit Renewal - At least two applications to renew this operation permit shall be submitted to the Air Permitting Section  of the Department’s Southwest District Office and one copy to the Air Quality Division of the PCDEM prior to 60 days before the expiration date of this permit.  To apply for the operation permit renewal, the applicant shall submit the following:


	a.  A completed renewal application (DEP Form 62-210.900(4), F.A.C.). 	


	b.  The appropriate renewal fee per Rule 62-4.050(4)(a)3.


	c.  The logs required in Specific Condition No. 8 for the most recent month.
