Fired Heaters
This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection.
This permit authorizes the construction of three identical 12.4 MMBtu/hr each indirect-fired natural gas heaters at a natural gas metering station (Meter Station 201).  Based on potential-to-emit, this plant is considered a natural minor source.
The air emission sources at this facility are as described below:

Permitted Emission Unit

Emission Unit ID No. 001-Three (3) Natural Gas Fired Heaters

Natural gas will arrive at this facility via pipeline.  As the gas flows through the metering station it will be heated by three identical 12.4 MMBtu/hr each indirect-fired natural gas heaters which heat an ethylene glycol/water solution as a heat transfer medium.  The gas is then transferred by pipeline to the adjacent Progress Energy Bartow Power Plant.  Any natural gas condensate liquids that could potentially accumulate in the pipeline will be stored in a 250 gallon fixed roof storage tank with a breather vent to the atmosphere.

Rule Applicability

These heaters are subject to 40 CFR 60 Federal New Source Performance Standards Subpart Dc (Standards of Performance for Small Industrial-Commercial-Institutional Steam Generating Units).
Exempt Emission Source

The 250 gallon condensate storage tank will be exempt from permitting under the provisions of Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C. - Generic Emission Unit or Activity Exemption since estimated potential VOC emissions are 0.92 TPY, and estimated potential total HAP emissions are 0.03 TPY (60 lbs/year).

1.  General Conditions - The attached 15 General Conditions are part of this permit.

2.  Other Requirements - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Florida Administrative Code Rules 62‑204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297 & 62-4 or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law.

Operation and Emission Limitations
3. Operating Hours - These heaters are each permitted to operate continuously (8,760 hours/year).

4.  Permitted Fuel - These heaters shall be fired on natural gas only and with a maximum heat input rate of 12.4 MMBtu/hour (each).

5. 6. 8. These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements
9.  Fuel Usage Records - Pursuant to 40 CFR 60.48c(g) of NSPS Subpart Dc (Standards of Performance for Small Industrial-Commercial-Institutional Steam Generating Units), the permittee is required to maintain monthly records of the type and amount of fuel combusted by these heaters.  The amount of fuel used shall be determined by the use of flow meters.  An entry shall be made in the log no later than 21 days after the end of each month.  The above records shall be retained by the permittee for a minimum period of 2 (two) years from the date of such recording.

10.  NSPS Notification Requirements - The permittee shall provide written notification to the Air Compliance Section of the Southwest District Office of the Department as follows:
