This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection:

A.  For the construction of new Mosaic Line Body Prep Area which consists of clay processing equipment used to blend raw material together to form a homogeneous body material.  The major portion of the raw materials processed in this area are received pneumatically from the Raw Material Storage Silos (after passing through a vibrating screen).  The emission sources in this area include the following equipment (in order of process flow):

B.  For the construction of a new Mosaic Adhesive Dryer, a convection dryer which uses clean waste heat recovered from the cooling sections of Tunnel Kiln Nos. 9 and 10.  This dryer will also be equipped to use natural gas, at a maximum heat input rate of 0.5 MMBtu/hour, as backup fuel for heating.  [Emission Unit 046]
C.  For the construction of a new Roller Hearth Ceramic Tile Dryer designated as Tile Dryer No. 4.  This dryer is fired with natural gas and/or propane at a maximum heat input rate of 1.2 MMBtu/hour.  [Emission Unit 04

Mosaic Tile Presses:
(Considered as part of "A. Mosaic Body Prep Area" in Conditions)

Seven  (7) existing, and 1 new, tile presses (Press Nos. 53 through 59 previously permitted as part of System Nos. 2 and 3, the new Press is No. 60) are being relocated and made a part of the new Mosaic Tile Line.  In these presses body material from the Mosaic Body Prep Area is formed into tile shapes.  Particulate missions from these presses are controlled by a dust collection system connected to fabric filter dust collector DC-6 (DC-6 also controls emissions from the Mosaic Body Prep Area).  [E.U 045 - along with Mosaic Body Prep Area above]

Limit annual material throughput for the silos as a group rather than individually (150,000 tons/year).


4.
Establish new silo PM limits of 9.3 lb/hr for each silo. 


Title V Permit Note:  It has been requested by the permittee that in future operation permits these raw material storage silos be considered as a single emission unit (E.U. 002 was used in the Title V application).
E. Tunnel Kilns (6):

Tunnel Kiln Nos. 9, 10, 11, 12, 13 and 15 are currently permitted on AO53-172521, a permit for 8 tunnel kilns [E.U. 001].  The operation limitations for these tunnel kilns are being modified to:

A.  Mosaic Body Prep Area (New), and Mosaic Tile Presses (Relocated& New)

Operation and Emission Limitations
A1.  The Mosaic Body Prep Area and Mosaic Tile Presses are permitted for continuous operation (i.e. 8,760 hours per year).

A2.  The maximum material process rate through the Mosaic Body Prep Area, and the Mosaic Tile Presses shall exceed neither 5.0 tons per hour, nor 24,120 tons per any 12 consecutive month period. (Note: limits apply to each processes area (i.e. Body Prep and Tile Presses) separately.)

Compliance Testing Requirements
A5.  The dust collector DC-6 exhaust stack shall be tested for visible emissions within 60 days of first production operation of the Mosaic Body Prep Area and Mosaic Tile Presses, and annually thereafter, on or during the 60 day period prior to the annual anniversary date of the first test.  A report of the test data shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of the Southwest District Office of the Department within 45 days of the testing.

A6.  Compliance testing of the DC-6 baghouse shall be accomplished during a period when the Mosaic Body Preparation Area is in  operation at a throughput rate within 90 - 100% of the maximum permitted process rate (5.0 tons/hour), and when at least 6 of the 8 Mosaic Tile Presses (Press Nos. 53 through 60) are in operation at normal process input rates (based on tile dies in use at the time of the compliance test), if feasible.  If the test is conducted during

a period when the Mosaic Body Preparation Area is in operation at less than 90% of the maximum permitted process rate, then the process rate at which the most recent compliance test is conducted will automatically set the allowable process rate at the tested rate plus 10% for the Mosaic Body Preparation Area.  In addition, testing with fewer than 6 of the 8 Mosaic tile presses in operation will automatically set the permitted number of Mosaic presses allowed to operate to the number of Mosaic  presses in operation during testing plus one (+1) (example:  if the test is done with 3 of the 8 presses in operation, then the maximum permitted number of Mosaic tile presses allowed to operate at any time would be 3 + 1 = 4).  Within 30 days of the Mosaic Body Preparation Area allowed processing rate or the allowed number of Mosaic tile presses being exceeded, a new compliance test shall be conducted at the higher rate or at the higher number of tile press in operation which ever is applicable (both may be applicable).  The test results shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of the SW District Office of the Department within 45 days of testing.  Acceptance of the test by the Department will automatically constitute an amended permit at the higher equipment processing rate or number of Mosaic tile presses in operation cap, which ever is applicable (both may be applicable).  A statement of the equipment in operation and the estimated process input (or production) rate during the test period shall be submitted with all test reports.  Failure to submit the operating information, or operating under conditions that are not representative of normal operation, may invalidate the test and fail to provide reasonable assurance of compliance.

Recordkeeping and Compliance Documentation Requirements
A7. An entry shall be made in the records no later than 15 days after the end of the month of record.  The entry shall includes the tons processed for that month and for the most recent 12 consecutive month period.  These records shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection by the Department upon request, and shall be retained for at least a two year period.    [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

B.  Mosaic Adhesive Dryer

B1.  The Mosaic Adhesive Dryer is permitted for continuous operation (i.e. 8,760 hours per year).

[As requested in construction application dated 12/19/96]

B2.  The maximum material process rate through the Mosaic Adhesive Dryer shall exceed neither 2.8 tons per hour, nor 24,120 tons per any 12 consecutive month period.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

B3.  The Mosaic Adhesive dryer shall be fired only with natural gas at a maximum heat input rate of 0.5 MMBtu/hour.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and permit application dated 12/19/96]

B4.  Particulate matter emissions from this dryer shall not exceed 0.36 pounds per hour.

(PM RACT Note:  Based upon this limit, and those contained in the permits for the other emission units at this facility, this facility is exempt from the Particulate Matter RACT requirements of Rule 19-296.700, F.A.C. in accordance with the provisions of Rule 62-296.700(2)(c), F.A.C. (insignificant impact).)
[As requested by applicant in construction modification application dated 12/19/96, and in conjunction with the April 1995 PM RACT exemption modelling demonstration]

B5.  Due to the expense and complexity of conducting a stack test on a minor source of particulate matter, the Department, at the request of the applicant, hereby establishes a visible emission limitation not to exceed an opacity of 5% for the Mosaic Adhesive Dryer in lieu of requiring particulate stack testing.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., and as requested by applicant in 12/19/96 construction permit application]

Compliance Testing Requirements
B6.  The Mosaic Adhesive Dryer shall be tested for visible emissions within 60 days of first production operation, and annually thereafter, on or during the 60 day period prior to the annual anniversary date of the first test.  A report of the test data shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of the Southwest District Office of the Department within 45 days of the testing.

[Rules 62-297.310(7)(a)1., (7)(a)3., and (8), F.A.C.] 

B7.  Compliance testing of the Mosaic Adhesive Dryer shall be accomplished during a period when it is being continuously operated at a high natural gas firing rate and at a process throughput rate that is within 90-100% of the maximum permitted rate of 2.8 tons/hour (5,600 pounds/hour), if feasible.  A compliance test submitted at a throughput rate less than 90% of the maximum permitted rate will automatically constitute an amended permitted rate at that lesser rate plus 10%.  Within 30 days of that lower amended permitted rate being exceeded, a new compliance test shall be conducted at the higher rate.  The test results shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of the Southwest District Office of the Department within 45 days of testing.  Acceptance of the test by the Department will automatically constitute an amended permit at the higher tested rate plus 10%, but in no case shall the maximum permitted throughput rate be exceeded.   The permittee shall submit a statement of the estimated Mosaic Adhesive Dryer fuel firing rate (MMBtu/hr) (if any) and material throughput rate (tons/hour) as a part of the compliance test report.  Failure to submit the above information or operating at conditions which do not reflect the normal operating conditions may invalidate the test.

B8.  In order to document compliance with Specific Condition No. B2.,  the permittee shall maintain monthly records of material processed through the Mosaic Adhesive Dryer (tons/month). The entry shall includes the tons processed for that month and for the most recent 12 consecutive month period.  These records shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection by the Department upon request, and shall be retained for at least a two year period.   [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

C . Tile Dryer No. 4  (Roller Hearth Ceramic Tile Dryer)

C1.  Tile Dryer No. 4 is permitted for continuous operation (i.e. 8,760 hours per year).

C2.  The maximum material process throughput rate for Tile Dryer No. 4 shall exceed neither 1.9 tons per hour, nor 16,412 tons per any 12 consecutive month period.

C3.  Tile Dryer No. 4 shall be fired only with natural gas and/or propane at a maximum heat input rate of 1.2 MMBtu/hour.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and construction application dated 12/19/96]

C4.  Particulate matter emissions from Tile Dryer No. 4 dryer shall not exceed 0.25 pounds per hour.

(PM RACT Note:  Based upon this limit, and those contained in the permits for the other emission units at this facility, this facility is exempt from the Particulate Matter RACT requirements of Rule 19-296.700, F.A.C. in accordance with the provisions of Rule 62-296.700(2)(c), F.A.C. (insignificant impact).)

C5. D4.  Particulate matter emissions from the raw material storage silos shall not exceed 9.3 pounds/hour per silo.  Based on the limitation on silo loadings contained in Specific Condition No. D2. (i.e a maximum of two silos being loaded at any time), this means a maximum total of 18.6 pounds/hour (9.3 lbs/hr x 2 silos) from the raw material storage silos at any given time.  In addition particulate matter emissions from the raw material storage silos shall not exceed 19.12 tons per any 12 consecutive month period.

Due to the expense and complexity of conducting a stack test on minor sources of particulate matter, and because these sources are equipped with baghouse dust control devices, the Department, in accordance with the authority granted under Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C., hereby establishes a visible emission limitation not to exceed an opacity of 5% for each raw material storage silo in lieu of a particulate matter stack test.

Compliance Testing Requirements
D6.  Compliance testing of each raw material storage silo comprising shall be accomplished during a period when raw material is being transferred to the silo from railcar or truck at a normal transfer rate (> 24 tons/hour), if feasible.  If the test is conducted at a rate less than or equal to 24 tons per hour, then the process rate at which the most recent compliance test is conducted will automatically set the maximum permitted process rate at the tested rate plus 10 %.   Within 30 days of that lower amended permitted rate being exceeded, a new compliance test shall be conducted at the higher rate.  The test results shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of the Southwest District Office of the Department within 45 days of testing.  Acceptance of the test by the Department will automatically constitute an amended permit at the higher tested rate plus 10%, but in no case shall the maximum permitted throughput rate be exceeded.   The permittee shall submit a statement of the estimated silo loading transfer rate (tons/hour) as a part of the compliance test report.  Failure to submit the above information or operating at conditions which do not reflect the normal operating conditions may invalidate the test.

1.  A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions.

2.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296 and 62-297, or any other requirements under federal, state or local law.  [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

Operation and Emission Requirements
3.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

4.  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.310(3)(c), F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.

Compliance Testing Requirements
5.  Compliance with the visible emission limitations shall be determined using EPA Method 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C.  The minimum requirements for stationary point source emissions test procedures and reporting shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.   [Rule 62-297, F.A.C.]

6.  The visible emissions tests shall be conducted by a certified observer and be a minimum of thirty (30) minutes in duration.  The test observation period shall include the period during which the highest opacity can reasonably be expected to occur.

10.  No application for operation permits or operation permit amendments is required.  The emission units covered by this construction/modification permit will continue to operate under this permit (and, for existing emission units, previously isued operation and construction permits where applicable) until such time as the Title V Major Source operation permit is issued.  Upon completion of construction and modification of the emission units covered by this construction permit, the permittee shall update the Title V application submitted on June 15, 1996.  This may be accomplished by submitting an addendum (signed by a responsible official) to the already submitted application incorporating the new information not included in the previously submitted Title V application and revising the affected pages for those emission units subject to modification.  In doing this the applicant may reference to information already submitted with the modification application dated 12/19/96 in lieu of resubmitting that information.
