This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, through 62-297 and 62-4.  The permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the operation of a lime storage silo to store lime used in sludge stabilization at the Thomas B. Williams water treatment plant.  Emissions created during the pneumatic filling of storage silo by trucks are controlled by a Sternvent Co. Inc., Model DFE 405 baghouse having a filtration area of 400 square feet and rated at 1200 ACFM.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS:

1.  General Conditions - A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions.

[Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2.  Other Requirements - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, and 62-297, F.A.C. or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law.

[Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

Operation and Emission Requirements

3.  Circumvention – The permittee shall not allow any person to circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable control device operating properly.  The baghouse dust collector must be operational during pneumatic loading of a storage silo.

[Rule 62-210.650, and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

4.  Operating Hours – The hours of operation of the storage silo are not restricted, i.e., 8,760 hours/year.

[Rules 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., and 62-210.200, F.A.C. – Definitions (PTE)]

5.  Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter – All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control the generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing, and handling.  These precautions shall include the use of water when necessary to control fugitive emissions, such as the use of water to keep roadways and work areas damp to control dust and windborne emissions.

{Permitting Note:  If operating experience indicates that these reasonable precautions are not sufficient to control unconfined emissions, the Department reserves the right to require additional measures, such as recordkeeping for water truck gallons applied, etc.}

6.  Visible Emissions – As an indicator that the silo’s baghouse collector is operating properly, visible emissions from each baghouse exhaust shall not exceed 5% opacity
[Rule 62-4.070 (3), F.A.C.]

Compliance Testing Requirements

7.  Visible Emission (VE) Testing – In order to document compliance with Condition No. 6, the permittee shall test each baghouse exhaust point for visible emissions annually between October 1 and September 30 (once per federal fiscal year).

[Rule 62-297.310(7)(a), F.A.C.]

8.  VE Test Method - Each baghouse exhaust point shall be tested by a certified observer in accordance with DEP Method 9 for a minimum of 30 minutes or, if the operation is normally completed within less than 30 minutes and does not recur within that time, the test shall last for the length of the batch cycle or operation completion time.  The visible emission test observation period shall include the period during which the highest opacity emissions can reasonably be expected to occur.

[Rule 62-297.401(9)(c), and 62-297.310(4)(a)2.a., F.A.C.]

9.  Operation During Testing - Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the emission unit operating at permitted capacity (minimum of 25 tons/hour), if feasible.  If it is not feasible to test at permitted capacity, an emission unit may be tested at less than the minimum permitted capacity; however, subsequent emissions unit operation is limited to 110 percent of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.

10.  Testing Notification - The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Department’s Southwest District at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted for the permittee.

11.  Test Report Submittal - The permittee of an air pollution emissions unit, for which compliance tests are required, shall file a report with the Air Compliance Section of the Department's Southwest District Office, on the results of each such test.  The required test report shall be filed with the Department as soon as practical but no later than 45 days after each test is completed.  The test report submittal shall meet all applicable requirements of Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  Include in the test report the source operation rate and the type of material processed during the testing.

12.  Test Report Requirements – The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Chapter 62-297, F.A.C., Stationary Sources – Emission Monitoring and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A – Test Methods.

Operation Permit Renewal Requirements
13.  An application for an operation permit renewal shall be submitted to the Air Program of Southwest District at least 60 days prior to the expiration of this permit.  To properly apply for an air operation permit renewal, the applicant shall submit the following:

A. the completed Application for Air Permit – Non-Title V Source (DEP Form 62-210.900(4), F.A.C.);

B. the appropriate operation permit fee per Rule 62-4.050(4)(a) 3., F.A.C;

C. visible emission (VE) compliance test report as required by specific condition 11 of this permit.
