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Minor Air Operation Permit 
Project Name: Operation Permit Renewal 


This is the final air operation permit, which authorizes the operation of a wood pallet re-manufacturing and mulching facility.  The facility (Standard Industrial Classification No. 2499) is located in Polk County at the 5700 US Highway 17 South, Homeland, Florida.  The UTM coordinates are Zone 17, 419.1 km East, and 3078.1 km North.

Because of the technical nature of the project, the permit contains numerous acronyms and abbreviations, which are defined in Appendix A of Section 4 of this permit.
This air pollution permit is issued under the provisions of:  Chapter 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297 of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).  The permittee is authorized to conduct the proposed work in accordance with the conditions of this permit.  
A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under sections 120.569 and 120.57 of the Florida Statutes.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within fourteen days of receipt of this notice of final permit.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under section 120.60(3) of the Florida Statutes must be filed within fourteen days of publication of the public notice or within fourteen days of receipt of this notice of final permit, whichever occurs first.  Under section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the Department for notice of agency action may file a petition within fourteen days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination  (hearing) under sections 120.569 and 120.57 F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with rule 28-106.205 of the Florida Administrative Code.
All petitions filed under these rules shall contain:
(a) 
The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if known;

(b) 
The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner; the name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the agency determination;

(c) 
A statement of when and how the petitioner received notice of the agency decision;

(d) 
A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e)
A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action;

(f) 
A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and

(g)
A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.
A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the Department’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above, as required by rule 28-106.301 of the Florida Administrative Code.

Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the Department’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the Department on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.

Mediation is not available in this proceeding.

Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, 3900 commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

Facility and Project Description
Existing Facility

This facility produces mulch and re-manufactured wood pallets from used pallets.

Mulch is produced from scrap wood recycled from old pallets. The mulching operation consists of a Rotochopper, Inc. Model EC 256/266 Wood Grinder and Material Feed System and truck load-out.  
Pallet re-manufacturing activities are exempt from permitting requirements.  Used pallets are dismantled using horizontal bandsaws to cut the nails between the boards.  The good pieces of wood from the pallets are set aside for reuse according to length and width.  The scrap (broken, etc.) pieces of wood are stored in piles to be mulched.

Re-manufactured pallets are produced from recycled wood and new wood.  The only cutting that occurs is crosswise (no ripping).  This operation consists of no more than eight (8) chopsaws.  This operation is uncontrolled.  Assembly of the re-manufactured pallets is by use of pneumatic nailers/staplers.

Applicable Regulations, Forms and Application Procedures:  Unless otherwise specified in this permit, the construction and operation of the subject emissions units shall be in accordance with the capacities and specifications stated in the application.  The facility is subject to all applicable provisions of: Chapter 403, F.S.; and Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from compliance with any applicable federal, state, or local permitting or regulations.
5.
New or Additional Conditions:  For good cause shown and after notice and an administrative hearing, if requested, the Department may require the permittee to conform to new or additional conditions.  The Department shall allow the permittee a reasonable time to conform to the new or additional conditions, and on application of the permittee, the Department may grant additional time.

Modifications:  Unless otherwise exempt by rule, the permittee shall not initiate any construction, reconstruction, or modification at the facility and shall not install/modify any pollution control device at the facility without obtaining prior authorization from the Department.  Modification is defined as: Any physical change or changes in the method of operations or addition to a facility that would result in an increase in the actual emissions of any air pollutant subject to air regulations, including any not previously emitted, from any emission unit or facility.

	Mulching Operation: 

The mulching operation consists of a Rotochopper, Inc. Model EC 256/266 Wood Grinder and Material Feed System and truck load-out.  Whole, used pallets are stored outside in piles.  The material is pre-wet, as needed, using a portable watering system prior to processing the material.  Material is moved by fork lifts into the grinder.  At the mouth of the grinder, prior to entry, a water spray system is utilized to further reduce emissions.  From the grinder, the material is conveyed directly to truck loadout for shipment offsite.


Performance Restrictions 
A.1.
Permitted Capacity:  Mulching equipment throughput shall not exceed either of the following limits:

a. 16,900 tons of wood (per any consecutive 12-month period); and

b. 13,000 lbs/hr of wood (daily average basis).

Restricted Operation:  Mulching equipment shall not exceed 2,600 operational hours per consecutive 12-month period.

Emissions Standards
A.3. 
General Standards - Visible Emissions:  Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter (PM) or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter:  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of PM.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not be limited to the following:

a. A water spray system shall be maintained within and at the entrance to the grinder.

b. A water spray system shall be maintained to saturate the working area of the wood pallet storage piles, as necessary.

c. The drop height shall be minimized when transferring material to the feed conveyor.

d. Upset conditions shall be attended to promptly.

e. Good housekeeping practices shall be exercised at all times.

f. Applicable personnel shall be made aware of the environmental requirements of the permit.
In order to provide reasonable assurance that the above measures are being implemented and that they are effective in controlling unconfined emissions of PM, visible emissions (VE) from the areas listed above, should not exceed five percent (5%) opacity.  If this value is exceeded it will not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional controls may be required.

The notification must include the following information: the date, time, and location of each test; the name and telephone number of the facility’s contact person who will be responsible for coordinating the test; and the name, company, and the telephone number of the person conducting the test.

Test Reports:  The permittee shall prepare and submit reports for all required tests in accordance with the requirements specified in Appendix D (Common Testing Requirements) of this permit.   Additionally, the test report shall include the actual operation rate of the grinder during the test.

Operating Hours and Throughput Log:  To demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition Nos. A.1. and A.2., the permittee shall:

a. Daily, record the following:

I. Hours of operation;
II. Amount of mulch shipped in tons; and
III. Daily average mulching rate (lb/hr).
b. Monthly, record the following:

I. The total monthly hours of operation;

II. The most recent consecutive 12-month period hours of operation;

III. Amount of mulch processed, in tons; and

IV. The most recent consecutive 12-month period mulch processed, in tons.

All records shall include the Facility ID, Date (Month, Day, and Year), and Operator Initials for each measurement.  Daily records shall be completed within three (3) business days.  Monthly records shall be completed by the 10th day of the following month.
