Permitting Authority  
This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, and 62-297.  The permittee (listed above) is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

Facility Information Summary

Permit 1050203-004-AC authorizes an increase in allowable facility woodworking operations from a previously permitted limit of 2,080 hours per year, to a new limit of 5,824 hours per year.  Permit 1050203-005-AF is a Federally Enforceable State Operation Permit (FESOP) authorizing the continued operation of both woodworking (at the new yearly limit) and surface coating (frames), and manufacturing use of volatile organic compound (VOC) and hazardous air pollutant (HAP) containing materials as described below:

Surface coating and VOC/OS emitting sources: consist of a painting shed, and the various mobile home manufacturing operations that involve the spray and hand application of adhesives, sealants, cleaners, and paint.  Frame coating, using water-based paint exclusively, is performed in the painting shed.

Woodworking operations: consist of the use of miscellaneous woodworking equipment including Radial Arm, Dado, Table, and Cain Panel Saws, and a belt sander.  This woodworking equipment is operated intermittently as needed.  Particulate matter emissions are controlled by a plant dust collection system with a CEA Carter Day Model 124RF6 baghouse.

Title V Permitting Note:  Based upon the limitations contained in Specific Condition Nos. 7 and 8, this plant is considered a Non-Title V Minor Source in accordance with the definition given in Rule 62-210.200 F.A.C.  Based on the nature of the operations and past actual emissions data, this facility is considered a “Natural” Minor Non-Title V source.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS
1.  General Conditions.  The attached 14 General Conditions are part of this permit. 

[Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]                  

2.  Other Conditions.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with the applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, and 62-297, F.A.C. or any other requirement under federal, state, or local law.

Emission and Operation Limitations

3.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards:  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards - General Visible Emissions Standard.  Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

4.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards:  Objectionable Odor Prohibited.  No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

5.  Operating Hours.  The operating hours of facility emission units are limited as follows:

a. Emission Unit 001 – Woodworking equipment shall not exceed a maximum of 5,824 operational hours/year.

b. Emission Unit 002 – There are no limitations on operational hours associated with manufacturing usage of VOC/OS containing materials (including adhesives, thinners, cleaners, and paints - i.e. permitted for 8,760 operational hours/year.

6.  Trailer Frame Painting.  The painting of trailer frames is limited to the use of water-based paints only.

7.  VOC Limitation.  Total emissions of all volatile organic compounds (VOCs) from this facility shall not exceed 33 tons per any consecutive 12 month period.

8.  HAP Limitation.  Total usage of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) contained in paints, adhesives, sealants, cleaners, thinners and other manufacturing materials used in the facility, shall be less than 10 tons per any 12 consecutive month period for any individual HAP AND less than 25 tons per any 12 consecutive month period for all HAP’s combined.

9.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards:  Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The facility shall comply with the following:

a. All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.

b. All VOC/OS from washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

c.
Tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use.

d. Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOCs.

e. Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

10.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards: Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter.  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.310(3), F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.   Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility shall include:

a. frame painting shed:

1. frame painting shall be conducted within the painting shed only;

2. the frame painting shed entrance and exit bay doors shall be covered during painting so as to minimize paint overspray outside of the shed;

3. proper training and supervision shall be given to all employees conducting frame coating operations to insure that the above measures are taken

b. woodworking operations:

1. the central plant dust collection system, including the Carter Day baghouse, shall be in service and operating properly at all times that woodworking equipment is being operated;

2. the material collected by the baghouse shall be discharged and disposed of in a manner to avoid generation of fugitive dust including use of a collection container with sides higher than the point of discharge;

The permittee shall not circumvent any air pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.  In order to provide reasonable assurance that the above measures are being implemented and that they are effective in controlling unconfined emissions of particulate matter, visible emissions from the baghouse exhaust stack, the baghouse hopper discharge area, or any of the building openings or vents shall not exceed 5% opacity.  If this value is exceeded it will not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional controls may be required.

Recordkeeping Requirements

11.  VOC/HAP Records.  In order to document compliance with the VOC/HAP limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 7 and 8, the permittee shall maintain a monthly VOC/HAP usage log.  The log shall identify and quantify each (paint, coating, thinner, solvent, etc.) used in association with the manufacturing activities at this facility.  A mass balance method may be used to determine each material’s usage (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle).  The permittee shall record and calculate, at a minimum, the following:

a.
Facility name, Facility ID No. (1050203), and Emission Unit No. (002);

b.
month and year;

c.
product name/ID and CAS #;

d.
quantity used of each VOC and/or HAP containing material (gallons)1;

e.
density (lbs/gal), and VOC and HAP content (wt %) of each item in d. above;

f.
monthly total HAP emissions (lbs or tons);

g.
monthly total VOC emissions (lbs or tons);

h. total VOC emissions (lbs or tons) for the most recent consecutive 12-month period;

i. individual HAP emissions (lbs or tons) for the most recent consecutive 12-month period;

j. total HAP emissions (lbs or tons) for the most recent consecutive 12-month period

Supporting documentation (MSD sheets, purchase orders, U. S. EPA "VOC DATA SHEETS”, etc.) shall be kept for each paint, coating, thinner, solvent and other material used in manufacturing operations, which includes sufficient information to determine VOC and HAP emissions.  These records shall be retained on file at the facility for at least five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.

Note 1 - At the permittee’s option, “purchases” may be used where “usage” is specified in this condition, provided no materials are used which are not purchased.

12.  Conditional Recordkeeping.  Monthly records required by Specific Condition No. 11 shall be completed by the 15th of the following month.  If any month results in total HAPs and/or individual HAP emissions exceeding 80% (20 Tons Total HAP and/or 8 Tons Individual HAP) of the permitted limit (Condition No. 8) for the most recent consecutive 12-month period, the facility shall:

a.  Keep daily records beginning on the next operational day following when the monthly calculation was completed.  These daily records shall be added daily to the most recent 11 calendar month emission totals.

b.  Simultaneously on the onset of the daily recordkeeping in (a), the facility shall also calculate the total emissions for Days 1-15 (as applicable).  These totals shall be added to the daily totals discussed in (a) above.

Once a month of daily records is completed, the facility shall make a determination to continue daily recordkeeping.  If emission totals exceed 80% of the permitted limit, then daily recordkeeping shall continue.  If the emission total does not exceed 80% of the permitted value, then the facility may return to monthly recordkeeping.  The option of using purchases as a proxy for usage (see Specific Condition No. 11) is not allowed for this daily recordkeeping.  As a result, the daily records shall include cumulative 12-month emission totals to demonstrate compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 8.

13.  Woodworking Operational Hours.  In order to document compliance with Specific Condition No. 5a, the permittee shall maintain a record of hours of operation for the woodworking equipment.  Data entries shall include monthly operating hours and year-to-date operating hours. These records shall be retained on file at the facility for at least five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.

Operation Permit Renewal 
14.   Operation Permit Renewal Application.  A completed application to renew this operation permit shall be submitted to the Air Program of the Southwest District Office of the Department no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit.  To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following:

a.  the appropriate operation permit application form (see current version of Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C., and/or FDEP Division of Air Resource Management website at: http://www.dep.state.fl.us/air/);
b.
the appropriate operation permit application fee per Rule 62-4.050(3)(c), F.A.C.;

c. copies of the VOC/HAP records specified in Specific Condition No. 11 for the most recent 2 months.

d. copies of woodworking hours of operation specified in Specific Condition No. 13 for the most recent 2 months and the current calendar year
