This permit modifies Specific Condition Nos. 3 and 11 in Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) Construction Permit PSD-FL-183 (AC53-206244) and its revision PSD-FL-183C (1050216-006-AC).  Specifically, this permit removes propane from the list of permitted fuel for the steam boiler (Emission Unit 001). 

Facility Description

Wheelabrator Ridge Energy, Inc.’s Ridge Generating Station is an electric power generation facility with a capacity of 50 megawatts of generator output.  This facility consists of one steam boiler firing wood, yard waste, landfill gas (LFG) and tires. The LFG combusted at this facility is from the adjacent Polk County North Central Landfill (Facility ID 1050298).  The facility also has one lime silo and one ash handling system.

General Conditions, version 11/1/2005
Specific Conditions:

The following conditions modify Specific Condition Nos. 3 and 11 in Construction Permit PSD-FL-183 (AC53-206244).  Specific Condition No. 3 was last revised via Construction Permit PSD-FL-183C (1050216-006-AC).  Specific Condition No. 11 has not been revised until now.  No other limitations or requirements are modified by this permit. 
Specific Condition No. 3

Fuel for firing the RGS boiler shall consist only of wood, yard waste, landfill gas, and tires.  The tire firing rate shall be limited to 18,505 pounds of tires per hour, based on a 24-hour block average.  
{Permitting Note: Wood fuel listed above in Specific Condition No. 3 includes but is not limited to wood pallets, utility poles, construction debris, and railroad ties.  For the definition of wood, see 40 CFR 60, Subpart Db as well as the applicant’s December 10, 1991 permit application (section 3.2.1, page 3-2).}

Specific Condition No. 11
In the event of any malfunction resulting in failure of emission control equipment or emission-related process equipment to perform as required by this permit, the operator shall immediately stop the feeding of tires into the boiler and shall use other permitted fuel to maintain a minimum of 1800 degrees F in the combustion zone until all tires in the system have been combusted.  No tires may be refed into the boiler following the malfunction until the emission control equipment has been put into proper working order.
