PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE AIR PERMIT

The Department of Environmental Protection (Department) gives notice of its intent to issue an air permit to Keymark Corporation of Florida, for the Lakeland Facility located at 2540 Knights Station Road, Lakeland, Polk County.  The permit authorizes Keymark Corporation of Florida the following modifications to their existing Title V extruded aluminum products manufacturing facility:


-
Change the status of the facility from a synthetic minor source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) to a major source of HAPs.

-
Delete the facility's synthetic individual HAP and total HAP emission limitations and associated recordkeeping requirements.

-
Establish the facility is subject to the Maximum Achievable Control Technology (MACT) standards of Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 63, Subpart MMMM – Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products (Surface Coating), which is adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(11), F.A.C.

-
Authorize the construction of a regenerative thermal oxidizer (RTO) to minimize any possible odors from the existing curing oven when high performance coatings are being used in the existing painting operations.


-
Establish the natural gas emissions from the regenerative thermal oxidizer (RTO) along with process ovens and heaters are each exempt activities per Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C.  Additionally, establish each of these emission activities also meet the criteria of an insignificant activity per Rule 62-213.430(6)(b), F.A.C.


-
Delete the requirement: The Air Permitting Section of the Department's Southwest District Office shall be notified in writing of any planned use of a new HAP (i.e., a HAP other than ethylene glycol nomobutyl ether, xylene, methyl ethyl ketone, formaldehyde, ethyl benzene, toluene, naphthalene, and cumene), if such planned use will result in or can reasonably be expected to result in emissions in excess of 1,000 pounds per year.  This notification shall occur prior to the planned use of the new HAP at this facility.  The permittee shall estimate the annual usage of the new HAP in the notification.


-
Clarify the existing exempt die cleaning system consists of two (2) electrically heated 266 gallon caustic tanks and one (1) 266 gallon water rinse tank.


-
Establish the Paint Mix Room is part of Emission Unit No. 001 – Painting Operations, instead of an exempt emission activity.


-
Change the heat input rate of the following exempt heaters/ovens: 1) Die Oven 1; 2) Die Oven 2; 3) Pre-treatment Tank Heater A; 4) Pre-treatment Tank Heater B; 5) Pre-treatment Tank Heater C; 6) Dry-Off Oven; and 7) Curing Oven

-
Authorize the after-the-fact construction of a natural gas fired sludge dryer.

The Department will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a response received in accordance with the following procedures results in a different decision or significant change of terms or conditions.

The Department will accept written comments and requests for public meetings concerning the proposed permit issuance action for a period of fourteen  days from the date of publication of this Public Notice of Intent to Issue Air Permit.  Written comments and requests for public meetings should be provided to the Department of Environmental Protection, 13051 N. Telecom Parkway, Temple Terrace, FL 33637-0926.  Any written comments filed shall be made available for public inspection.  If written comments received result in a significant change in the proposed agency action, the Department shall revise the proposed permit and require, if applicable, another Public Notice.

The Department will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.

Mediation is not available in this proceeding.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within fourteen days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within fourteen days of publication of the public notice or within fourteen days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  Under Section 120.60(3), F.S., however, any person who asked the Department for notice of agency action may file a petition within fourteen days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S. or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.

A petition that disputes the material facts on which the Department’s action is based must contain the following information: (a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if known; (b) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner, the name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the agency determination; (c) A statement of how and when petitioner received notice of the agency action or proposed action; (d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact.  If there are none, the petition must so indicate; (e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action; (f) A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action; and (g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.

A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the Department’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above, as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.

Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the Department’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the Department on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.

A complete project file is available for public inspection during normal business hours, 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, except legal holidays, at the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, Southwest District, 13051 N. Telecom Parkway, Temple Terrace, Florida. 

The complete project file includes the application, technical evaluations, Draft permit, and the information submitted by the responsible official, exclusive of confidential records under Section 403.111, F.S. Any person may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, a copy of the permit draft, and all other materials available to the Department that are relevant to the permit decision.  Additionally, the Department will accept written comments concerning the proposed permit issuance action for a period of 14 (fourteen) days from the date of publication of "Public Notice of Intent to Issue Air Permit."  Requests and written comments filed should be provided to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection at 13051 N. Telecom Parkway, Temple Terrace, FL 33637-0926, to the attention of Mara Grace Nasca (phone no. 813-632-7600) referencing the DEP file number listed above.  Any written comments filed shall be made available for public inspection. If written comments received result in a significant change in the proposed agency action, the Department shall revise the proposed permit and require, if applicable, another Public Notice.
