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Project: Outside Sandblasting Area



  & Sand Storage Silo

These permits are issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

These permits authorize the construction modification and operation of a natural non-Title V facility.  The facility includes a shot blast machine, outside sandblasting area, sand storage silo, and outside painting area.

The modification and other changes at this facility are as follows:

Emission Unit No. 001 - Address the shot blast machine is permanently shutdown and will require a construction permit prior to reactivation.  Therefore, change the emission unit from a "regulated emission unit" to a "deleted emission unit".

Emission Unit No. 002 – Change the precautions to control unconfined particulates from the outside sandblasting area.

       -
Emission Unit No. 003 – Change the recordkeeping requirements for the sand storage silo.

       -
Emission Unit No. 004 – Modify the outside painting area from a "regulated emission unit" to a "categorical exempt emission unit", since the activity will comply with Rules 62-210.300(3)(a)23. and 24., F.A.C.

As a result of the above modification and other changes, the emission units and activities at the facility are described as follows:

Emission Unit No. 001 (deleted): The shot blast machine, located inside a partially enclosed building, uses a design maximum of 1,600 lbs. of shot blast material per minute.  Maximum usage is expected to be 3 tons of shot blast material per year.  Note, the 3 tons of material used throughout the year are typically used (blasted) numerous times at the 1,600 lbs./min. rate.  Particulate emissions from the shot blast machine are controlled by a dust collector.  In accordance with Specific Condition No. 6 of permit 1050341-001-AC, since this emission unit has not been re-activated, it is considered PERMANENTLY SHUTDOWN and will require a new separate construction permit prior to re-activation.  Therefore, this emission unit is considered "DELETED" from the facility.

Emission Unit No. 002: The outside sandblasting area is used to sandblast items such as boat trailers, truck trailers, etc. prior to painting.  Work practice requirements are utilized to control the estimated 23.6 tons/yr. of unconfined particulate emissions from this activity.  This emission unit is subject to the facility-wide work practices to control unconfined particulate emissions and the general visible emission limitation in accordance with Rules 62-296.320(4)(c) and 62-296.320(4)(b), F.A.C., respectively.

Emission Unit No. 003: The storage silo receives sandblasting material (sand) pneumatically by truck.  The maximum amount of sand received is 576 tons per any consecutive 12 month period.  Emissions from loading the sand storage silo are controlled by a baghouse.  Trucks carrying approximately 13 to 29 tons of sand transfer the sand to the silo typically from 25 to 105 minutes.  Note, the 24.72 tons of sand transferred in 26 minutes during the September 12, 2003, visible emission test equates to an hourly transfer (loading) rate of 57 tons/hr.  This emission unit is subject to the facility-wide work practices to control unconfined particulate emissions and the general visible emission limitation in accordance with Rules 62-296.320(4)(c) and 62-296.320(4)(b), F.A.C., respectively.

Emission Unit No. 004 (exempted): The outside painting area emits a maximum of 4.5 tons of volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions per any consecutive 12 month period.  Overspray from the painting is controlled by work practice requirements.  This emission unit is considered categorically exempt from permitting pursuant to Rules 62-210.300(3)23. and 24., F.A.C.  However, the activities are still subject to the applicable facility-wide precautions to control volatile organic compounds/organic solvents (VOC/OS), to not emit objectionable odors, and to control unconfined particulate emissions, pursuant to Rules 62-296.320(1), (2), and (4)(c), F.A.C.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS:

FACILITY-WIDE LIMITATIONS

1.  A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions.  [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with the applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, and 62-297, F.A.C. or any other requirement under federal, state, or local law.  [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

3.  The facility is allowed to operate 8,760 hours per year.  [Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. - Definitions (PTE)]

4.  Visible emissions from the facility shall not be equal to or exceed 20% opacity.  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(b), F.A.C.]

5.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow nor permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

6.  As requested by the permittee in a letter dated December 5, 2003, the permittee shall implement the following in order to control emissions of unconfined particulates at the facility:

A.
Paving and maintenance of the main parking area.

B.
Removal of particulate matter from the paved areas under control of the permittee to prevent re-entrainment.

C.
Application of water, when necessary, to control unconfined emissions associated with vehicle activity within the work yard.

D.
Install and maintain either a Flag or Windsock at the facility so that employees can visually observe the wind direction and the approximate wind speed for the work areas where outdoor surface coating and/or abrasive blasting activities occur.

E.
Curtailing and/or ceasing outdoor surface coating and/or abrasive blasting activities during unfavorable wind conditions if unconfined emissions can be visually observed at or near the property line.

F.
Train operators to be aware of the wind direction, approximate wind speed, and to monitor unconfined emissions during all surface coating and/or abrasive blasting activities.

G.
Train operators to avoid directing paint spray guns and/or abrasive blast guns in a position that is above 90 degrees horizontal, unless proper shields or enclosures are in place.

H.
As needed, use temporary shields (one or more sides) for items not exceeding a working height of 5 feet in the immediate work area to reduce the velocity of any paint overspray and/or abrasive blast media.  The item being painted or blasted shall be positioned between the operator and the shield.  The shield should have a minimum size of 12 feet long and extend at least 3 feet above the top of the item.  The shield can be angled to deflect the overspray of blast media down towards the ground.  The temporary shields should be a minimum on one side but may include three sides and a top if needed.

I.
As needed, use temporary enclosures (2 or more sides) for items exceeding a working height of 5 feet.  Care shall be taken to avoid creating an unsafe or hazardous condition when using temporary enclosures.

J.
As an indicator that the reasonable precautions listed in A. through I. above are adequate, there shall be no visible emissions (5%) at the property line.  If this value is exceeded, it shall not be considered a violation in and of itself, but may be a violation of the reasonable precautions required to be taken and/or may require additional precautions to be taken.

7.  Should the Department after investigation have good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

8.  In order to control the emissions of VOC's/OS's, the permittee shall comply with the following:

A.
At all times, all equipment pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated /maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.

B.
At all times, all solvents from solvent washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

[Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.]

9.  An application to renew this operating permit (1050341-003-AO) shall be submitted to the Air Permitting Section of this office at least 60 days prior to the operating permit's expiration date of January 26, 2009.  [Rule 62-4.090(1), F.A.C.]

Outside Sandblasting Area

10.  This emission unit shall comply with visible emission limitation of Specific Condition No. 4 and the reasonable precautions to control unconfined particulate emissions as listed in Specific Condition No. 6.  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]

Sand Storage Silo

11.  The amount of sandblasting material (sand) received by the storage silo shall not exceed 576 tons per any consecutive 12 month period.  [1050341-001-AC]

12.  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 11, the permittee shall record for each silo loading the following:

A.
The amount of sand transferred (received), in tons.

B.
The most recent consecutive 12 month period total amount of sand received, in tons.

The records shall be kept at the facility for at least two years and made available to the Department upon request.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

13.  No person shall circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.  In order to determine that the control device (baghouse) is operating properly, visible emissions shall not exceed 5% opacity.  [Rules 62-210.650 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

14.  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 13, test the baghouse's emissions for visible emissions during each federal fiscal year.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)4., F.A.C.]

15.  The visible emission test required in Specific Condition No. 14 shall be conducted in accordance with EPA Method 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297.401, F.A.C.  Testing shall also be conducted during which the highest opacity emissions can reasonably be expected to occur.  The test report shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of this office within 45 days of testing.  Be sure the following information at a minimum is attached to the test report for the test period:

B.
Facility's Name, Facility ID No. "1050341", and the Emission Unit No. ID No. "003".

C.
Start Time of Transferring Sand.

D.
End Time of Transferring Sand

E.
Amount of sand transferred, in tons.

F.
Actual sand transfer rate during the test, in tons/hr.

G.
A copy of the log/record for the most recent 12 consecutive month period as required by Specific Condition No. 12.

16.  The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of this office at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin, of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.]
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
