1. GENERAL PROJECT INFORMATION
Air Pollution Regulations
Projects at stationary sources with the potential to emit air pollution are subject to the applicable environmental laws specified in Section 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.).  The statutes authorize the Department of Environmental Protection (Department) to establish regulations regarding air quality as part of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), which includes the following applicable chapters:  62-4 (Permits); 62-204 (Air Pollution Control – General Provisions); 62-210 (Stationary Sources – General Requirements); 62-212 (Stationary Sources – Preconstruction Review); 62-213 (Operation Permits for Major Sources of Air Pollution); 62-296 (Stationary Sources - Emission Standards); and 62-297 (Stationary Sources – Emissions Monitoring).  Specifically, air construction permits are required pursuant to Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-212, F.A.C.
In addition, the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) establishes air quality regulations in Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).  Part 60 specifies New Source Performance Standards (NSPS) for numerous industrial categories.  Part 61 specifies National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) based on specific pollutants.  Part 63 specifies NESHAP based on the Maximum Achievable Control Technology (MACT) for numerous industrial categories.  The Department adopts these federal regulations in Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C.

Because of the technical nature of the project, the permit contains numerous acronyms and abbreviations, which are defined in Appendix A of this permit.
Facility Description and Location
[bookmark: _Hlk505076637]Owens Corning Insulating Systems Lakeland Facility is a Mineral Wool Plant categorized under Standard Industrial Classification No. 3296. The existing facility is located in Polk County at 2222 W. Bella Vista Street in Lakeland, Florida.  The UTM coordinates of the existing facility are Zone 17, 402.64 km East, and 3105.05 km North.  This site is in an area that is in attainment (or designated as unclassifiable) for all air pollutants subject to Ambient Air Quality Standards (AAQS).
Facility Regulatory Categories
· The facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).
· The facility is not a Title V major source of air pollution in accordance with Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.
· The facility is not a major stationary source in accordance with Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C. for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) of Air Quality.
· This facility is a synthetic non-Title V source for the pollutants PM, PM10, PM2.5 and CO.
Project Description
Air Construction Permit No. 1050375‐011‐AC permitted the addition of a new UFL line (UFL2), a small scale Process Development Line (PDL), and a new emergency engine.  The diesel powered emergency engine permitted in Air Construction Permit No. 1050375‐011‐AC, EU004, is permitted at 670 horsepower (hp), 500 kilowatt (kW); however, OCIS installed a 762 hp, 570 kW emergency engine. OCIS is submitting this air construction permit application to the DEP Southwest District Office to revise Air Construction Permit No. 1050375‐011‐AC accordingly.
