This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit authorizes the operation of an existing surface coating facility.  The facility typically coats (paints) miscellaneous metal parts and products, such as dumpsters.  The coating activities at the facility are conducted both inside and outside a building that is not totally enclosed.   Inside the existing building is a paint spray booth that vents through the building's roof and exhaust to the atmosphere.  Fiber filters are used in the existing paint spray booth to control unconfined particulate emissions from the overspray.

The facility is a synthetic non-Title V facility, since the permittee has requested volatile organic compound (VOC), individual hazardous air pollutant (HAP), and total HAP emission limitations below the Title V permitting thresholds contain in Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.

5.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards.  General Visible Emissions Standard:
Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)1., F.A.C.]

6.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.  Objectionable Odor Prohibited: No person shall cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An "Objectionable Odor" is defined as any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.  [Rules 62-210.200 (181) and 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

7.  Emissions of Unconfined Particulate Matter. Pursuant to Rules 62-296.320(4)(c)1., 3., & 4., F.A.C., reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility include the following requirements:


A.
Paving and maintenance of the main parking area.


B.
Removal of particulate matter from the paved areas as needed to prevent re-entrainment.


C.
Application of water, when necessary, to control unconfined emissions associated with vehicle activity within the work yard.


D.
Curtailing and/or ceasing outdoor surface coating activities during unfavorable wind conditions if unconfined emissions can be visually observed at or near the property line.


E.
When operating, the existing and replacement paint spray booth shall each utilize fiber filters in accordance with the paint spray booths manufacturer's specifications.

8.  Fugitive Emissions Opacity Standard: As an indicator that the precautions to control unconfined particulate matter emissions as required by Specific Condition No. 7 are adequate, emissions of unconfined particulate matter from the facility (including the paint spray booth(s)) shall not exceed 5%.  If this value is exceeded, it shall not be a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional control precautions and/or work practices beyond those of Specific Condition No. 7 may be necessary.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]     

9.  Special Compliance Tests: When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department .  [Rules 62-297.310(7)(a)9. and 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

10.  Visible Emission (VE) Test Methods: If necessary, compliance with the visible emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 5 and 8 shall be determined using EPA Method 9 contained in Rule 62-297.401(9), F.A.C.  The visible emissions test shall be conducted by a certified observer and be a minimum of thirty (30) minutes in duration.  The test observation period shall include the period during which the highest opacity emissions can reasonably be expected to occur.  The minimum requirements for stationary point source emission test procedures and reporting shall be in accordance with Chapter 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60 Appendix A.

13.  Documentation: Supporting documentation (e.g., MSDS sheets, "As Supplied" sheets, "As Applied" sheets, purchase orders, inventory records, production records, etc.) for the records required by Specific Condition Nos. 11 and 12, which shall include sufficient information to determine VOC and HAP emissions shall also be kept.  At the permittee's option, "quantity purchased" may be reported to satisfy the requirement of "quantity used", provided no material are used which are not purchased.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

14.  Records Retention: The records required by Specific Condition Nos. 11, 12, and 13, shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection by the Department upon request, and shall be retained at the facility for a minimum of the most recent three (3) year period.  Monthly records shall be completed by the end of the following month.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

15.  Annual Operating Report: The permittee shall submit to the Air Compliance Section of this office each calendar year, on or before March 1, an annual operating report [DEP Form 62-210.900(5)], for the preceding calendar year.  [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]

16.  Operation Permit Renewal Application: An air pollution operation permit renewal application shall be submitted to the Air Permitting Section of this office at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit.  To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following:
