This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection.
This permit authorizes the operation of a facility that stores and handles bulk materials.  Material is received via trucks or railcars from Kinder Morgan port facilities and other vendors and stored in any of three storage warehouses (enclosed buildings).  Material received by railcar is transferred by fixed covered conveyors into the storage warehouses.  Material received directly from trucks is unloaded inside the storage warehouses.
Material is also transferred by covered conveyors from any of the three storage warehouses and loaded at covered loading stations to trucks or railcars for distribution.
Materials handled at this facility are listed in Attachment 1, Products Handling List. 
Fugitive particulate matter emissions could be emitted from openings in any of the three storage warehouses and from any of the conveying, unloading and loading activities.

1.  General Conditions  - The attached 15 General Conditions are part of this permit.

2.  Other Requirements - All applicable rules of the Department and design discharge limitations specified in the application must be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction.

Operations and Emission Limitations

3.  Operating Hours - The emission unit is allowed to operate a maximum of 8,760 hours per year.

4.  Maximum Process Rate - The maximum total combined material transfer rate for truck and railcar transfer (loading and unloading) operations shall not exceed 2,120,000 tons/year (based on a consecutive 12 month total).

5.  Authorized Materials - The dry bulk materials authorized to be handled at this facility are listed in Attachment 1, Products Handling List.

6.  Granular Triple Super Phosphate (GTSP) Handling - To qualify for exemption from 40 CFR 60, Subpart X, the facility shall not handle or store GTSP, which has been produced within the preceding 72 hours.

7.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards. General Visible Emissions Standard - No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).

8.  General Pollution Emission Limiting Standards:  Objectionable Odor - No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

9.  General Pollution Emission Limiting Standards: Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter - All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control the generation of unconfined emissions of

particulate matter (PM).  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  These precautions shall include but are not limited to the following:

a.
paving or watering roadways;

b.
landscaping or planting of vegetation;
c.
use of enclosures and windbreaks, where practical;

d.
exercise good housekeeping practices at all times; and

e.
clean up spillage after completion of each transfer operation.

10.  Special Compliance Testing - When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints or increased visible emissions) to believe that any applicable emission standard is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the emission unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emission from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

Recordkeeping and Compliance Documentation Requirements

11.  Recordkeeping Requirements - In order to document compliance with the requirements of Specific Condition No. 4, an operation log shall be kept for all truck and railcar transfer operations and shall at a minimum contain the following:

Daily

a.
facility name, facility ID No., emission unit ID No., and description (e.g., Kinder Morgan Operating LP “C”, 1050393,  EU 001, material storage and handling);

b.
date;

c.
method of transportation (truck or railcar);

d.
type of transfer (loading or unloading);

e.
name of material transferred (e.g., limestone);
f.
initials of person creating the record;

g.
total material transferred for the day (tons/day);

Monthly

h.
total material transferred for the month (tons/month) for all truck and railcar transfer operations;

i.
the most recent consecutive 12-month combined total material transferred (tons per consecutive 12 month period) for all truck and railcar transfer operations based on i. above; and

Daily records shall be completed within 3 business days.  Monthly records shall be completed by the end of the next month.  These records shall be maintained at the facility for at least 3 years and made available to the Department upon request.

12. Granular Triple Super Phosphate (GTSP) Recordkeeping - In order to show compliance with Specific Condition No. 7, the permittee shall maintain daily records of the following:

a.
date of manufacture of any GTSP stored at the site with written documentation from the manufacturer; and

b.
date(s) and location of any GTSP stored on site.

Operation Permit Renewal

13.  Operation Permit Renewal Application - The permittee shall submit a complete renewal application to the Air Permitting Section of the Department's Southwest District Office at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this operation permit.  To properly apply for an operation permit renewal, the applicant shall submit the following:

a.
appropriate operation permit application form (see current version of Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C. and/or FDEP Division of Air Resource Management website at http://www.dep.state.fl.us/air/);
b.
appropriate operation permit application fee in accordance with Rule 62-4.050(4)(a), F.A.C.; and
c.
copies of records (see Specific Condition Nos. 11 and 12) for the most recent 3 months.
