These are the final air construction and operation permits, in one document.  The permits authorize the addition of a portable conveyor for material transfer and remove specific conditions associated with handling granular triple super phosphate (GTSP).  The work is conducted at the Central Florida Warehouse (Standard Industrial Classification No. 4226).  The facility is located in Polk County at 2501 Bonnie Mine Road in Bartow, Florida.  The UTM coordinates are Zone 17, 408.3 km East, and 3082.5 km North.  As noted in the Final Determination provided with these final permits, no changes or only minor changes and clarifications were made to the final permits.

Because of the technical nature of the project, this document contains numerous acronyms and abbreviations, which are defined in Appendix A of Section 4 of this document.

These air pollution permits are issued under the provisions of:  Chapter 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297 of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).  The permittee is authorized to conduct the proposed work in accordance with the conditions of these permits.  This project is subject to the general preconstruction review requirements in Rule 62-212.300, F.A.C. and is not subject to the preconstruction review requirements for major stationary sources in Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C. for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) of Air Quality.  

Upon issuance of this final permits, any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes by filing a notice of appeal under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel (Mail Station #35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-3000) and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The notice must be filed within 30 days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

Applicable Regulations, Forms and Application Procedures - Unless otherwise specified in this document, the construction and operation of the subject emissions units shall be in accordance with the capacities and specifications stated in the application.  The facility is subject to all applicable provisions of: Chapter 403, F.S.; and Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C.  Issuance of these permits does not relieve the permittee from compliance with any applicable federal, state, or local permitting or regulations.

New or Additional Conditions - For good cause shown and after notice and an administrative hearing, if requested, the Department may require the permittee to conform to new or additional conditions.  The Department shall allow the permittee a reasonable time to conform to the new or additional conditions, and on application of the permittee, the Department may grant additional time.

	Stationary material transfer equipment unloads authorized materials that are received via railcars and trucks from Kinder Morgan port facilities and other vendors to any of three storage warehouses (enclosed buildings).  Material received from trucks is unloaded directly inside the storage warehouses.  Material received by railcar is transferred by fixed covered conveyors into the storage warehouses.  Material is also transferred by covered conveyors from any of the three storage warehouses and loaded at covered loading stations to trucks or railcars for distribution.  Fugitive particulate matter emissions could be emitted from openings in any of the three storage warehouses and from any of the conveying, unloading and loading activities.

	002
	The portable conveyor is used to load authorized material into railcars.  The primary location is the North Warehouse but it may also be used at the South Warehouse.  The conveyor is set up inside the warehouse.  The loading hopper is approximately 60 feet from the exterior building wall.  The conveyor has a top cover and the spout that is used to load material into the railcar is equipped with rubber strips that extend down into the railcar opening.   The conveyor is powered by an electric engine.  Fugitive particulate matter emissions could be emitted from openings in the storage warehouses and from any of the conveying and loading activities.


Permitting Note: The construction of the three portable undercar conveyors included in EU 001 are permitted by Construction Permit 1050393-003-AC, but have not been constructed as of the date of this permit issuance and are not part of this operation permit.

Performance Restrictions 
A.1.  Hours of Operation - The hours of operation are unlimited (i.e., 8760 hours per year).

A.2.  Maximum Process Rate - The maximum total combined material transfer rate for all truck and railcar transfer (loading and unloading) operations shall not exceed 2,120,000 tons/year (based on a consecutive 12 month total).
