Project:  Truck Body Surface Coating


& Grit Blasting 
This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described below.

This permit authorizes the operation of a truck body surface coating and grit blasting facility.  The facility fabricates metal truck bodies, then grit blasts, sands, primes and paints them.  They also receive pre-fabricated truck bodies from manufacturers such as Mack or Peterbuilt that they sand, prime and paint.  The bodies are used in the assembly of a complete truck.  Hydraulic lifts are often put on the trucks since the majority of the assembled trucks are dump trucks.  The finished trucks are then shipped to distributors.  Paint overspray is controlled by filters in the paint spray booths.  Emissions from the grit silo are controlled by a fabric sock filter over the air vent on the silo.  On the basis of the emission limitations included in this permit, this facility’s allowable emissions are below the major source emission criteria that would require a Title V Major Source operation permit.  This facility is therefore considered a synthetic non-Title V minor source.

Permitted Emissions Units

Emission Unit No. 001 – Surface Coating Operations
This emissions unit consists of two paint spray areas.  One area is at the west end of a building.  There are large roll up doors at each end of the long side of the rectangular area.  The exhaust from this area exits through two fans toward the bottom of the wall of the western end of the building.  Both of the fans are covered with a filter to control particulate matter (PM) emissions.  The second area is a paint spray booth located in the center of the same building and has a 15 foot stack that exhausts through the roof.  There is a plenum at one end of this booth with filters on both sides to control PM emissions.  The paint guns and associated equipment are cleaned with lacquer thinner.  Spent lacquer thinner is stored in drums and picked up by a hazardous waste contractor.
Emissions Unit No. 002 – Grit Storage Silo and Abrasive Blasting Operations 
This emissions unit consists of a 24 ton storage silo.  The material stored in the silo is Black Beauty, an abrasive blasting material.  Abrasive blasting is conducted using a hose and nozzle connected to an air compressor.  Blasting is conducted in an area 40’ long by 25’ wide by 20’ high with two sides and the roof enclosed with corrugated aluminum.  One half of a third side is also covered with corrugated aluminum.   Concrete curbing is used to prevent leakage around the bottom of the area.   PM emissions during filling of the silo are controlled by a fabric sock filter that covers the exhaust air vent on the silo.  Unconfined PM emissions during abrasive blasting operations are controlled by taking reasonable precautions and work practice standards.
Emission Unit No. 003 – Air Compressor
This emissions unit consists of a 223 hp, air compressor fired with new #2 fuel oil and operated at a pressure of 100 psia. The engine was manufactured prior to April 1, 2006, and is not subject to New Source Performance Standard (NSPS) 40 CFR 60, Subpart IIII, Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines.
(NSPS Applicability Note:  Replacing the engine may trigger 40 CFR 60, Subpart IIII requirements.)

Title V Applicability:  Based upon the limitations contained in Specific Condition Nos. B.1. and B.2., this plant is considered a synthetic Non-Title V minor Source for Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs) and Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs) in accordance with the definition given in Rule 62-210.200 F.A.C.

A. Facility Wide Conditions

A.1.  General Conditions - The attached 15 General Conditions are part of this permit.

A.2.  Other Requirements - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters  62‑204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297 & 62-4 , F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law.

Operations and Emissions Limitations

A.3.  Operating Hours - This facility is permitted for continuous operation (8,760 hours per year).

A.4.  General Standards:  Objectionable Odor - No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

A.5.  General Standards:  Volatile Organic Compound Emissions and/or Organic Solvent Emissions - The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The following procedures shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:

a. 
all equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials;
b.
perform mixing/blending operations with vessel lids in place;
c.
tightly cover or close all VOC and/or solvent containing vessels, drums, totes, etc., when they are not in use;
d.
immediately confine and clean up VOC and/or solvent spills, and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal; and
e.
used cleanup solvents shall be captured and stored in closed containers and recycled or disposed of as required by the appropriate waste disposal regulations.

A.6.  General Standards:  Visible Emissions - No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

A.7.  General Standards:  Unconfined Particulate Matter - All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  At a minimum, the following precautions shall be taken by the permittee:
a.
application of water when necessary to control unconfined emissions associated with vehicle activity within the work yard;

b.
paving and maintenance of the main parking area;
c.
removal of particulate matter from the paved areas as needed to prevent re-entrainment;
d.
landscaping or planting of vegetation;

e.
curtailing and/or ceasing grit blasting during unfavorable wind conditions if unconfined emissions can be visually observed at or near the property line.

A.8.  Special Compliance Testing - When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints or increased visible emissions) to believe that any applicable emission standard is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emission unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emission from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

A.9.  Modifications – Unless otherwise exempt by rule, the permittee shall not initiate any construction, reconstruction, or modification at the facility and shall not install/modify any pollution control device at the facility without obtaining prior authorization from the Department.  Modification is defined as: Any physical change or changes in the method of operations or addition to a facility that would result in an increase in the actual emissions of any air pollutant subject to air regulations, including any not previously emitted, from any emission unit or facility.

Reporting Requirements

A.10.  Annual Operating Report (AOR) - Each calendar year on or before April 1, the permittee shall submit a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility" (AOR) for the preceding calendar year.  Note, the annual operating report for calendar year 2008 shall be submitted by May 1, 2009.  The report may be submitted electronically in accordance with the instructions received with the AOR package sent by the Department, or a hardcopy may be sent to the to the Air Compliance section of the Southwest District of the Department.

B.  Conditions Specific to EU 001 (Surface Coating Operations)

Operations and Emissions Limitations

B.1.  Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) Emission Limitations - VOC emissions from surface coating and cleanup solvent operations shall not exceed 49.0 tons per any 12 consecutive month period.

(Permitting Note: Permitted surface coating and cleanup solvent operations are defined on page 1 of this permit and in the air construction permit application dated 09/28/06.  Any physical change to these operations that could result in an increase in usage of surface coating and solvent materials will require a new construction permit.)
B.2.  Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) Emission Limitations – Emissions of Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs), as defined in Rule 62-210.200 F.A.C., from surface coating and cleanup solvent operations shall not exceed:

a.  8 tons per any 12 consecutive month period of any individual HAP; and

b.  20 tons per any 12 consecutive month period of total HAPs.

B.3.  Circumvention of Control Equipment - The permittee shall not circumvent any air pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device (i.e. paint spray booth filters) operating properly.  In order to provide reasonable assurance that the paint booth overspray is being effectively controlled by the filters, visible emissions from the booth exhausts should not exceed 5% opacity.  If said value is exceeded it will not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that increased filter maintenance/replacement, or additional control precautions and/or practices may be required.PRIVATE

Recordkeeping Requirements

B.4.   VOC and HAP Recordkeeping - The permittee shall keep monthly logs to document compliance with the VOC and HAP limitations of Specific Condition Nos. B.1. and B.2.  The logs may be based on the beginning and ending inventories, deliveries, shipments, etc.  At the option of the permittee, “purchases” may be used instead of “usage” in determining VOC/HAP emissions, provided that no materials are used which are not purchased.  The monthly logs shall include, but not be limited to, the following information:

a. facility name, facility ID No., emission unit ID No., and description (i.e., Hardee Equipment Co., 1050395,  EU 001, Surface Coating Operations);

b. month, year, and method used for records (usage or purchase);

c.
monthly total quantity, in gallons, of each surface coating and solvent material used (solvent total is total minus amount collected for recycle or disposal);


d.
most recent 12 consecutive month period cumulative material usage rate (in gallons per 12 consecutive month period) for each surface coating and solvent material (based on c. above);


e.
percentage (%) by weight of VOCs and each individual HAP for each surface coating and solvent material;


f.
monthly total of VOC emissions (pounds/month) based on c. and e. above;


g.
most recent 12 consecutive month period cumulative surface coating and solvent material VOC emissions (tons/12 consecutive month period) based on f. above;


h.
monthly total of each individual HAP from surface coating and solvent material (pounds/month); and

i.
most recent  12 consecutive month period cumulative individual HAP and total HAP emissions (tons/12 consecutive month period) from surface coating and solvent materials based on h. above.
The monthly logs shall be completed by the end of the following month.  These records shall be maintained at the facility for at least 3 years and made available to the Department upon request.  Supporting documentation (MSD sheets, purchase orders, emission factors, etc.) shall be kept for each VOC and HAP containing material.

C.  Conditions Specific to EU 002 (Grit Storage Silo and Abrasive Blasting Operations)

C.1.  Grit Storage Silo Throughput – The grit storage silo is limited to a maximum throughput rate of 1,000 tons per any 12 consecutive month period.

C.2.  Grit Throughput Recordkeeping - The permittee shall keep monthly logs to document compliance with the throughput limitations of  Specific Condition C.1.  The logs shall include the following for each calendar month:
a.  facility name, facility ID No., emission unit ID No., and description (i.e., Hardee Equipment Co., 1050395,  EU 002, Grit Storage Silo);
b.  amount of grit received (tons/month); and
c.  total amount of grit received (tons/year) for the most recent 12 consecutive month period.
C.2. (continued)
The logs shall be completed by the end of the following month.  These records shall be maintained at the facility for at least 3 years and made available to the Department upon request.

C.3.  Control of Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter - All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter from the abrasive blasting area.  At a minimum, reasonable precautions shall include the following:

a.  all sandblasting equipment operations shall be conducted in the three-sided enclosure; and

b.  As an indicator the three-sided enclosure is adequate, there should be no visible emissions (i.e., 5% opacity) outside the enclosure.  If visible emissions are emitted from the building, it will not be a violation in and of itself, but an indicator that additional controls and/or measures may be required.

C.4.  Circumvention of Control Device - The permittee shall not circumvent any air pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device (i.e., fabric sock filter over exhaust air vent of silo) operating properly.  In order to provide reasonable assurance that the PM emissions from filling the grit silo are being effectively controlled by the fabric sock filter, visible emissions from the silo exhaust vent should not exceed 5% opacity.  If said value is exceeded it will not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that increased filter maintenance/replacement, or additional control precautions and/or practices may be required.

D.  Conditions Specific to EU 003 (Air Compressor)

D.1.  Fuel Usage Rate – The air compressor is limited to a maximum fuel usage of 35,000 gallons of new #2 fuel oil per any 12 consecutive month period.

D.2.  Fuel Usage Recordkeeping - The permittee shall keep monthly logs to document compliance with the fuel usage limitations of Specific Condition No. D.1.  The permittee shall record the following:

a.  facility name, facility ID No., emission unit ID No., and description (i.e., Hardee Equipment Co., 1050395,  EU 003, air compressor);
b.  amount of new #2 fuel oil burned monthly (gallons); and

c.  amount of new #2 fuel oil burned in the most recent 12 consecutive month period (gallons per any 12 consecutive month period).

E.  Operation Permit Renewal
E.1.  Operation Permit Renewal Application - A completed application for renewal of the operation permit shall be submitted to the Air Permitting Section of the Department’s Southwest District Office no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date of the operation permit. To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following: 

a.
the appropriate Department application form (see current version of Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C. (Forms and Instructions), and/or FDEP Division of Air Resource Management website at: http://www.dep.state.fl.us/air/);

b.
the appropriate application fee per Rule 62-4.050(4), F.A.C.; and
c.
copies of the VOC/HAP, grit throughput, and fuel usage records (Specific Conditions B.4, C.2., and D.2.) for the most recent two months.
