Project:  Trailer Sandblasting and Surface

Coating
These permits are issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection.

This permit (1050420-001-AC) authorizes the after-the-fact construction of sandblasting and surface coating operations at a trailer refurbishing facility.

This permit (1050420-002-AO) authorizes the operation of sandblasting and surface coating operations at this facility.

This facility consists of a sandblasting operation and a painting operation.  Sandblasting is performed on trailers, trailer parts and similar objects.  Sand is received in a trailer which has multiple compartments that remains on site.  A compartment is raised and tilted by hydraulic cylinders and the sand slides out of the compartment into the bucket of a front-end loader. The lowest edge of the compartment is inside the bucket of the loader so there is no “drop” as such.  The front-end loader then transports the sand to a hopper for the sandblasting operation.  The edge of the front-end loader bucket is below the top of the hopper so that the sand slides into the hopper with no “drop” as such.  Sandblasting is conducted in the central part of a 12 acre parcel of land.  Fugitive emissions are minimized by taking reasonable precautions and by work practice standards.
Surface coating operations are conducted in a semi-enclosed building.  VOC and HAP emissions from coatings and solvents are emitted uncontrolled.

Permitted Emissions Units

Emission Unit No. 001 – Sandblasting Operations
Sandblasting is conducted using a hose with a 7/16” nozzle connected to an air compressor. The sand is supplied from a 2.5 ton sand storage hopper.  Unconfined PM emissions during sandblasting operations are minimized by taking reasonable precautions and work practice standards.

Emissions Unit No. 002 – Surface Coating Operations 
Spray painting operations take place in a semi-enclosed building. Xylene is used as a clean-up solvent and a thinner.
Exempt Emission Source

The 290 hp compression ignition internal combustion engine that powers the air compressor for the sandblasting operations is fired with new #2 fuel oil and operated at a pressure of 85 psia.  It is an insignificant source of emissions and is exempt from permitting requirements pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)36.d., F.A.C., Categorical and Conditional Exemptions.  The engine was manufactured prior to April 1, 2006, and is not subject to New Source Performance Standard (NSPS) 40 CFR 60, Subpart IIII, Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines.
 (Permitting and NSPS Applicability Notes:  Fuel usage for this engine must be tracked to insure the exemption conditions are met.  Replacing the engine may trigger 40 CFR 60, Subpart IIII requirements.)

A. Facility Wide Conditions

A.1.  General Conditions - The attached 15 General Conditions are part of this permit.

A.2.  Other Requirements - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62‑204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297 & 62-4 or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law.

Operations and Emissions Limitations

A.3.  Operating Hours - This facility is permitted for continuous operation (8,760 hours per year).

A.4.  General Standards:  Objectionable Odor - No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

A.5.  General Standards:  Volatile Organic Compound Emissions and/or Organic Solvent Emissions - The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The following procedures shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:

a. 
all equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials;
b.
perform mixing/blending operations with vessel lids in place;
c.
tightly cover or close all VOC and/or solvent containing vessels, drums, totes, etc., when they are not in use;
d.
immediately confine and clean up VOC and/or solvent spills, and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal; and
e.
used cleanup solvents shall be captured and stored in closed containers and recycled or disposed of as required by the appropriate waste disposal regulations.

A.6.  General Standards:  Visible Emissions - No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

A.7.  General Standards:  Unconfined Particulate Matter - All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  At a minimum, the following precautions shall be taken by the permittee:
a.
application of asphalt, water, oil, chemicals or other dust suppressants to unpaved roads, yards, open stock piles and similar;

b.
paving and maintenance as necessary of roads, parking areas and yards;
c.
removal of particulate matter from buildings or work areas, and from roads and other paved areas under control of the owner or operator to prevent re-entrainment;
d.
landscaping or planting of vegetation;

e.
curtailing operations if winds are entraining particulate matter; and

f.
posting a 5 mph speed limit.

A.8.  Special Compliance Testing - When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints or increased visible emissions) to believe that any applicable emission standard is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emission unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emission from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

A.9.  Modification - Unless otherwise exempt by rule, the permittee shall not initiate any construction, reconstruction, or modification at the facility and shall not install/modify any pollution control device at the facility without obtaining prior authorization from the Department.  Modification is defined as: Any physical change or changes in the method of operations or addition to a facility that would result in an increase in the actual emissions of any air pollutant subject to air regulations, including any not previously emitted, from any emission unit or facility.

Reporting Requirements
A.10.  Initial Reporting Requirement - Within 120 days of the effective date of this permit, the permittee shall submit the most recent 2 months of records (see Specific Condition Nos. B.2. and C.3.) to the Air Compliance Section of the Southwest District of the Department.

A.11.  Annual Operating Report (AOR) - Each calendar year on or before April 1, the permittee shall submit a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility" (AOR) for the preceding calendar year.  Note, the annual operating report for calendar year 2008 shall be submitted by May 1, 2009.  The report may be submitted electronically in accordance with the instructions received with the AOR package sent by the Department, or a hardcopy may be sent to the to the Air Compliance section of the Southwest District of the Department.

Operation Permit Renewal
A.12.  Operation Permit Renewal Application - An air pollution operation permit renewal application shall be submitted to the Air Permitting Section of the Southwest District of the Department no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date of the operation permit.  To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following:
a.
the appropriate Department application form (see current version of Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C. (Forms and Instructions), and/or FDEP Division of Air Resource Management website at: http://www.dep.state.fl.us/air/);
b.
the appropriate application fee per Rule 62-4.050(4), F.A.C.; and
c.
copies of the VOC/HAP, sand throughput, and hours of operation records (Specific Conditions B.2 and C.3.) for the most recent two months.

B.  Conditions Specific to EU 001 (Sandblasting Operations)

Operations and Emissions Limitations

B.1.  Sand Throughput – The sand throughput is limited to a maximum of 585 tons per any 12 consecutive month period.
[Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. (“Potential to Emit”); as requested in air construction permit application dated 05/07/08]

B.2.  Sand Throughput Recordkeeping - The permittee shall keep monthly logs to document compliance with the throughput limitations of  Specific Condition B.1.  At the option of the permittee, “purchases” may be used instead of “usage” in determining sand throughput, provided that no sand is used which is not purchased.  The logs shall include the following for each calendar month:
a.  facility name, facility ID No., emission unit ID No., and description (i.e., Trailer Rebuilders, Inc., 1050420, E.U. 001, sandblasting operations);
b.  amount of sand used in sandblasting operations (tons/month); and
c.  total amount of sand used (tons/year) for the most recent 12 consecutive month period.

The logs shall be completed by the end of the following month.  The records shall be maintained in a form suitable for inspection by the Department upon request and shall be retained for at least a three (3) year period.

C.  Conditions Specific to EU 002 (Surface Coating Operations)

Operations and Emissions Limitations

C.1.  Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) Emission Limitations - VOC emissions from surface coating and cleanup solvent operations shall not exceed 24.0 tons per any 12 consecutive month period.

C.2.  Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) Emission Limitations – Emissions of Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs), as defined in Rule 62-210.200 F.A.C., from surface coating and cleanup solvent operations shall not exceed:

a.  9.0 tons per any 12 consecutive month period of any individual HAP; and

b.  24.0 tons per any 12 consecutive month period of total HAPs.

Recordkeeping Requirements

C.3.   VOC and HAP Recordkeeping - The permittee shall keep monthly logs to document compliance with the VOC and HAP limitations of Specific Condition Nos. C.1. and C.2.  The logs may be based on the beginning and ending inventories, deliveries, shipments, etc.  At the option of the permittee, “purchases” may be used instead of “usage” in determining VOC/HAP emissions, provided that no materials are used which are not purchased.  The monthly logs shall include, but not be limited to, the following information:

a. facility name, facility ID No., emission unit ID No., and description (i.e., Trailer Rebuilders, Inc., 1050420,  E.U. 002, surface coating operations);

b. month, year, and method used for records (usage or purchase);

c.
monthly total quantity, in gallons, of each surface coating and solvent material used (solvent total is total used minus amount collected for recycle or disposal);


d.
percentage (%) by weight of VOCs and each individual HAP for each surface coating and solvent material;


e.
monthly total of VOC emissions (tons/month) based on c. and d. above;


f.
most recent 12 consecutive month period cumulative surface coating and solvent material VOC emissions (tons/12 consecutive month period) based on e. above;


g.
monthly total of each individual HAP and total HAP emissions from surface coating and solvent material (tons/month) based on c. and d. above; and

h.
most recent 12 consecutive month period cumulative individual HAP and total HAP emissions (tons/12 consecutive month period) from surface coating and solvent materials based on g. above.
C.3. (continued)
The monthly logs shall be completed by the end of the following month.  The records shall be maintained at the facility in a form suitable for inspection by the Department upon request and shall be retained for at least a three (3) year period.  Supporting documentation (MSD sheets, purchase orders, emission factors, etc.) shall be kept for each VOC and HAP containing material.
