2.  Other Requirements: Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with the applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, and 62-297, F.A.C. or any other requirement under federal, state, or local law.

3. Total HAP (THAP) emissions shall not exceed 5.6 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.  Due to the nature of the process, the Department considers Methanol and Acetaldehyde as the only two (2) individual HAPs that are emitted.

6.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards. General Visible Emissions Standard:
Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  [Rules 62-296.320(4)(b)1., 62-296.320(4)(b)4., and 62-297.401, F.A.C.]
7.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Objectionable Odor Prohibited: The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An "Objectionable Odor" is defined as any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

8.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The permittee shall comply with the following:


A.
All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated and maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emission, and spills of paints and solvent materials that contain VOC's and/or OS's.


B.
All solvents from solvent washings that contain VOC's and/or OS's shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

The emission calculations shall show monthly emissions (tons) and the most recent consecutive 12-month period total emissions (tons), by the end of the following month.
