[The boilers are manufactured by Patterson-Kelly model NM 2000, serial Nos. OL28-03-25276 CRW12849.51234T and OL31-03-25428 CRN L2849.51234T respectively; they are fired by natural gas with a total consumption of 20 million cubic feet per year.  The gas fired boilers and the two gas fired water heaters units have a total rated heat input of less than 10 million Btu per hour, as such they are exempt pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)3.  The facility has a backup diesel fuel emergency generator manufacturer by Cummins model DFCE-5636202; the volume of the fuel tank for the generator is 550 gallons. The generator is exempt under Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)20, F.A.C. ]

Inclusion of emissions from these emission units would not cause the facility to become a Title V source.

Exempt activities have no emission unit specific conditions, but are subject to applicable general pollutant emission limiting standards specified in Part II of this permit.

1.3 Specific and General Conditions: The owner or operator shall be subject to the specific conditions of this permit and the owner or operator shall be aware of, and operate under, the attached General Conditions, attached as Appendix A of this permit.  General Conditions are binding and enforceable pursuant to Chapter 403, F.S.

[This emission units consist of a MAN Roland RegioMAN newspaper printing press, with 82 print couples in twelve print towers, automatic blanket wash system on 74 print couples, two fountain solution mixing and circulating systems and a reverse osmosis water purification system.

The new sheet feed press is a Komori 528, five-color with an aqueous coater.  The press has a 20  inch by 28 inch format with maximum throughput of 15000 sheets per hour. Emissions of VOCs and HAPs are produced through the use of inks and press chemicals, and these emissions are included in the existing emissions cap for VOCs and HAPs.}
