This is the final air construction permit, which revises Permit No. 0090180-001-AC (PSD-FL-258) and Permit 
No. 0090180-003-AC (PSD-FL-377) for the following items:  The purpose of this revision is to clarify the testing 
requirements for gas and oil upon permit renewal and to clarify that testing on fuel oil for Units 1 to 5 is not 
required when operating on fuel oil less than 400 hours annually.  Oleander Power Project is an electric power 
generator categorized under Standard Industrial Classification No. 4911.  The existing facility is located in 
Brevard County at 555 Townsend Road in Cocoa, Florida.  The UTM coordinates are Zone 17, 520.12 km E, 
3137.58 km N.   



This final permit is organized into the following sections:  Section 1 (General Information) and Section 2 (Permit 
Revisions).   



STATEMENT OF BASIS

The existing facility is a electric power generating plant, which consists of the following emissions units and 
activities:  This facility consists of five, dual-fuel (natural gas and fuel oil), nominal 190 megawatt (MW) General 
Electric Frame 7FA simple-cycle combustion turbine-electrical generators with five 60-foot stacks, two 1.8-
million gallon capacity fuel oil storage tanks, and one 900,000 gallon distillate fuel oil storage tank.

Subsection III, Specific Condition 29:  This condition is revised as follows. 



Initial (I) performance tests shall be performed on each unit while firing natural gas as well as while 
firing fuel oil.  Initial tests shall also be conducted after any modifications (and shake down period not to 
exceed 100 days after starting the CT) to air pollution control equipment, including low NOX burners or 
Hot SCR.  Annual (A) compliance tests shall be performed during every federal fiscal year (October 1 - 
September 30) pursuant to Rule 62-297.310(7), F.A.C., on each unit as indicated.  The following 
reference methods shall be used. No other test methods may be used for compliance testing unless prior 
DEP approval is received in writing. 



• EPA Reference Method 9, "Visual Determination of the Opacity of Emissions from Stationary 
Sources" (I, A).  If normal operation on fuel oil is less than 400 hours per calendar year, then 
subsequent compliance testing (annual or renewal) on fuel oil is not required for that year.

• EPA Reference Method 20, "Determination of Oxides of Nitrogen Oxide, Sulfur Dioxide and Diluent
