This letter is in response to your request for an extension to the May 3, 2013, compliance date for the National
Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines (RICE
NESHAP), at 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 63, Subpart ZZZZ. The Florida Department of
Environmental Protection (DEP) is approving MDWASD's request to extend the RICE NESHAP compliance date
up to May 3, 2014. The basis and conditions for the one-year extension are described below.

MDWASD has requested a one-year extension to the May 3, 2013, RICE NESHAP compliance date for the six
existing compression ignition reciprocating internal combustion engine driven sewage pumps located at Pump
Station No. 30-0001, listed below. Each of the engines is rated at 550 horsepower, is located at an area source of
HAP, and was constructed prior to June 12, 2006; thereby, making them subject to the RICE NESHAP at 40 CFR
Part 63, Subpart ZZZZ, as existing sources.

The MDWASD is requesting this extension because, even though MDWASD has been working with several
potential vendors and suppliers of oxidation catalysts needed for the retrofitting of these emission units with
diesel oxidation catalysts, MDWASD has not received enough information to finalize a design and installation of
oxidation catalysts on these units by the May 3, 2013 compliance date. An extension of the compliance date up to
May 3, 2014, provides needed allowances for the current uncertainties of design, material availability, installation,
and if needed after an initial oxidation catalyst installation on an emission unit, provides time for commissioning
testing for demonstration of compliance with the emission standards prior to retrofitting the remaining emission
units.

The compliance extension provisions at 40 CFR Section 63.6(i)(4)(i)(A), which are adopted and incorporated by
reference in Rule 62-204.800(11)(d), Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), state that the Permitting Authority
may grant an extension allowing an affected source up to one additional year to comply with the standard, if such
additional period is necessary for the installation of controls. The compliance extension provisions at 40 CFR
Section 63.6(i)(6)(i)(A) and (B) also state that a compliance extension request must include the following
information:

(A) A description of the controls to be installed to comply with the standard:;
(B) A compliance schedule, including the date by which each step toward compliance will be reached. At a
minimum, the list of dates shall include:
(1) The date by which on-site construction, installation of emission control equipment, or a process
change is planned to be initiated; and
(2) The date by which on-site construction, installation of emission control equipment, or a process
change is to be completed; and
(3) The date by which final compliance is to be achieved.

Upon review of MDWASD's request and supporting information, we conclude that the compliance extension
request provisions at 40 CFR Section 63.6(i)(6)(i)(A) and (B) have been met. Based on the above reasons and
justifications, DEP grants MDWASD up to a one-year compliance extension from the RICE NESHAP regulations
for each of the engines included in your request, listed above in Table 1. The compliance extension is granted to
provide MDWASD additional time to complete the installation of emission controls and to complete the initial
compliance testing required by either 40 CFR 63.6610, 63.6611 or 63.6612, as applicable.

This compliance extension is granted subject to the following conditions:

1. The affected sources covered by this extension are limited to the engines described in Table 1, above.

2. Installation of the necessary controls shall be completed and the initial compliance testing shall be
performed as soon as practicable.

3. A notice containing the results showing successful completion of the initial performance test shall be
submitted to the Department’s Southeast District Compliance Office, 400 N. Congress Avenue, Suite 200,
West Palm Beach, Florida 33401, within 14 days of completing the test.

4. MDWASD must comply with all applicable requirements of the RICE NESHAP regulations as of the
date of successful completion of the initial compliance test or by May 3, 2014, whichever comes first.

5. A copy of this letter shall be kept on-site and shall be made available for review upon request.

The Department will consider this action final unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed
pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, of the Florida Statutes (F.S.). Mediation under Section 120.573, F.S.,
will not be available for this proposed action.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed decision may petition for an administrative
hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S. The petition must contain the information set forth
below and must be filed (received) in the Department’s Office of General Counsel, MS #35, 3900 Commonwealth
Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000. Petitions filed by the applicant or any of the parties listed below
must be filed within 14 days of receipt of this notice. Petitions filed by any other person must be filed within 14
days of receipt of this proposed action. A petitioner must mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the
address indicated above, at the time of filing. The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate
time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing)
under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it. Any
subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in
compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.

A petition that disputes the material facts on which the Department’s action is based must contain the following
information: (a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if
known; (b) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner; the name, address and telephone number
of the petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the
proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the agency
determination; (c) A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the agency action or proposed
action; (d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate; (e)
A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, as well as the rules and statutes which entitle the petitioner to
relief; (f) A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of
the agency’s proposed action; and, (g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the
action petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.

A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the permitting authority’s action is based shall state
that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above, as required
by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.

Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition
means that the Department’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice. Persons
whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the permitting authority on the
application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set
forth above.

Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68, F.S., by the filing of a
Notice of Appeal, under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure, with the Clerk of the Department
in the Office of General Counsel, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-
3000; and, by filing a copy of the Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate
District Court of Appeal. The Notice of Appeal must be filed within thirty days from the date this notice is filed
with the Clerk of the permitting authority.
