This facility is located in Escambia
County at 13009 Beulah Road in Cantonment, Florida. Escambia County Board of County Commissioners
requests the additional time. The current construction permit which expires in August 2, 2015, consists of the
expansion to the landfill gas collection and control system (LGCCS) including blowers and flares capable of
handling up to 4,400 standard cubic feet per minute (scfm) of gas (2 sets at 2,200 scfm each). At initial
construction in 2010, one blower and flare set was constructed, with the 2™ set anticipated within 5 years based
on projected landfill gas flow rates. At this time, actual flow rates remain below 2,200 scfm. Therefore, the
applicant requested a 5 years extension to the construction permit which would enable them to install the 2™
blower and flare set closer to when the excess capacity is needed.

Escambia County Board of County Commissioners
requests the additional time. The current construction permit which expires in August 2, 2015, consists of the
expansion to the landfill gas collection and control system (LGCCS) including blowers and flares capable of
handling up to 4,400 standard cubic feet per minute (scfm) of gas (2 sets at 2,200 scfm each). At initial
construction in 2010, one blower and flare set was constructed, with the 2™ set anticipated within 5 years based
on projected landfill gas flow rates. At this time, actual flow rates remain below 2,200 scfm. Therefore, the
applicant requested a 5 years extension to the construction permit which would enable them to install the 2™
blower and flare set closer to when the excess capacity is needed.
