We are issuing the final air operation permit revision for the Hardee Power
Station. The facility is located at 6695 North County Road 663 in Bowling
Green, Hardee County.

The requested revision is to reduce annual CO and visible emissions
compliance testing requirements for Unit CT2-B when operating less than 400
hours on natural gas and to allow excess emissions related to tuning of the
DLN combustors.

The attached Final Determination summarizes the publication and comment
process. There are no pending petitions for administrative hearings or
extensions of time in which to file a petition for an administrative hearing.
The EPA 45-Day review/objection period ended on November 11, 2012 and no
objection was received.

A concurrently noticed Air Construction Permit revision that authorized the
same changes was issued on October 12, 2012.
