The primary issue of concern is on page 10 of 11 where the revisions proposed for AC permit 043-AC state NESHAP THC limit must be compiled with ( 50 ppmvd by CEMS until 9/9/15).
 Screenshot below.


Similar to the Miami Cemex kiln which is not subject to this NESHAP limit, that limit applies only to new (greenfield kilns) built after March 24, 1998.


There is a good guidance on this issue at http://www.epa.gov/airtoxics/pcem/ruleguidancemay2013.pdf that can be used to track back to the 1999 initial NESHAP rule.
