These operations are covered by Specific Conditions R.5. and R.6. of the facility’s current Title V permit (0570039-054-AV).  40 CFR 60, Subpart Y requires the operation of one or more dust suppression systems.  The rule does not require the operation of both as required by permit conditions R.5 and R.6.  The authorization is approved and is valid through September 30, 2013.


Because the Title V conditions are based on an underlying air construction (AC) permit (0570039-041-AC), the change to allow the option of exercising either system during normal operations would require an AC permit to implement on a permanent basis.  As part of the submission in your future air construction permit application, please include the details of the existing PM control system, including diagrams and engineering drawings, so we can fully understand the process.
