Thank you very much for talking with us yesterday and today, and guiding us through what you
have requested for the Hillsborough WTE Biosolids air construction permit:
 



1)       Reasonable Assurance that CO emission limits will be met for the higher moisture (lower
HHV) fuel with 10 percent biosolids; and



2)       Netting Analysis for PSD Applicability
 
For 1), we believe that after mixing in up to 10 percent biosolids with the MSW, the combined fuel
heat content will remain comfortably above the design value of 4667 Btu/lb. The heat content of
the MSW has been averaging about 5245 Btu/lb over the last two years. With the biosolids, this
would be reduced about 8 percent, as you estimated, to about 4820 Btu/lb. On average, therefore,
we do not expect this addition to affect the Facility’s emissions performance. In order to address
your concern about possible slugs of moist material affecting continuous CO compliance, the
Facility operators will use Good Combustion Practices, good mixing practices, and control of air
pollution control equipment reagent injection rates to manage all regulated pollutants in
compliance with permitted concentrations.
 
For 2), we will submit a letter requesting a waiver of the 90-day permit processing clock to provide
you this additional information. We estimate that we will need two weeks (until Nov. 9th) to
collect the information we need from Covanta, conduct the calculations, and then have them
reviewed by Covanta and the County.
 
In the meantime, we have attached the waste throughput and steam production data, and the
historic AOR emission rate information. The historic AOR emission rate spreadsheet is set up with
filters on each of the columns, so you can display data for specific units, years and pollutants. The
analysis of steam and waste throughput shows that for Units 1-3, the period of March 2005
through February 2007 was the peak 24-month period in the 10 years preceding the permit
application submission. For Unit 4, the peak 24-month period was August 2010 through July 2012.
We plan to use these periods for calculating the Baseline Actual Emission Rates. We will develop
emission factors for each period based on tons pollutant emitted / ton of reference waste
processed (or MMBtu/hr of heat input; or thousand lbs of steam generated). Since steam data are
available for each unit, we will likely use the steam data.
