Based on our discussion last week, this is just a reminder that the following projects are being
processed concurrently as you requested in the applications:

Lake Cogen: Project No. 0694801-014-AC and Project No. 0694801-015-AV
Pasco Cogen: Project No. 1010071-011-AC and Project No. 1010071-012-AV

For the AC permit applications, you have waived the processing time clock so that each on the same
schedule as the concurrent Title V application.
