Unit 3 consists of four (“4-on-1”) nominal 184 MW General Electric Model PG7241(FA) gas-fired turbine-electrical generators, four 495 million British thermal units per hour supplementary-fired heat recovery steam generators (HRSG) with selective catalytic reduction reactors, a single nominal 470 MW steam-electrical generator that serves all four gas turbine/HRSG systems.  The total generating capacity of the “4-on-1” combined cycle system Unit 3 is 1,206 MW.

In addition, new National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants applicable to Units 1 and 2 were incorporated into the permit along with several new facility wide reporting requirements.  These changes revise Title V air operation permit No. 0810010-019-AV.
