Facility Location:  The applicant operates the existing Manatee Power Plant, which is located in Manatee County at 19050 State Road 62 in Parrish, Florida.



Project:  This existing nominal 2,806 megawatt (MW) facility consists of Units 1 and 2 which are two fossil fuel steam generators (Emission Unit Nos. 1 and 2), Unit 3 which is a “4-on-1” gas-fired combined cycle unit (Emissions Unit Numbers 005 - 008) and associated support equipment.  Also included in this facility are miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.



Units 1 and 2 are each a Foster-Wheeler Steam Generator rated at 800 MW output.  These units burn a variable combination of natural gas, No. 6 fuel oil, No. 2 fuel oil, propane, and used oil.  Unit 3 consists of four (“4-on-1”) nominal 184 MW General Electric Model PG7241(FA) gas-fired turbine-electrical generators, four 495 million British thermal units per hour supplementary-fired heat recovery steam generators (HRSG) with selective catalytic reduction reactors, a single nominal 470 MW steam-electrical generator that serves all four gas turbine/HRSG systems. Facility Location:  The applicant operates the existing Manatee Power Plant, which is located in Manatee County at 19050 State Road 62 in Parrish, Florida.



Project:  This existing nominal 2,806 megawatt (MW) facility consists of Units 1 and 2 which are two fossil fuel steam generators (Emission Unit Nos. 1 and 2), Unit 3 which is a “4-on-1” gas-fired combined cycle unit (Emissions Unit Numbers 005 - 008) and associated support equipment.
