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SECTION I.  FACILITY INFORMATION. 



Subsection A.  Facility Description. 



The Martin County Palm City II Sanitary Landfill was designed as a Class I municipal solid waste (MSW) 
disposal facility (landfill) having a capacity equal to or greater than 2.5 million megagrams by mass or 2.5 million 
cubic meters by volume.  The landfill commenced construction in 1985 and has not been modified or 
reconstructed.  The facility started receiving waste the same year, and ceased receiving waste in February 2005; 
the landfill achieved final closure in July 2006.  Landfill gas emissions are controlled by a non-assisted open flare.  
The collection and control system began operation on June 15, 1999.  The original 600 scfm flare that started 
operation in June 1999 was removed and was replaced with a 2,000 scfm non-assisted open flare on February 3, 
2004.  The 2007 annual operating report revealed that peak landfill gas production occurred during the year of 
2005.  This landfill was an active asbestos waste disposal site.  The landfill is subject to:  40 CFR 60, Subpart Cc - 
Emission Guidelines and Compliance Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills; 40 CFR 61, Subpart M – 
National Emissions Standard for Asbestos; and, 40 CFR 63 Subpart AAAA - National Emission Standards for 
Hazardous Air Pollutants:  Municipal Solid Waste Landfills. 



The Martin County Palm City Landfill operates an active municipal waste transfer station on the same property.  
This activity commenced commercial operation on November 14, 2004.  A construction and demolition debris 
transfer area, and a yard waste grinding operation are also located on the same property.

EU No. Brief Description 
001 Municipal Solid Waste Landfill 



Emissions Unit 001 is a closed municipal solid waste landfill, which began receiving waste in 1985, and ceased 
receiving waste in February of 2005.  The landfill achieved closure status in July of 2006, but continues to 
maintain and operate an active landfill gas collection system, gas mover equipment, and flare (see Emissions Unit 
002) for the control of the landfill gas still being generated by the closed landfill.   



{Permitting Note:  This emissions unit is regulated pursuant to Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C., into which the 
emissions guidelines contained in NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Cc - Emission Guidelines and Compliance 
Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills, were adopted and incorporated by reference.  This landfill is not an 
affected facility subject to NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart WWW - Standards of Performance for Municipal Solid 
Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8)(b)74, F.A.C.) due to the age of the 
landfill; however, the emissions guidelines for existing facilities require the affected facilities to comply with 
several of the requirements contained in Subpart WWW, by reference.  This emissions unit is also regulated under 
NESHAP 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart AAAA - National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants:  
Municipal Solid Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(11)(b)59., F.A.C.) 
and 40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M - National Emission Standard for Asbestos (adopted and incorporated by 
reference in Rule 62-204.800(10)(b)8., F.A.C.), but only to the extent that Subpart M regulates closed landfills 
that once received asbestos containing waste.  Compliance with 40 CFR 63, Subpart AAAA is met by complying 
with the 40 CFR 60, Subpart Cc requirements contained in Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C.} 



Essential Potential to Emit (PTE) Parameters 



A.1. Hours of Operation.  The gas collection system feeding gas to the flare may operate continuously (8,760 
hours/year).  [Rule 62-210.200(PTE), F.A.C.] 



Control Technology 



A.2. Gas Collection System.  The owner shall maintain and operate a collection and control system that 
captures the gas generated within the landfill and route all the collected gas to a control system that complies 
with the requirements in Specific Condition B.5. through B.7.  The collection system shall be maintained to 
meet the following original design requirements: 
a. Be designed to handle the maximum expected gas flow rate from the entire area of the landfill that 



warrants control over the intended use period of the gas control or treatment system equipment; 
b. Collect gas from each area, cell, or group of cells in the landfill in which the initial solid waste has been 



placed for a period of: 
(1) 5 years or more if active; or 
(2) 2 years or more if closed or at final grade. 



c. Collect gas at a sufficient extraction rate;  
d. Be designed to minimize off-site migration of subsurface gas.  
[Rule 62-204.800(9)(c)3., F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(ii)(A) & 752(b)(2)(iii)(A); and, 40 CFR 63.1955(b) 



{Permitting Note:  A collection and control system was installed in accordance with 40 CFR 
60.752(b)(2)(ii)(A), with the collected gas being routed to an open flare that was designed and is operated in 
accordance with 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iii (A).  The Department received the Certification of Completion on 
June 25, 1999} 
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Operational Requirements 



A.3. Operation of Gas Collection System.  The Gas collection system shall be maintained and operated as 
follows: 
a. Operate the collection system such that gas is collected from each area, cell, or group of cells in the MSW 



landfill in which solid waste has been in place until the requirements of Specific Condition A.5. have 
been met.  



b. Operate the collection system with negative pressure at each wellhead except under the following 
conditions: 
(1) A fire or increased well temperature.  The owner or operator shall record instances when positive 



pressure occurs in efforts to avoid a fire.  These records shall be submitted with the semi-annual 
reports as provided in Specific Condition A.15.;  



(2) Use of a geomembrane or synthetic cover.  The owner or operator shall develop acceptable pressure 
limits in the design plan;  



(3) A decommissioned well.  A well may experience a static positive pressure after shut down to 
accommodate for declining flows. All design changes shall be approved by the Administrator;  



c. Operate each interior wellhead in the collection system with a landfill gas temperature less than 55 °C and 
with either a nitrogen level less than 20 percent or an oxygen level less than 5 percent.  The owner or 
operator may establish a higher operating temperature, nitrogen, or oxygen value at a particular well.  A 
higher operating value demonstration shall show supporting data that the elevated parameter does not 
cause fires or significantly inhibit anaerobic decomposition by killing methanogens.  
(1) The nitrogen level shall be determined using Method 3C.  
(2) The oxygen shall be determined by an oxygen meter using Method 3A or 3C except that:  



(a) The span shall be set so that the regulatory limit is between 20 and 50 percent of the span;  
(b) A data recorder is not required;  
(c) Only two calibration gases are required, a zero and span, and ambient air may be used as the 



span;  
(d) A calibration error check is not required;  
(e) The allowable sample bias, zero drift, and calibration drift are ±10 percent.  



d. Operate the collection system so that the methane concentration is less than 500 parts per million above 
background at the surface of the landfill.  To determine if this level is exceeded, the owner or operator 
shall conduct surface testing around the perimeter of the collection area and along a pattern that traverses 
the landfill at 30 meter intervals and where visual observations indicate elevated concentrations of landfill 
gas, such as distressed vegetation and cracks or seeps in the cover.  The owner or operator may establish 
an alternative traversing pattern that ensures equivalent coverage.  A surface monitoring design plan shall 
be developed that includes a topographical map with the monitoring route and the rationale for any site-
specific deviations from the 30 meter intervals.  Areas with steep slopes or other dangerous areas may be 
excluded from the surface testing.  



e. Operate the system such that all collected gases are vented to a control system designed and operated in 
compliance with Specific Condition A.2.  In the event the collection or control system is inoperable, the 
gas mover system shall be shut down and all valves in the collection and control system contributing to 
venting of the gas to the atmosphere shall be closed within 1 hour; and  



f. Operate the control or treatment system at all times when the collected gas is routed to the system.  (See 
Specific Condition B.7.) 



g. If monitoring demonstrates that the operational requirements in paragraphs b., c. or d. of this condition are 
not met, corrective action shall be taken as specified in Specific Conditions A.4.a.(3) & (4) or A.4.c.  If 
corrective actions are taken as specified in Specific Condition A.4., the monitored exceedance is not a 
violation of the operational requirements in this permit.

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A.4. Compliance Provisions.   
a. The specified methods in paragraphs a.(1) through a.(4) shall be used to determine whether the gas 



collection system is in compliance with Specific Condition A.2. 
(1) For the purposes of calculating the maximum expected gas generation flow rate from the landfill to 



determine compliance with Specific Condition A.2.a., one of the following equations shall be used.  
The k and Lo kinetic factors should be those published in the most recent Compilation of Air Pollutant 
Emission Factors (AP-42) or other site specific values demonstrated to be appropriate and approved 
by the Administrator.  If k has been determined as specified in 40 CFR. 60.754(a), the value of k 
determined from the test shall be used.  A value of no more than 15 years shall be used for the 
intended use period of the gas mover equipment.  The active life of the landfill is the age of the 
landfill plus the estimated number of years until closure.  Link to 40 CFR 60.754(a) 
(a) For sites with unknown year-to-year solid waste acceptance rate: 



Qm = 2Lo R (e−kc − e−kt) 



where, 
Qm = maximum expected gas generation flow rate, cubic meters per year

equipment is installed after closure, t is the age of the landfill at installation, years 



c = time since closure, years (for an active landfill c = O and e−kc = 1)

(c) If a collection and control system has been installed, actual flow data may be used to project the 
maximum expected gas generation flow rate instead of, or in conjunction with, the equations in 
paragraphs a.(1)(a) and a.(1)(b).  If the landfill is still accepting waste, the actual measured flow 
data will not equal the maximum expected gas generation rate, so calculations using the equations 
in paragraphs a.(1)(a) or a.(1)(b) or other methods shall be used to predict the maximum expected 
gas generation rate over the intended period of use of the gas control system equipment.  



(2) For the purposes of determining sufficient density of gas collectors for compliance with Specific 
Condition A.2.b., the owner or operator shall operate and maintain a system of vertical wells, 
horizontal collectors, or other collection devices, satisfactory to the Administrator, capable of 
controlling and extracting gas from all portions of the landfill sufficient to meet all operational and 
performance standards.  



(3) For the purpose of demonstrating whether the gas collection system flow rate is sufficient to 
determine compliance with Specific Condition A.2.c., the owner or operator shall measure gauge 
pressure in the gas collection header at each individual well, monthly.  If a positive pressure exists, 
action shall be initiated to correct the exceedance within 5 calendar days, except for the three 
conditions allowed in Specific Condition A.3.b.  If negative pressure cannot be achieved without 
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excess air infiltration within 15 calendar days of the first measurement, the gas collection system shall 
be expanded to correct the exceedance within 120 days of the initial measurement of positive 
pressure.  Any attempted corrective measure shall not cause exceedences of other operational or 
performance standards.  An alternative timeline for correcting the exceedance may be submitted to 
the Administrator for approval. 



(4) For the purpose of identifying whether excess air infiltration into the landfill is occurring, the owner 
or operator shall monitor each well monthly for temperature and nitrogen or oxygen as provided in 
Specific Condition A.3.c.  If a well exceeds one of these operating parameters, action shall be 
initiated to correct the exceedance within 5 calendar days.  If correction of the exceedance cannot be 
achieved within 15 calendar days of the first measurement, the gas collection system shall be 
expanded to correct the exceedance within 120 days of the initial exceedance.  Any attempted 
corrective measure shall not cause exceedences of other operational or performance standards.  An 
alternative timeline for correcting the exceedance may be submitted to the Administrator for 
approval. 



b. For purposes of compliance with Specific Condition A.3.a., the owner or operator shall maintain each 
well or design component as specified in the original approved design.   



c. The following procedures shall be used for compliance with the surface methane operational standard as 
required in Specific Condition A.3.d.  
(1) After installation of the collection system, the owner or operator shall monitor surface concentrations 



of methane along the entire perimeter of the collection area and along a pattern that traverses the 
landfill at 30 meter intervals (or a site-specific established spacing) for each collection area on a 
quarterly basis using an organic vapor analyzer, flame ionization detector, or other portable monitor 
meeting the specifications provided in Specific Condition A.11.  



(2) The background concentration shall be determined by moving the probe inlet upwind and downwind 
outside the boundary of the landfill at a distance of at least 30 meters from the perimeter wells.  



(3) Surface emission monitoring shall be performed in accordance with section 4.3.1 of Method 21 of 
appendix A of 40 CFR 60, except that the probe inlet shall be placed within 5 to 10 centimeters of the 
ground.  Monitoring shall be performed during typical meteorological conditions.  



(4) Any reading of 500 parts per million or more above background at any location shall be recorded as a 
monitored exceedance and the actions specified in paragraphs (a) through (e) shall be taken.  As long 
as the specified actions are taken, the exceedance is not a violation of the operational requirements of 
Specific Condition A.3.d.  
(a) The location of each monitored exceedance shall be marked and the location recorded.  
(b) Cover maintenance or adjustments to the vacuum of the adjacent wells to increase the gas 



collection in the vicinity of each exceedance shall be made and the location shall be re-monitored 
within 10 calendar days of detecting the exceedance.  



(c) If the re-monitoring of the location shows a second exceedance, additional corrective action shall 
be taken and the location shall be monitored again within 10 days of the second exceedance.  If 
the re-monitoring shows a third exceedance for the same location, the action specified in 
paragraph (e) of this condition shall be taken, and no further monitoring of that location is 
required until the action specified in paragraph (e) has been taken.  



(d) Any location that initially showed an exceedance but has a methane concentration less than 500 
ppm methane above background at the 10-day re-monitoring specified in paragraph (b) or (c) of 
this condition shall be re-monitored 1 month from the initial exceedance.  If the 1-month re-
monitoring shows a concentration less than 500 parts per million above background, no further 
monitoring of that location is required until the next quarterly monitoring period.  If the 1-month 
re-monitoring shows an exceedance, the actions specified in paragraph (c) or (e) shall be taken.  



(e) For any location where monitored methane concentration equals or exceeds 500 parts per million 
above background three times within a quarterly period, a new well or other collection device 
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shall be installed within 120 calendar days of the initial exceedance.  An alternative remedy to the 
exceedance, such as upgrading the blower, header pipes or control device, and a corresponding 
timeline for installation may be submitted to the Administrator for approval.  



(5) The owner or operator shall implement a program to monitor for cover integrity and implement cover 
repairs as necessary on a monthly basis.

A.5. Removal of Collection and Control System.  The collection and control system may be capped or 
removed provided that all the requirements of this condition are met: 
a. The landfill shall be a closed landfill as defined in 40 CFR 60.751;   



{Permitting Note:  From 40 CFR 60.751 - Closed landfill means a landfill in which solid waste is no 
longer being placed, and in which no additional solid wastes will be placed without first filing a 
notification of modification as prescribed under §60.7(a)(4).  Once a notification of modification has 
been filed, and additional solid waste is placed in the landfill, the landfill is no longer closed.  The 
Department received the  closure report required by 40 CFR 60.757(d) on August 24, 2006.} 



b. The collection and control system shall have been in operation a minimum of 15 years; and 
c. The calculated non-methane organic compounds (NMOC) gas produced by the landfill shall be less than 



50 megagrams per year on three successive test dates.  The test dates shall be no less than 90 days apart, 
and no more than 180 days apart.  The owner or operator shall calculate the NMOC emission rate for 
purposes of determining when the system can be removed using the following equation: 



MNMOC = 1.89 × 10−3 QLFG CNMOC 



where, 
MNMOC = mass emission rate of NMOC, megagrams per year 
QLFG = flow rate of landfill gas, cubic meters per minute 
CNMOC = NMOC concentration, parts per million by volume as hexane 



(1) The flow rate of landfill gas, QLFG, shall be determined by measuring the total landfill gas flow rate at 
the common header pipe that leads to the control device using a gas flow measuring device calibrated 
according to the provisions of section 4 of Method 2E of appendix A of 40 CFR 60.  Link to 40 CFR 
60 Appendices 



(2) The average NMOC concentration, CNMOC, shall be determined by collecting and analyzing landfill 
gas sampled from the common header pipe before the gas moving or condensate removal equipment 
using the procedures in Method 25C or Method 18 of appendix A of 40 CFR 60.  If using Method 18 
of appendix A of 40 CFR 60, the minimum list of compounds to be tested shall be those published in 
the most recent Compilation of Air Pollutant Emission Factors (AP-42).  The sample location on the 
common header pipe shall be before any condensate removal or other gas refining units.  The landfill 
owner or operator shall divide the NMOC concentration from Method 25C of appendix A of this part 
by six to convert from CNMOC as carbon to CNMOC as hexane.  Link to 40 CFR 60 Appendices 



(3) The owner or operator may use another method to determine landfill gas flow rate and NMOC 
concentration if the method has been approved by the Administrator.

A.6. Standards for Inactive Asbestos Waste Disposal Site.  Because this closed landfill contains asbestos-
containing waste material, the owner or operator shall:  
a. Comply with one of the following:  
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(1) Either discharge no visible emissions to the outside air from an inactive waste disposal site subject to 
this paragraph; or 



(2) Cover the asbestos-containing waste material with at least 15 centimeters (6 inches) of compacted 
non-asbestos-containing material, and grow and maintain a cover of vegetation on the area adequate 
to prevent exposure of the asbestos-containing waste material. In desert areas where vegetation would 
be difficult to maintain, at least 8 additional centimeters (3 inches) of well-graded, non-asbestos 
crushed rock may be placed on top of the final cover instead of vegetation and maintained to prevent 
emissions; or 



(3) Cover the asbestos-containing waste material with at least 60 centimeters (2 feet) of compacted non-
asbestos-containing material, and maintain it to prevent exposure of the asbestos-containing waste; or 



(4) For inactive waste disposal sites for asbestos tailings, a resinous or petroleum-based dust suppression 
agent that effectively binds dust to control surface air emissions may be used instead of the methods 
in paragraphs (1), (2) or (3) of this condition.  Use the agent in the manner and frequency 
recommended for the particular asbestos tailings by the manufacturer of the dust suppression agent to 
achieve and maintain dust control.  Obtain prior written approval of the Administrator to use other 
equally effective dust suppression agents.  For purposes of this paragraph, any used, spent, or other 
waste oil is not considered a dust suppression agent. 



b. Unless a natural barrier adequately deters access by the general public, install and maintain warning signs 
and fencing as follows, or comply with paragraph a.(2) or a.(3) of this condition. 
(1) Display warning signs at all entrances and at intervals of 100 m (328 ft) or less along the property line 



of the site or along the perimeter of the sections of the site where asbestos-containing waste material 
was deposited.  The warning signs must: 
(a) Be posted in such a manner and location that a person can easily read the legend; and 
(b) (Conform to the requirements for 51 cm×36 cm (20″×14″) upright format signs specified in 29 



CFR 1910.145(d)(4) and this paragraph; and 
(c) Display the following legend in the lower panel with letter sizes and styles of a visibility at least 



equal to those specified in this paragraph.

Spacing between any two lines must be at least equal to the height of the upper of the two lines. 
(2) Fence the perimeter of the site in a manner adequate to deter access by the general public. 
(3) When requesting a determination on whether a natural barrier adequately deters public access, supply 



information enabling the Administrator to determine whether a fence or a natural barrier adequately 
deters access by the general public. 



c. The owner or operator may use an alternative control method that has received prior approval of the 
Administrator rather than comply with the requirements of paragraph a. or b. of this condition. 



d. Notify the Administrator in writing at least 45 days prior to excavating or otherwise disturbing any 
asbestos-containing waste material that has been deposited at a waste disposal site under this section, and 
follow the procedures specified in the notification.   (See Specific Condition A.14.)  If the excavation 
will begin on a date other than the one contained in the original notice, notice of the new start date must 
be provided to the Administrator at least 10 working days before excavation begins and in no event shall 
excavation begin earlier than the date specified in the original notification.  Include the following 
information in the notice: 
(1) Scheduled starting and completion dates. 
(2) Reason for disturbing the waste. 
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(3) (3) Procedures to be used to control emissions during the excavation, storage, transport, and ultimate 
disposal of the excavated asbestos-containing waste material. If deemed necessary, the Administrator 
may require changes in the emission control procedures to be used. 



(4) (4) Location of any temporary storage site and the final disposal site. 
e. Within 60 days of a site becoming inactive and after the effective date of this subpart, record, in 



accordance with State law, a notation on the deed to the facility property and on any other instrument that 
would normally be examined during a title search; this notation will in perpetuity notify any potential 
purchaser of the property that: 
(1) The land has been used for the disposal of asbestos-containing waste material; 
(2) The survey plot and record of the location and quantity of asbestos-containing waste disposed of 



within the disposal site required in §61.154(f) have been filed with the Administrator; and 
(3) The site is subject to 40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M.

A.7. Operation and Maintenance Requirements.  At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction, the owner or operator must operate and maintain any affected source, including associated air 
pollution control equipment and monitoring equipment, in a manner consistent with safety and good air 
pollution control practices for minimizing emissions.  During a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction, 
this general duty to minimize emissions requires that the owner or operator reduce emissions from the 
affected source to the greatest extent which is consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices.  
The general duty to minimize emissions during a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction does not require 
the owner or operator to achieve emission levels that would be required by the applicable standard at other 
times if this is not consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices, nor does it require the owner 
or operator to make any further efforts to reduce emissions if levels required by the applicable standard have 
been achieved.  Determination of whether such operation and maintenance procedures are being used will be 
based on information available to the Administrator which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring 
results, review of operation and maintenance procedures (including the startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan required in Specific Condition A.8., review of operation and maintenance records, and inspection of the 
source. 
a. Malfunctions must be corrected as soon as practicable after their occurrence.  To the extent that an 



unexpected event arises during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, an owner or operator must comply by 
minimizing emissions during such a startup, shutdown, and malfunction event consistent with safety and 
good air pollution control practices. 



b. Operation and maintenance requirements established pursuant to section 112 of the Act are enforceable 
independent of emissions limitations or other requirements in relevant standards.

A.8. Startup, Shutdown and Malfunction Plan.   
a. The owner or operator must develop and retain a written startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan that 



describes, in detail, procedures for operating and maintaining the source during periods of startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction; and a program of corrective action for malfunctioning process, air pollution 
control, and monitoring equipment used to comply with the relevant standard.  The startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan does not need to address any scenario that would not cause the source to exceed an 
applicable emission limitation in the relevant standard.  The purpose of the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan is to: 
(1) Ensure that, at all times, the owner or operator operates and maintains each affected source, including 



associated air pollution control and monitoring equipment, in a manner which satisfies the general 
duty to minimize emissions established by paragraph a.; 



(2) Ensure that owners or operators are prepared to correct malfunctions as soon as practicable after their 
occurrence in order to minimize excess emissions of hazardous air pollutants; and  
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(3) Reduce the reporting burden associated with periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction (including 
corrective action taken to restore malfunctioning process and air pollution control equipment to its 
normal or usual manner of operation).  



b. When actions taken by the owner or operator during a startup or shutdown (and the startup or shutdown 
causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission standards), or 
malfunction (including actions taken to correct a malfunction) are consistent with the procedures 
specified in the affected source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the owner or operator must 
keep records for that event which demonstrate that the procedures specified in the plan were followed.  
These records may take the form of a “checklist,” or other effective form of recordkeeping that confirms 
conformance with the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan and describes the actions taken for that 
event.  In addition, the owner or operator must keep records of these events as specified in 40 CFR 
63.10(b), including records of the occurrence and duration of each startup or shutdown (if the startup or 
shutdown causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission 
standards), or malfunction of operation and each malfunction of the air pollution control and monitoring 
equipment.  Furthermore, the owner or operator shall confirm that actions taken during the relevant 
reporting period during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction were consistent with the affected 
source's startup, shutdown and malfunction plan in the semiannual (or more frequent) startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction report required in 40 CFR 63.10(d)(5).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10  



c. If an action taken by the owner or operator during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction (including an 
action taken to correct a malfunction) is not consistent with the procedures specified in the affected 
source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and the source exceeds any applicable emission 
limitation in the relevant emission standard, then the owner or operator must record the actions taken for 
that event and must report such actions within 2 working days after commencing actions inconsistent with 
the plan, followed by a letter within 7 working days after the end of the event, in accordance with 40 CFR 
63.10(d)(5) (unless the owner or operator makes alternative reporting arrangements, in advance, with the 
Administrator).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10 



d. The owner or operator must maintain at the affected source a current startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the Administrator.  In 
addition, if the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is subsequently revised as provided in paragraph 
f., the owner or operator must maintain at the affected source each previous (i.e., superseded) version of 
the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and must make each such previous version available for 
inspection and copying by the Administrator for a period of 5 years after revision of the plan.  If at any 
time after adoption of a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan the affected source ceases operation or is 
otherwise no longer subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 63, Subpart A, the owner or operator must retain 
a copy of the most recent plan for 5 years from the date the source ceases operation or is no longer subject 
to this part and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the 
Administrator.  The Administrator may at any time request in writing that the owner or operator submit a 
copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan (or a portion thereof) which is maintained at the 
affected source or in the possession of the owner or operator.  Upon receipt of such a request, the owner 
or operator must promptly submit a copy of the requested plan (or a portion thereof) to the Administrator.  
The owner or operator may elect to submit the required copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan to the Administrator in an electronic format.  If the owner or operator claims that any portion of such 
a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is confidential business information entitled to protection from 
disclosure under section 114(c) of the Act or 40 CFR 2.301, the material which is claimed as confidential 
must be clearly designated in the submission.  



e. To satisfy the requirements of this condition to develop a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the 
owner or operator may use the affected source's standard operating procedures (SOP) manual, or an 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or other plan, provided the alternative plans 
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meet all the requirements of this section and are made available for inspection or submitted when 
requested by the Administrator.  



f. Based on the results of a determination made under Specific Condition A.7., the Administrator may 
require that an owner or operator of an affected source make changes to the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for that source.  The Administrator must require appropriate revisions to a startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction plan, if the Administrator finds that the plan:  
(1) Does not address a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event that has occurred;  
(2) Fails to provide for the operation of the source (including associated air pollution control and 



monitoring equipment) during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event in a manner consistent with 
the general duty to minimize emissions established by Specific Condition A.7.;  



(3) Does not provide adequate procedures for correcting malfunctioning process and/or air pollution 
control and monitoring equipment as quickly as practicable; or  



(4) Includes an event that does not meet the definition of startup, shutdown, or malfunction listed in 40 
CFR 63.2 - Definitions.  



g. The owner or operator may periodically revise the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan for the 
affected source as necessary to satisfy the requirements of this permit or to reflect changes in equipment 
or procedures at the affected source.  Unless the permitting authority provides otherwise, the owner or 
operator may make such revisions to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan without prior approval 
by the Administrator or the permitting authority.  However, each such revision to a startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan must be reported in the semiannual report required by Specific Condition A.15.  If the 
startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan fails to address or inadequately addresses an event that meets the 
characteristics of a malfunction but was not included in the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan at the 
time the owner or operator developed the plan, the owner or operator must revise the startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction plan within 45 days after the event to include detailed procedures for operating and 
maintaining the source during similar malfunction events and a program of corrective action for similar 
malfunctions of process or air pollution control and monitoring equipment.  In the event that the owner or 
operator makes any revision to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan which alters the scope of the 
activities at the source which are deemed to be a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, or otherwise modifies 
the applicability of any emission limit, work practice requirement, or other requirement in a standard 
established under this part, the revised plan shall not take effect until after the owner or operator has 
provided a written notice describing the revision to the permitting authority. 



h. Any revisions made to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan in accordance with the procedures 
established above shall not be deemed to constitute revisions to this Title V air operation permit and the 
elements of the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan shall not be considered an applicable requirement 
as defined in 40 CFR 70.2.  Moreover, none of the procedures specified by the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for an affected source shall be deemed to fall within the permit shield provision in 
section 504(f) of the Act.

A.9. Startup, Shutdown, or Malfunction.  The provisions of this permit apply at all times, except during 
periods of start-up, shutdown, or malfunction, provided that the duration of start-up, shutdown, or 
malfunction shall not exceed 5 days for collection systems and shall not exceed 1 hour for treatment or 
control devices.  In addition, this emissions unit shall comply with the start-up, shutdown, or malfunction 
requirements contained in 40 CFR 63, Subpart A (see Specific Conditions A.7., A.8. and A.19.).

Emissions Unit 002 is a 2,000 scfm non-assisted open flare manufactured by LFG Specialties (model No. 
CF103018.) with a heat input rate of 60 MMBtu/hour.  This control device was installed on February 03, 2004 in 
accordance with construction permit No. 0850120-004-AC. 



The flare stack height is 33 feet with an exit diameter of 10 inches.  The outlet gas temperature is 1400°F, the 
actual volumetric flow rate is 117,712 cubic feet per minute (acfm), the dry standard flow rate is 31,905 cubic feet 
per minute (dscfm), and it operates at a landfill gas (LFG) flow rate up to 2,000 scfm. 



{Permitting Note:  This emissions unit is regulated pursuant to Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C., into which the 
emissions guidelines contained in NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Cc - Emission Guidelines and Compliance 
Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills, were adopted and incorporated by reference.  This landfill is not an 
affected facility subject to NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart WWW - Standards of Performance for Municipal Solid 
Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8)(b)74, F.A.C.) due to the age of the 
landfill; however, the emissions guidelines for existing facilities require the affected facilities to comply with 
several of the requirements contained in Subpart WWW, by reference.

B.9. Operation and Maintenance Requirements.  At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction, the owner or operator must operate and maintain any affected source, including associated air 
pollution control equipment and monitoring equipment, in a manner consistent with safety and good air 
pollution control practices for minimizing emissions.  During a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction, 
this general duty to minimize emissions requires that the owner or operator reduce emissions from the 
affected source to the greatest extent which is consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices.

been achieved.  Determination of whether such operation and maintenance procedures are being used will be 
based on information available to the Administrator which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring 
results, review of operation and maintenance procedures (including the startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan required in Specific Condition B.10., review of operation and maintenance records, and inspection of the 
source. 
a. Malfunctions must be corrected as soon as practicable after their occurrence.  To the extent that an 



unexpected event arises during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, an owner or operator must comply by 
minimizing emissions during such a startup, shutdown, and malfunction event consistent with safety and 
good air pollution control practices. 



b. Operation and maintenance requirements established pursuant to section 112 of the Act are enforceable 
independent of emissions limitations or other requirements in relevant standards.

B.10. Startup, Shutdown and Malfunction Plan.   
a. The owner or operator must develop and retain a written startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan that 



describes, in detail, procedures for operating and maintaining the source during periods of startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction; and a program of corrective action for malfunctioning process, air pollution 
control, and monitoring equipment used to comply with the relevant standard.  The startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan does not need to address any scenario that would not cause the source to exceed an 
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applicable emission limitation in the relevant standard.  The purpose of the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan is to: 
(1) Ensure that, at all times, the owner or operator operates and maintains each affected source, including 



associated air pollution control and monitoring equipment, in a manner which satisfies the general 
duty to minimize emissions established by paragraph a.; 



(2) Ensure that owners or operators are prepared to correct malfunctions as soon as practicable after their 
occurrence in order to minimize excess emissions of hazardous air pollutants; and  



(3) Reduce the reporting burden associated with periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction (including 
corrective action taken to restore malfunctioning process and air pollution control equipment to its 
normal or usual manner of operation).  



b. When actions taken by the owner or operator during a startup or shutdown (and the startup or shutdown 
causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission standards), or 
malfunction (including actions taken to correct a malfunction) are consistent with the procedures 
specified in the affected source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the owner or operator must 
keep records for that event which demonstrate that the procedures specified in the plan were followed.  
These records may take the form of a “checklist,” or other effective form of recordkeeping that confirms 
conformance with the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan and describes the actions taken for that 
event.  In addition, the owner or operator must keep records of these events as specified in 40 CFR 
63.10(b), including records of the occurrence and duration of each startup or shutdown (if the startup or 
shutdown causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission 
standards), or malfunction of operation and each malfunction of the air pollution control and monitoring 
equipment.  Furthermore, the owner or operator shall confirm that actions taken during the relevant 
reporting period during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction were consistent with the affected 
source's startup, shutdown and malfunction plan in the semiannual (or more frequent) startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction report required in 40 CFR 63.10(d)(5).

c. If an action taken by the owner or operator during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction (including an 
action taken to correct a malfunction) is not consistent with the procedures specified in the affected 
source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and the source exceeds any applicable emission 
limitation in the relevant emission standard, then the owner or operator must record the actions taken for 
that event and must report such actions within 2 working days after commencing actions inconsistent with 
the plan, followed by a letter within 7 working days after the end of the event, in accordance with 40 CFR 
63.10(d)(5) (unless the owner or operator makes alternative reporting arrangements, in advance, with the 
Administrator).

d. The owner or operator must maintain at the affected source a current startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the Administrator.  In 
addition, if the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is subsequently revised as provided in paragraph 
f., the owner or operator must maintain at the affected source each previous (i.e., superseded) version of 
the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and must make each such previous version available for 
inspection and copying by the Administrator for a period of 5 years after revision of the plan.  If at any 
time after adoption of a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan the affected source ceases operation or is 
otherwise no longer subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 63, Subpart A, the owner or operator must retain 
a copy of the most recent plan for 5 years from the date the source ceases operation or is no longer subject 
to this part and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the 
Administrator.  The Administrator may at any time request in writing that the owner or operator submit a 
copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan (or a portion thereof) which is maintained at the 
affected source or in the possession of the owner or operator.  Upon receipt of such a request, the owner 
or operator must promptly submit a copy of the requested plan (or a portion thereof) to the Administrator.

e. To satisfy the requirements of this condition to develop a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the 
owner or operator may use the affected source's standard operating procedures (SOP) manual, or an 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or other plan, provided the alternative plans 
meet all the requirements of this section and are made available for inspection or submitted when 
requested by the Administrator.  



f. Based on the results of a determination made under Specific Condition B.9., the Administrator may 
require that an owner or operator of an affected source make changes to the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for that source.  The Administrator must require appropriate revisions to a startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction plan, if the Administrator finds that the plan:  
(1) Does not address a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event that has occurred;  
(2) Fails to provide for the operation of the source (including associated air pollution control and 



monitoring equipment) during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event in a manner consistent with 
the general duty to minimize emissions established by Specific Condition B.9.;  



(3) Does not provide adequate procedures for correcting malfunctioning process and/or air pollution 
control and monitoring equipment as quickly as practicable; or  



(4) Includes an event that does not meet the definition of startup, shutdown, or malfunction listed in 40 
CFR 63.2 - Definitions.  



g. The owner or operator may periodically revise the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan for the 
affected source as necessary to satisfy the requirements of this permit or to reflect changes in equipment 
or procedures at the affected source.  Unless the permitting authority provides otherwise, the owner or 
operator may make such revisions to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan without prior approval 
by the Administrator or the permitting authority.  However, each such revision to a startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan must be reported in the semiannual report required by Specific Condition B.23.  If the 
startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan fails to address or inadequately addresses an event that meets the 
characteristics of a malfunction but was not included in the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan at the 
time the owner or operator developed the plan, the owner or operator must revise the startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction plan within 45 days after the event to include detailed procedures for operating and 
maintaining the source during similar malfunction events and a program of corrective action for similar 
malfunctions of process or air pollution control and monitoring equipment.  In the event that the owner or 
operator makes any revision to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan which alters the scope of the 
activities at the source which are deemed to be a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, or otherwise modifies 
the applicability of any emission limit, work practice requirement, or other requirement in a standard 
established under this part, the revised plan shall not take effect until after the owner or operator has 
provided a written notice describing the revision to the permitting authority. 



h. Any revisions made to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan in accordance with the procedures 
established above shall not be deemed to constitute revisions to this Title V air operation permit and the 
elements of the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan shall not be considered an applicable requirement 
as defined in 40 CFR 70.2.  Moreover, none of the procedures specified by the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for an affected source shall be deemed to fall within the permit shield provision in 
section 504(f) of the Act.

The provisions of this permit apply at all times, except during 
periods of start-up, shutdown, or malfunction, provided that the duration of start-up, shutdown, or 
malfunction shall not exceed 5 days for collection systems and shall not exceed 1 hour for treatment or 
control devices.

itself to indicate the continuous presence of a flame. 
b. A device that records flow to or bypass of the flare.  The owner or operator shall either: 



(1) Install, calibrate, and maintain a gas flow rate measuring device that shall record the flow to the 
control device at least every 15 minutes; or 



(2) Secure the bypass line valve in the closed position with a car-seal or a lock-and-key type 
configuration.  A visual inspection of the seal or closure mechanism shall be performed at least once 
every month to ensure that the valve is maintained in the closed position and that the gas flow is not 
diverted through the bypass line.

B.20. Compliance Requirements for 40 CFR 63 Subpart AAAA "National Emission Standards for Hazardous

b. Other Situations.  You may operate your emergency stationary RICE for any combination of the purposes 



specified in paragraphs b.(1) through (3) for a maximum of 100 hours per calendar year.  Any operation 
for non-emergency situations as allowed by paragraph c. counts as part of the 100 hours per calendar year 
allowed by this paragraph (f)(2). 
(1) Maintenance and Testing.  Each RICE is authorized to operate for the purpose of maintenance checks

(3) Voltage or Frequency Deviations.  Emergency stationary RICE may be operated for periods where 
there is a deviation of voltage or frequency of 5 percent or greater below standard voltage or 
frequency.

c. Non-emergency Situations.  These RICE may be operated for up to 50 hours per calendar year in non-
emergency situations.  The 50 hours of operation in non-emergency situations are counted as part of the 
100 hours per calendar year for maintenance and testing and emergency demand response provided in 
paragraph b., above.  The 50 hours per year for non-emergency situations cannot be used for peak shaving 
or non-emergency demand response, or to generate income for a facility to supply power to an electric 
grid or otherwise supply power as part of a financial arrangement with another entity.

The analysis program must at a minimum analyze the following three 
parameters:  Total Base Number, viscosity, and percent water content.  The condemning limits for these 
parameters are as follows:  Total Base Number is less than 30 percent of the Total Base Number of the oil 
when new; viscosity of the oil has changed by more than 20 percent from the viscosity of the oil when 
new; or percent water content (by volume) is greater than 0.5.

If an emergency engine is operating during an 
emergency and it is not possible to shut down the engine in order to perform the work practice requirements 
on the schedule required in Specific Condition C.2., or if performing the work practice on the required 
schedule would otherwise pose an unacceptable risk under federal, state, or local law, the work practice can 
be delayed until the emergency is over or the unacceptable risk under federal, state, or local law has abated.

Sources must report any failure to perform the 
work practice on the schedule required and the federal, state or local law under which the risk was deemed 
unacceptable.

SECTION I.  FACILITY INFORMATION. 




Subsection A.  Facility Description. 




The Martin County Palm City II Sanitary Landfill was designed as a Class I municipal solid waste (MSW) 
disposal facility (landfill) having a capacity equal to or greater than 2.5 million megagrams by mass or 2.5 million 
cubic meters by volume.  The landfill commenced construction in 1985 and has not been modified or 
reconstructed.  The facility started receiving waste the same year, and ceased receiving waste in February 2005; 
the landfill achieved final closure in July 2006.  Landfill gas emissions are controlled by a non-assisted open flare.  
The collection and control system began operation on June 15, 1999.  The original 600 scfm flare that started 
operation in June 1999 was removed and was replaced with a 2,000 scfm non-assisted open flare on February 3, 
2004.  The 2007 annual operating report revealed that peak landfill gas production occurred during the year of 
2005.  This landfill was an active asbestos waste disposal site.  The landfill is subject to:  40 CFR 60, Subpart Cc - 
Emission Guidelines and Compliance Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills; 40 CFR 61, Subpart M – 
National Emissions Standard for Asbestos; and, 40 CFR 63 Subpart AAAA - National Emission Standards for 
Hazardous Air Pollutants:  Municipal Solid Waste Landfills. 




The Martin County Palm City Landfill operates an active municipal waste transfer station on the same property.

Essential Potential to Emit (PTE) Parameters 




A.1. Hours of Operation.  The gas collection system feeding gas to the flare may operate continuously (8,760 
hours/year).  [Rule 62-210.200(PTE), F.A.C.] 




Control Technology 




A.2. Gas Collection System.  The owner shall maintain and operate a collection and control system that 
captures the gas generated within the landfill and route all the collected gas to a control system that complies 
with the requirements in Specific Condition B.5. through B.7.  The collection system shall be maintained to 
meet the following original design requirements: 
a. Be designed to handle the maximum expected gas flow rate from the entire area of the landfill that 




warrants control over the intended use period of the gas control or treatment system equipment; 
b. Collect gas from each area, cell, or group of cells in the landfill in which the initial solid waste has been 




placed for a period of: 
(1) 5 years or more if active; or 
(2) 2 years or more if closed or at final grade. 




c. Collect gas at a sufficient extraction rate;  
d. Be designed to minimize off-site migration of subsurface gas.  
[Rule 62-204.800(9)(c)3., F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(ii)(A) & 752(b)(2)(iii)(A); and, 40 CFR 63.1955(b)

A.3. Operation of Gas Collection System.  The Gas collection system shall be maintained and operated as 
follows: 
a. Operate the collection system such that gas is collected from each area, cell, or group of cells in the MSW 




landfill in which solid waste has been in place until the requirements of Specific Condition A.5. have 
been met.  




b. Operate the collection system with negative pressure at each wellhead except under the following 
conditions: 
(1) A fire or increased well temperature.  The owner or operator shall record instances when positive 




pressure occurs in efforts to avoid a fire.  These records shall be submitted with the semi-annual 
reports as provided in Specific Condition A.15.;  




(2) Use of a geomembrane or synthetic cover.  The owner or operator shall develop acceptable pressure 
limits in the design plan;  




(3) A decommissioned well.  A well may experience a static positive pressure after shut down to 
accommodate for declining flows. All design changes shall be approved by the Administrator;  




c. Operate each interior wellhead in the collection system with a landfill gas temperature less than 55 °C and 
with either a nitrogen level less than 20 percent or an oxygen level less than 5 percent.  The owner or 
operator may establish a higher operating temperature, nitrogen, or oxygen value at a particular well.  A 
higher operating value demonstration shall show supporting data that the elevated parameter does not 
cause fires or significantly inhibit anaerobic decomposition by killing methanogens.  
(1) The nitrogen level shall be determined using Method 3C.  
(2) The oxygen shall be determined by an oxygen meter using Method 3A or 3C except that:  




(a) The span shall be set so that the regulatory limit is between 20 and 50 percent of the span;  
(b) A data recorder is not required;  
(c) Only two calibration gases are required, a zero and span, and ambient air may be used as the 




span;  
(d) A calibration error check is not required;  
(e) The allowable sample bias, zero drift, and calibration drift are ±10 percent.  




d. Operate the collection system so that the methane concentration is less than 500 parts per million above 
background at the surface of the landfill.  To determine if this level is exceeded, the owner or operator 
shall conduct surface testing around the perimeter of the collection area and along a pattern that traverses 
the landfill at 30 meter intervals and where visual observations indicate elevated concentrations of landfill 
gas, such as distressed vegetation and cracks or seeps in the cover.  The owner or operator may establish 
an alternative traversing pattern that ensures equivalent coverage.  A surface monitoring design plan shall 
be developed that includes a topographical map with the monitoring route and the rationale for any site-
specific deviations from the 30 meter intervals.  Areas with steep slopes or other dangerous areas may be 
excluded from the surface testing.  




e. Operate the system such that all collected gases are vented to a control system designed and operated in 
compliance with Specific Condition A.2.  In the event the collection or control system is inoperable, the 
gas mover system shall be shut down and all valves in the collection and control system contributing to 
venting of the gas to the atmosphere shall be closed within 1 hour; and  




f. Operate the control or treatment system at all times when the collected gas is routed to the system.  (See 
Specific Condition B.7.) 




g. If monitoring demonstrates that the operational requirements in paragraphs b., c. or d. of this condition are 
not met, corrective action shall be taken as specified in Specific Conditions A.4.a.(3) & (4) or A.4.c.  If 
corrective actions are taken as specified in Specific Condition A.4., the monitored exceedance is not a 
violation of the operational requirements in this permit.

60.754(a), the value of k 
determined from the test shall be used.  A value of no more than 15 years shall be used for the 
intended use period of the gas mover equipment.  The active life of the landfill is the age of the 
landfill plus the estimated number of years until closure.

(c) If a collection and control system has been installed, actual flow data may be used to project the 
maximum expected gas generation flow rate instead of, or in conjunction with, the equations in 
paragraphs a.(1)(a) and a.(1)(b).  If the landfill is still accepting waste, the actual measured flow 
data will not equal the maximum expected gas generation rate, so calculations using the equations 
in paragraphs a.(1)(a) or a.(1)(b) or other methods shall be used to predict the maximum expected 
gas generation rate over the intended period of use of the gas control system equipment.  




(2) For the purposes of determining sufficient density of gas collectors for compliance with Specific 
Condition A.2.b., the owner or operator shall operate and maintain a system of vertical wells, 
horizontal collectors, or other collection devices, satisfactory to the Administrator, capable of 
controlling and extracting gas from all portions of the landfill sufficient to meet all operational and 
performance standards.  




(3) For the purpose of demonstrating whether the gas collection system flow rate is sufficient to 
determine compliance with Specific Condition A.2.c., the owner or operator shall measure gauge 
pressure in the gas collection header at each individual well, monthly.  If a positive pressure exists, 
action shall be initiated to correct the exceedance within 5 calendar days, except for the three 
conditions allowed in Specific Condition A.3.b.  If negative pressure cannot be achieved without

excess air infiltration within 15 calendar days of the first measurement, the gas collection system shall 
be expanded to correct the exceedance within 120 days of the initial measurement of positive 
pressure.  Any attempted corrective measure shall not cause exceedences of other operational or 
performance standards.  An alternative timeline for correcting the exceedance may be submitted to 
the Administrator for approval. 




(4) For the purpose of identifying whether excess air infiltration into the landfill is occurring, the owner 
or operator shall monitor each well monthly for temperature and nitrogen or oxygen as provided in 
Specific Condition A.3.c.  If a well exceeds one of these operating parameters, action shall be 
initiated to correct the exceedance within 5 calendar days.  If correction of the exceedance cannot be 
achieved within 15 calendar days of the first measurement, the gas collection system shall be 
expanded to correct the exceedance within 120 days of the initial exceedance.  Any attempted 
corrective measure shall not cause exceedences of other operational or performance standards.  An 
alternative timeline for correcting the exceedance may be submitted to the Administrator for 
approval. 




b. For purposes of compliance with Specific Condition A.3.a., the owner or operator shall maintain each 
well or design component as specified in the original approved design.   




c. The following procedures shall be used for compliance with the surface methane operational standard as 
required in Specific Condition A.3.d.  
(1) After installation of the collection system, the owner or operator shall monitor surface concentrations 




of methane along the entire perimeter of the collection area and along a pattern that traverses the 
landfill at 30 meter intervals (or a site-specific established spacing) for each collection area on a 
quarterly basis using an organic vapor analyzer, flame ionization detector, or other portable monitor 
meeting the specifications provided in Specific Condition A.11.  




(2) The background concentration shall be determined by moving the probe inlet upwind and downwind 
outside the boundary of the landfill at a distance of at least 30 meters from the perimeter wells.  




(3) Surface emission monitoring shall be performed in accordance with section 4.3.1 of Method 21 of 
appendix A of 40 CFR 60, except that the probe inlet shall be placed within 5 to 10 centimeters of the 
ground.  Monitoring shall be performed during typical meteorological conditions.  




(4) Any reading of 500 parts per million or more above background at any location shall be recorded as a 
monitored exceedance and the actions specified in paragraphs (a) through (e) shall be taken.  As long 
as the specified actions are taken, the exceedance is not a violation of the operational requirements of 
Specific Condition A.3.d.  
(a) The location of each monitored exceedance shall be marked and the location recorded.  
(b) Cover maintenance or adjustments to the vacuum of the adjacent wells to increase the gas 




collection in the vicinity of each exceedance shall be made and the location shall be re-monitored 
within 10 calendar days of detecting the exceedance.  




(c) If the re-monitoring of the location shows a second exceedance, additional corrective action shall 
be taken and the location shall be monitored again within 10 days of the second exceedance.  If 
the re-monitoring shows a third exceedance for the same location, the action specified in 
paragraph (e) of this condition shall be taken, and no further monitoring of that location is 
required until the action specified in paragraph (e) has been taken.  




(d) Any location that initially showed an exceedance but has a methane concentration less than 500 
ppm methane above background at the 10-day re-monitoring specified in paragraph (b) or (c) of 
this condition shall be re-monitored 1 month from the initial exceedance.  If the 1-month re-
monitoring shows a concentration less than 500 parts per million above background, no further 
monitoring of that location is required until the next quarterly monitoring period.  If the 1-month 
re-monitoring shows an exceedance, the actions specified in paragraph (c) or (e) shall be taken.  




(e) For any location where monitored methane concentration equals or exceeds 500 parts per million 
above background three times within a quarterly period, a new well or other collection device

shall be installed within 120 calendar days of the initial exceedance.  An alternative remedy to the 
exceedance, such as upgrading the blower, header pipes or control device, and a corresponding 
timeline for installation may be submitted to the Administrator for approval.

A.5. Removal of Collection and Control System.  The collection and control system may be capped or 
removed provided that all the requirements of this condition are met: 
a. The landfill shall be a closed landfill as defined in 40 CFR 60.751;   




{Permitting Note:  From 40 CFR 60.751 - Closed landfill means a landfill in which solid waste is no 
longer being placed, and in which no additional solid wastes will be placed without first filing a 
notification of modification as prescribed under §60.7(a)(4).  Once a notification of modification has 
been filed, and additional solid waste is placed in the landfill, the landfill is no longer closed.  The 
Department received the  closure report required by 40 CFR 60.757(d) on August 24, 2006.} 




b. The collection and control system shall have been in operation a minimum of 15 years; and 
c. The calculated non-methane organic compounds (NMOC) gas produced by the landfill shall be less than 




50 megagrams per year on three successive test dates.  The test dates shall be no less than 90 days apart, 
and no more than 180 days apart.  The owner or operator shall calculate the NMOC emission rate for 
purposes of determining when the system can be removed using the following equation: 




MNMOC = 1.89 × 10−3 QLFG CNMOC 




where, 
MNMOC = mass emission rate of NMOC, megagrams per year 
QLFG = flow rate of landfill gas, cubic meters per minute 
CNMOC = NMOC concentration, parts per million by volume as hexane 




(1) The flow rate of landfill gas, QLFG, shall be determined by measuring the total landfill gas flow rate at 
the common header pipe that leads to the control device using a gas flow measuring device calibrated 
according to the provisions of section 4 of Method 2E of appendix A of 40 CFR 60.  Link to 40 CFR 
60 Appendices 




(2) The average NMOC concentration, CNMOC, shall be determined by collecting and analyzing landfill 
gas sampled from the common header pipe before the gas moving or condensate removal equipment 
using the procedures in Method 25C or Method 18 of appendix A of 40 CFR 60.  If using Method 18 
of appendix A of 40 CFR 60, the minimum list of compounds to be tested shall be those published in 
the most recent Compilation of Air Pollutant Emission Factors (AP-42).  The sample location on the 
common header pipe shall be before any condensate removal or other gas refining units.  The landfill 
owner or operator shall divide the NMOC concentration from Method 25C of appendix A of this part 
by six to convert from CNMOC as carbon to CNMOC as hexane.  Link to 40 CFR 60 Appendices 




(3) The owner or operator may use another method to determine landfill gas flow rate and NMOC 
concentration if the method has been approved by the Administrator.

A.6. Standards for Inactive Asbestos Waste Disposal Site.  Because this closed landfill contains asbestos-
containing waste material, the owner or operator shall:  
a. Comply with one of the following:  
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SECTION III.  EMISSIONS UNITS AND SPECIFIC CONDITIONS. 
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(1) Either discharge no visible emissions to the outside air from an inactive waste disposal site subject to 
this paragraph; or 




(2) Cover the asbestos-containing waste material with at least 15 centimeters (6 inches) of compacted 
non-asbestos-containing material, and grow and maintain a cover of vegetation on the area adequate 
to prevent exposure of the asbestos-containing waste material. In desert areas where vegetation would 
be difficult to maintain, at least 8 additional centimeters (3 inches) of well-graded, non-asbestos 
crushed rock may be placed on top of the final cover instead of vegetation and maintained to prevent 
emissions; or 




(3) Cover the asbestos-containing waste material with at least 60 centimeters (2 feet) of compacted non-
asbestos-containing material, and maintain it to prevent exposure of the asbestos-containing waste; or 




(4) For inactive waste disposal sites for asbestos tailings, a resinous or petroleum-based dust suppression 
agent that effectively binds dust to control surface air emissions may be used instead of the methods 
in paragraphs (1), (2) or (3) of this condition.  Use the agent in the manner and frequency 
recommended for the particular asbestos tailings by the manufacturer of the dust suppression agent to 
achieve and maintain dust control.  Obtain prior written approval of the Administrator to use other 
equally effective dust suppression agents.  For purposes of this paragraph, any used, spent, or other 
waste oil is not considered a dust suppression agent. 




b. Unless a natural barrier adequately deters access by the general public, install and maintain warning signs 
and fencing as follows, or comply with paragraph a.(2) or a.(3) of this condition. 
(1) Display warning signs at all entrances and at intervals of 100 m (328 ft) or less along the property line 




of the site or along the perimeter of the sections of the site where asbestos-containing waste material 
was deposited.  The warning signs must: 
(a) Be posted in such a manner and location that a person can easily read the legend; and 
(b) (Conform to the requirements for 51 cm×36 cm (20″×14″) upright format signs specified in 29 




CFR 1910.145(d)(4) and this paragraph; and 
(c) Display the following legend in the lower panel with letter sizes and styles of a visibility at least 




equal to those specified in this paragraph.

Spacing between any two lines must be at least equal to the height of the upper of the two lines. 
(2) Fence the perimeter of the site in a manner adequate to deter access by the general public. 
(3) When requesting a determination on whether a natural barrier adequately deters public access, supply 




information enabling the Administrator to determine whether a fence or a natural barrier adequately 
deters access by the general public. 




c. The owner or operator may use an alternative control method that has received prior approval of the 
Administrator rather than comply with the requirements of paragraph a. or b. of this condition. 




d. Notify the Administrator in writing at least 45 days prior to excavating or otherwise disturbing any 
asbestos-containing waste material that has been deposited at a waste disposal site under this section, and 
follow the procedures specified in the notification.   (See Specific Condition A.14.)  If the excavation 
will begin on a date other than the one contained in the original notice, notice of the new start date must 
be provided to the Administrator at least 10 working days before excavation begins and in no event shall 
excavation begin earlier than the date specified in the original notification.  Include the following 
information in the notice: 
(1) Scheduled starting and completion dates. 
(2) Reason for disturbing the waste.

A.7. Operation and Maintenance Requirements.  At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction, the owner or operator must operate and maintain any affected source, including associated air 
pollution control equipment and monitoring equipment, in a manner consistent with safety and good air 
pollution control practices for minimizing emissions.  During a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction, 
this general duty to minimize emissions requires that the owner or operator reduce emissions from the 
affected source to the greatest extent which is consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices.  
The general duty to minimize emissions during a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction does not require 
the owner or operator to achieve emission levels that would be required by the applicable standard at other 
times if this is not consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices, nor does it require the owner 
or operator to make any further efforts to reduce emissions if levels required by the applicable standard have 
been achieved.  Determination of whether such operation and maintenance procedures are being used will be 
based on information available to the Administrator which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring 
results, review of operation and maintenance procedures (including the startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan required in Specific Condition A.8., review of operation and maintenance records, and inspection of the 
source. 
a. Malfunctions must be corrected as soon as practicable after their occurrence.  To the extent that an 




unexpected event arises during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, an owner or operator must comply by 
minimizing emissions during such a startup, shutdown, and malfunction event consistent with safety and 
good air pollution control practices. 




b. Operation and maintenance requirements established pursuant to section 112 of the Act are enforceable 
independent of emissions limitations or other requirements in relevant standards.  




[40 CFR 63.1955(c) and 40 CFR 63.6(e)(1)] 




A.8. Startup, Shutdown and Malfunction Plan.   
a. The owner or operator must develop and retain a written startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan that 




describes, in detail, procedures for operating and maintaining the source during periods of startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction; and a program of corrective action for malfunctioning process, air pollution 
control, and monitoring equipment used to comply with the relevant standard.  The startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan does not need to address any scenario that would not cause the source to exceed an 
applicable emission limitation in the relevant standard.  The purpose of the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan is to: 
(1) Ensure that, at all times, the owner or operator operates and maintains each affected source, including 




associated air pollution control and monitoring equipment, in a manner which satisfies the general 
duty to minimize emissions established by paragraph a.; 




(2) Ensure that owners or operators are prepared to correct malfunctions as soon as practicable after their 
occurrence in order to minimize excess emissions of hazardous air pollutants; and  
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(3) Reduce the reporting burden associated with periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction (including 
corrective action taken to restore malfunctioning process and air pollution control equipment to its 
normal or usual manner of operation).  




b. When actions taken by the owner or operator during a startup or shutdown (and the startup or shutdown 
causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission standards), or 
malfunction (including actions taken to correct a malfunction) are consistent with the procedures 
specified in the affected source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the owner or operator must 
keep records for that event which demonstrate that the procedures specified in the plan were followed.  
These records may take the form of a “checklist,” or other effective form of recordkeeping that confirms 
conformance with the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan and describes the actions taken for that 
event.  In addition, the owner or operator must keep records of these events as specified in 40 CFR 
63.10(b), including records of the occurrence and duration of each startup or shutdown (if the startup or 
shutdown causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission 
standards), or malfunction of operation and each malfunction of the air pollution control and monitoring 
equipment.  Furthermore, the owner or operator shall confirm that actions taken during the relevant 
reporting period during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction were consistent with the affected 
source's startup, shutdown and malfunction plan in the semiannual (or more frequent) startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction report required in 40 CFR 63.10(d)(5).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10  




c. If an action taken by the owner or operator during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction (including an 
action taken to correct a malfunction) is not consistent with the procedures specified in the affected 
source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and the source exceeds any applicable emission 
limitation in the relevant emission standard, then the owner or operator must record the actions taken for 
that event and must report such actions within 2 working days after commencing actions inconsistent with 
the plan, followed by a letter within 7 working days after the end of the event, in accordance with 40 CFR 
63.10(d)(5) (unless the owner or operator makes alternative reporting arrangements, in advance, with the 
Administrator).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10 




d. The owner or operator must maintain at the affected source a current startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the Administrator.  In 
addition, if the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is subsequently revised as provided in paragraph 
f., the owner or operator must maintain at the affected source each previous (i.e., superseded) version of 
the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and must make each such previous version available for 
inspection and copying by the Administrator for a period of 5 years after revision of the plan.  If at any 
time after adoption of a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan the affected source ceases operation or is 
otherwise no longer subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 63, Subpart A, the owner or operator must retain 
a copy of the most recent plan for 5 years from the date the source ceases operation or is no longer subject 
to this part and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the 
Administrator.  The Administrator may at any time request in writing that the owner or operator submit a 
copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan (or a portion thereof) which is maintained at the 
affected source or in the possession of the owner or operator.  Upon receipt of such a request, the owner 
or operator must promptly submit a copy of the requested plan (or a portion thereof) to the Administrator.  
The owner or operator may elect to submit the required copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan to the Administrator in an electronic format.  If the owner or operator claims that any portion of such 
a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is confidential business information entitled to protection from 
disclosure under section 114(c) of the Act or 40 CFR 2.301, the material which is claimed as confidential 
must be clearly designated in the submission.  




e. To satisfy the requirements of this condition to develop a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the 
owner or operator may use the affected source's standard operating procedures (SOP) manual, or an 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or other plan, provided the alternative plans 
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meet all the requirements of this section and are made available for inspection or submitted when 
requested by the Administrator.  




f. Based on the results of a determination made under Specific Condition A.7., the Administrator may 
require that an owner or operator of an affected source make changes to the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for that source.  The Administrator must require appropriate revisions to a startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction plan, if the Administrator finds that the plan:  
(1) Does not address a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event that has occurred;  
(2) Fails to provide for the operation of the source (including associated air pollution control and 




monitoring equipment) during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event in a manner consistent with 
the general duty to minimize emissions established by Specific Condition A.7.;  




(3) Does not provide adequate procedures for correcting malfunctioning process and/or air pollution 
control and monitoring equipment as quickly as practicable; or  




(4) Includes an event that does not meet the definition of startup, shutdown, or malfunction listed in 40 
CFR 63.2 - Definitions.  




g. The owner or operator may periodically revise the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan for the 
affected source as necessary to satisfy the requirements of this permit or to reflect changes in equipment 
or procedures at the affected source.  Unless the permitting authority provides otherwise, the owner or 
operator may make such revisions to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan without prior approval 
by the Administrator or the permitting authority.  However, each such revision to a startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan must be reported in the semiannual report required by Specific Condition A.15.  If the 
startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan fails to address or inadequately addresses an event that meets the 
characteristics of a malfunction but was not included in the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan at the 
time the owner or operator developed the plan, the owner or operator must revise the startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction plan within 45 days after the event to include detailed procedures for operating and 
maintaining the source during similar malfunction events and a program of corrective action for similar 
malfunctions of process or air pollution control and monitoring equipment.  In the event that the owner or 
operator makes any revision to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan which alters the scope of the 
activities at the source which are deemed to be a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, or otherwise modifies 
the applicability of any emission limit, work practice requirement, or other requirement in a standard 
established under this part, the revised plan shall not take effect until after the owner or operator has 
provided a written notice describing the revision to the permitting authority. 




h. Any revisions made to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan in accordance with the procedures 
established above shall not be deemed to constitute revisions to this Title V air operation permit and the 
elements of the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan shall not be considered an applicable requirement 
as defined in 40 CFR 70.2.  Moreover, none of the procedures specified by the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for an affected source shall be deemed to fall within the permit shield provision in 
section 504(f) of the Act.

of Method 21 of appendix A of 40 CFR 60, except that “methane” shall replace all references to VOC. 
b. Calibration Gas.  The calibration gas shall be methane, diluted to a nominal concentration of 500 parts 




per million in air. 
c. Performance Evaluation.  To meet the performance evaluation requirements in section 3.1.3 of Method 




21 of appendix A of 40 CFR 60, the instrument evaluation procedures of section 4.4 of Method 21 of 
appendix A of 40 CFR 60 shall be used.

Emissions Unit 002 is a 2,000 scfm non-assisted open flare manufactured by LFG Specialties (model No. 
CF103018.) with a heat input rate of 60 MMBtu/hour.  This control device was installed on February 03, 2004 in 
accordance with construction permit No. 0850120-004-AC. 




The flare stack height is 33 feet with an exit diameter of 10 inches.  The outlet gas temperature is 1400°F, the 
actual volumetric flow rate is 117,712 cubic feet per minute (acfm), the dry standard flow rate is 31,905 cubic feet 
per minute (dscfm), and it operates at a landfill gas (LFG) flow rate up to 2,000 scfm. 




{Permitting Note:  This emissions unit is regulated pursuant to Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C., into which the 
emissions guidelines contained in NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Cc - Emission Guidelines and Compliance 
Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills, were adopted and incorporated by reference.  This landfill is not an 
affected facility subject to NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart WWW - Standards of Performance for Municipal Solid 
Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8)(b)74, F.A.C.) due to the age of the 
landfill; however, the emissions guidelines for existing facilities require the affected facilities to comply with 
several of the requirements contained in Subpart WWW, by reference.

B.9. Operation and Maintenance Requirements.  At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction, the owner or operator must operate and maintain any affected source, including associated air 
pollution control equipment and monitoring equipment, in a manner consistent with safety and good air 
pollution control practices for minimizing emissions.  During a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction, 
this general duty to minimize emissions requires that the owner or operator reduce emissions from the 
affected source to the greatest extent which is consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices.  
The general duty to minimize emissions during a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction does not require 
the owner or operator to achieve emission levels that would be required by the applicable standard at other 
times if this is not consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices, nor does it require the owner 
or operator to make any further efforts to reduce emissions if levels required by the applicable standard have 
been achieved.  Determination of whether such operation and maintenance procedures are being used will be 
based on information available to the Administrator which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring 
results, review of operation and maintenance procedures (including the startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan required in Specific Condition B.10., review of operation and maintenance records, and inspection of the 
source. 
a. Malfunctions must be corrected as soon as practicable after their occurrence.  To the extent that an 




unexpected event arises during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, an owner or operator must comply by 
minimizing emissions during such a startup, shutdown, and malfunction event consistent with safety and 
good air pollution control practices. 




b. Operation and maintenance requirements established pursuant to section 112 of the Act are enforceable 
independent of emissions limitations or other requirements in relevant standards.

B.10. Startup, Shutdown and Malfunction Plan.   
a. The owner or operator must develop and retain a written startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan that 




describes, in detail, procedures for operating and maintaining the source during periods of startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction; and a program of corrective action for malfunctioning process, air pollution 
control, and monitoring equipment used to comply with the relevant standard.  The startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan does not need to address any scenario that would not cause the source to exceed an 
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applicable emission limitation in the relevant standard.  The purpose of the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan is to: 
(1) Ensure that, at all times, the owner or operator operates and maintains each affected source, including 




associated air pollution control and monitoring equipment, in a manner which satisfies the general 
duty to minimize emissions established by paragraph a.; 




(2) Ensure that owners or operators are prepared to correct malfunctions as soon as practicable after their 
occurrence in order to minimize excess emissions of hazardous air pollutants; and  




(3) Reduce the reporting burden associated with periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction (including 
corrective action taken to restore malfunctioning process and air pollution control equipment to its 
normal or usual manner of operation).  




b. When actions taken by the owner or operator during a startup or shutdown (and the startup or shutdown 
causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission standards), or 
malfunction (including actions taken to correct a malfunction) are consistent with the procedures 
specified in the affected source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the owner or operator must 
keep records for that event which demonstrate that the procedures specified in the plan were followed.  
These records may take the form of a “checklist,” or other effective form of recordkeeping that confirms 
conformance with the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan and describes the actions taken for that 
event.  In addition, the owner or operator must keep records of these events as specified in 40 CFR 
63.10(b), including records of the occurrence and duration of each startup or shutdown (if the startup or 
shutdown causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission 
standards), or malfunction of operation and each malfunction of the air pollution control and monitoring 
equipment.  Furthermore, the owner or operator shall confirm that actions taken during the relevant 
reporting period during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction were consistent with the affected 
source's startup, shutdown and malfunction plan in the semiannual (or more frequent) startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction report required in 40 CFR 63.10(d)(5).

c. If an action taken by the owner or operator during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction (including an 
action taken to correct a malfunction) is not consistent with the procedures specified in the affected 
source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and the source exceeds any applicable emission 
limitation in the relevant emission standard, then the owner or operator must record the actions taken for 
that event and must report such actions within 2 working days after commencing actions inconsistent with 
the plan, followed by a letter within 7 working days after the end of the event, in accordance with 40 CFR 
63.10(d)(5) (unless the owner or operator makes alternative reporting arrangements, in advance, with the 
Administrator).

d. The owner or operator must maintain at the affected source a current startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the Administrator.  In 
addition, if the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is subsequently revised as provided in paragraph 
f., the owner or operator must maintain at the affected source each previous (i.e., superseded) version of 
the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and must make each such previous version available for 
inspection and copying by the Administrator for a period of 5 years after revision of the plan.  If at any 
time after adoption of a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan the affected source ceases operation or is 
otherwise no longer subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 63, Subpart A, the owner or operator must retain 
a copy of the most recent plan for 5 years from the date the source ceases operation or is no longer subject 
to this part and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the 
Administrator.  The Administrator may at any time request in writing that the owner or operator submit a 
copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan (or a portion thereof) which is maintained at the 
affected source or in the possession of the owner or operator.  Upon receipt of such a request, the owner 
or operator must promptly submit a copy of the requested plan (or a portion thereof) to the Administrator.  
The owner or operator may elect to submit the required copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan to the Administrator in an electronic format.  If the owner or operator claims that any portion of such 
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a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is confidential business information entitled to protection from 
disclosure under section 114(c) of the Act or 40 CFR 2.301, the material which is claimed as confidential 
must be clearly designated in the submission.  




e. To satisfy the requirements of this condition to develop a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the 
owner or operator may use the affected source's standard operating procedures (SOP) manual, or an 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or other plan, provided the alternative plans 
meet all the requirements of this section and are made available for inspection or submitted when 
requested by the Administrator.  




f. Based on the results of a determination made under Specific Condition B.9., the Administrator may 
require that an owner or operator of an affected source make changes to the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for that source.  The Administrator must require appropriate revisions to a startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction plan, if the Administrator finds that the plan:  
(1) Does not address a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event that has occurred;  
(2) Fails to provide for the operation of the source (including associated air pollution control and 




monitoring equipment) during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event in a manner consistent with 
the general duty to minimize emissions established by Specific Condition B.9.;  




(3) Does not provide adequate procedures for correcting malfunctioning process and/or air pollution 
control and monitoring equipment as quickly as practicable; or  




(4) Includes an event that does not meet the definition of startup, shutdown, or malfunction listed in 40 
CFR 63.2 - Definitions.  




g. The owner or operator may periodically revise the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan for the 
affected source as necessary to satisfy the requirements of this permit or to reflect changes in equipment 
or procedures at the affected source.  Unless the permitting authority provides otherwise, the owner or 
operator may make such revisions to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan without prior approval 
by the Administrator or the permitting authority.  However, each such revision to a startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan must be reported in the semiannual report required by Specific Condition B.23.  If the 
startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan fails to address or inadequately addresses an event that meets the 
characteristics of a malfunction but was not included in the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan at the 
time the owner or operator developed the plan, the owner or operator must revise the startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction plan within 45 days after the event to include detailed procedures for operating and 
maintaining the source during similar malfunction events and a program of corrective action for similar 
malfunctions of process or air pollution control and monitoring equipment.  In the event that the owner or 
operator makes any revision to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan which alters the scope of the 
activities at the source which are deemed to be a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, or otherwise modifies 
the applicability of any emission limit, work practice requirement, or other requirement in a standard 
established under this part, the revised plan shall not take effect until after the owner or operator has 
provided a written notice describing the revision to the permitting authority. 




h. Any revisions made to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan in accordance with the procedures 
established above shall not be deemed to constitute revisions to this Title V air operation permit and the 
elements of the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan shall not be considered an applicable requirement 
as defined in 40 CFR 70.2.  Moreover, none of the procedures specified by the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for an affected source shall be deemed to fall within the permit shield provision in 
section 504(f) of the Act.

Subsection A.  Facility Description. 




The Martin County Palm City II Sanitary Landfill was designed as a Class I municipal solid waste (MSW) 
disposal facility (landfill) having a capacity equal to or greater than 2.5 million megagrams by mass or 2.5 million 
cubic meters by volume.  The landfill commenced construction in 1985 and has not been modified or 
reconstructed.  The facility started receiving waste the same year, and ceased receiving waste in February 2005; 
the landfill achieved final closure in July 2006.  Landfill gas emissions are controlled by a non-assisted open flare.  
The collection and control system began operation on June 15, 1999.  The original 600 scfm flare that started 
operation in June 1999 was removed and was replaced with a 2,000 scfm non-assisted open flare on February 3, 
2004.  The 2007 annual operating report revealed that peak landfill gas production occurred during the year of 
2005.  This landfill was an active asbestos waste disposal site.  The landfill is subject to:  40 CFR 60, Subpart Cc - 
Emission Guidelines and Compliance Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills; 40 CFR 61, Subpart M –

Subsection A.  Emissions Unit 001 




The specific conditions in this section apply to the following emissions unit: 




EU No. Brief Description 
001 Municipal Solid Waste Landfill 




Emissions Unit 001 is a closed municipal solid waste landfill, which began receiving waste in 1985, and ceased 
receiving waste in February of 2005.  The landfill achieved closure status in July of 2006, but continues to 
maintain and operate an active landfill gas collection system, gas mover equipment, and flare (see Emissions Unit 
002) for the control of the landfill gas still being generated by the closed landfill.   




{Permitting Note:  This emissions unit is regulated pursuant to Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C., into which the 
emissions guidelines contained in NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Cc - Emission Guidelines and Compliance 
Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills, were adopted and incorporated by reference.  This landfill is not an 
affected facility subject to NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart WWW - Standards of Performance for Municipal Solid 
Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8)(b)74, F.A.C.) due to the age of the 
landfill; however, the emissions guidelines for existing facilities require the affected facilities to comply with 
several of the requirements contained in Subpart WWW, by reference.  This emissions unit is also regulated under 
NESHAP 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart AAAA - National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants:  
Municipal Solid Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(11)(b)59., F.A.C.) 
and 40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M - National Emission Standard for Asbestos (adopted and incorporated by 
reference in Rule 62-204.800(10)(b)8., F.A.C.), but only to the extent that Subpart M regulates closed landfills 
that once received asbestos containing waste.  Compliance with 40 CFR 63, Subpart AAAA is met by complying 
with the 40 CFR 60, Subpart Cc requirements contained in Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C.} 




Essential Potential to Emit (PTE) Parameters 




A.1. Hours of Operation.  The gas collection system feeding gas to the flare may operate continuously (8,760 
hours/year).  [Rule 62-210.200(PTE), F.A.C.] 




Control Technology 




A.2. Gas Collection System.  The owner shall maintain and operate a collection and control system that 
captures the gas generated within the landfill and route all the collected gas to a control system that complies 
with the requirements in Specific Condition B.5. through B.7.  The collection system shall be maintained to 
meet the following original design requirements: 
a. Be designed to handle the maximum expected gas flow rate from the entire area of the landfill that 




warrants control over the intended use period of the gas control or treatment system equipment; 
b. Collect gas from each area, cell, or group of cells in the landfill in which the initial solid waste has been 




placed for a period of: 
(1) 5 years or more if active; or 
(2) 2 years or more if closed or at final grade. 




c. Collect gas at a sufficient extraction rate;  
d. Be designed to minimize off-site migration of subsurface gas.  
[Rule 62-204.800(9)(c)3., F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(ii)(A) & 752(b)(2)(iii)(A); and, 40 CFR 63.1955(b) 




{Permitting Note:  A collection and control system was installed in accordance with 40 CFR 
60.752(b)(2)(ii)(A), with the collected gas being routed to an open flare that was designed and is operated in 
accordance with 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iii (A).  The Department received the Certification of Completion on 
June 25, 1999} 
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SECTION III.  EMISSIONS UNITS AND SPECIFIC CONDITIONS. 
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Operational Requirements 




A.3. Operation of Gas Collection System.  The Gas collection system shall be maintained and operated as 
follows: 
a. Operate the collection system such that gas is collected from each area, cell, or group of cells in the MSW 




landfill in which solid waste has been in place until the requirements of Specific Condition A.5. have 
been met.  




b. Operate the collection system with negative pressure at each wellhead except under the following 
conditions: 
(1) A fire or increased well temperature.  The owner or operator shall record instances when positive 




pressure occurs in efforts to avoid a fire.  These records shall be submitted with the semi-annual 
reports as provided in Specific Condition A.15.;  




(2) Use of a geomembrane or synthetic cover.  The owner or operator shall develop acceptable pressure 
limits in the design plan;  




(3) A decommissioned well.  A well may experience a static positive pressure after shut down to 
accommodate for declining flows. All design changes shall be approved by the Administrator;  




c. Operate each interior wellhead in the collection system with a landfill gas temperature less than 55 °C and 
with either a nitrogen level less than 20 percent or an oxygen level less than 5 percent.  The owner or 
operator may establish a higher operating temperature, nitrogen, or oxygen value at a particular well.  A 
higher operating value demonstration shall show supporting data that the elevated parameter does not 
cause fires or significantly inhibit anaerobic decomposition by killing methanogens.  
(1) The nitrogen level shall be determined using Method 3C.  
(2) The oxygen shall be determined by an oxygen meter using Method 3A or 3C except that:  




(a) The span shall be set so that the regulatory limit is between 20 and 50 percent of the span;  
(b) A data recorder is not required;  
(c) Only two calibration gases are required, a zero and span, and ambient air may be used as the 




span;  
(d) A calibration error check is not required;  
(e) The allowable sample bias, zero drift, and calibration drift are ±10 percent.  




d. Operate the collection system so that the methane concentration is less than 500 parts per million above 
background at the surface of the landfill.  To determine if this level is exceeded, the owner or operator 
shall conduct surface testing around the perimeter of the collection area and along a pattern that traverses 
the landfill at 30 meter intervals and where visual observations indicate elevated concentrations of landfill 
gas, such as distressed vegetation and cracks or seeps in the cover.  The owner or operator may establish 
an alternative traversing pattern that ensures equivalent coverage.  A surface monitoring design plan shall 
be developed that includes a topographical map with the monitoring route and the rationale for any site-
specific deviations from the 30 meter intervals.  Areas with steep slopes or other dangerous areas may be 
excluded from the surface testing.  




e. Operate the system such that all collected gases are vented to a control system designed and operated in 
compliance with Specific Condition A.2.  In the event the collection or control system is inoperable, the 
gas mover system shall be shut down and all valves in the collection and control system contributing to 
venting of the gas to the atmosphere shall be closed within 1 hour; and  




f. Operate the control or treatment system at all times when the collected gas is routed to the system.  (See 
Specific Condition B.7.) 




g. If monitoring demonstrates that the operational requirements in paragraphs b., c. or d. of this condition are 
not met, corrective action shall be taken as specified in Specific Conditions A.4.a.(3) & (4) or A.4.c.  If 
corrective actions are taken as specified in Specific Condition A.4., the monitored exceedance is not a 
violation of the operational requirements in this permit.

A.4. Compliance Provisions.

(1) For the purposes of calculating the maximum expected gas generation flow rate from the landfill to 




determine compliance with Specific Condition A.2.a., one of the following equations shall be used.  
The k and Lo kinetic factors should be those published in the most recent Compilation of Air Pollutant 
Emission Factors (AP-42) or other site specific values demonstrated to be appropriate and approved 
by the Administrator.  If k has been determined as specified in 40 CFR. 60.754(a), the value of k 
determined from the test shall be used.  A value of no more than 15 years shall be used for the 
intended use period of the gas mover equipment.  The active life of the landfill is the age of the 
landfill plus the estimated number of years until closure.  Link to 40 CFR 60.754(a) 
(a) For sites with unknown year-to-year solid waste acceptance rate:

(c) If a collection and control system has been installed, actual flow data may be used to project the 
maximum expected gas generation flow rate instead of, or in conjunction with, the equations in 
paragraphs a.(1)(a) and a.(1)(b).  If the landfill is still accepting waste, the actual measured flow 
data will not equal the maximum expected gas generation rate, so calculations using the equations 
in paragraphs a.(1)(a) or a.(1)(b) or other methods shall be used to predict the maximum expected 
gas generation rate over the intended period of use of the gas control system equipment.  




(2) For the purposes of determining sufficient density of gas collectors for compliance with Specific 
Condition A.2.b., the owner or operator shall operate and maintain a system of vertical wells, 
horizontal collectors, or other collection devices, satisfactory to the Administrator, capable of 
controlling and extracting gas from all portions of the landfill sufficient to meet all operational and 
performance standards.  




(3) For the purpose of demonstrating whether the gas collection system flow rate is sufficient to 
determine compliance with Specific Condition A.2.c., the owner or operator shall measure gauge 
pressure in the gas collection header at each individual well, monthly.  If a positive pressure exists, 
action shall be initiated to correct the exceedance within 5 calendar days, except for the three 
conditions allowed in Specific Condition A.3.b.  If negative pressure cannot be achieved without

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excess air infiltration within 15 calendar days of the first measurement, the gas collection system shall 
be expanded to correct the exceedance within 120 days of the initial measurement of positive 
pressure.  Any attempted corrective measure shall not cause exceedences of other operational or 
performance standards.  An alternative timeline for correcting the exceedance may be submitted to 
the Administrator for approval. 




(4) For the purpose of identifying whether excess air infiltration into the landfill is occurring, the owner 
or operator shall monitor each well monthly for temperature and nitrogen or oxygen as provided in 
Specific Condition A.3.c.  If a well exceeds one of these operating parameters, action shall be 
initiated to correct the exceedance within 5 calendar days.  If correction of the exceedance cannot be 
achieved within 15 calendar days of the first measurement, the gas collection system shall be 
expanded to correct the exceedance within 120 days of the initial exceedance.  Any attempted 
corrective measure shall not cause exceedences of other operational or performance standards.  An 
alternative timeline for correcting the exceedance may be submitted to the Administrator for 
approval. 




b. For purposes of compliance with Specific Condition A.3.a., the owner or operator shall maintain each 
well or design component as specified in the original approved design.   




c. The following procedures shall be used for compliance with the surface methane operational standard as 
required in Specific Condition A.3.d.  
(1) After installation of the collection system, the owner or operator shall monitor surface concentrations 




of methane along the entire perimeter of the collection area and along a pattern that traverses the 
landfill at 30 meter intervals (or a site-specific established spacing) for each collection area on a 
quarterly basis using an organic vapor analyzer, flame ionization detector, or other portable monitor 
meeting the specifications provided in Specific Condition A.11.  




(2) The background concentration shall be determined by moving the probe inlet upwind and downwind 
outside the boundary of the landfill at a distance of at least 30 meters from the perimeter wells.  




(3) Surface emission monitoring shall be performed in accordance with section 4.3.1 of Method 21 of 
appendix A of 40 CFR 60, except that the probe inlet shall be placed within 5 to 10 centimeters of the 
ground.  Monitoring shall be performed during typical meteorological conditions.  




(4) Any reading of 500 parts per million or more above background at any location shall be recorded as a 
monitored exceedance and the actions specified in paragraphs (a) through (e) shall be taken.  As long 
as the specified actions are taken, the exceedance is not a violation of the operational requirements of 
Specific Condition A.3.d.  
(a) The location of each monitored exceedance shall be marked and the location recorded.  
(b) Cover maintenance or adjustments to the vacuum of the adjacent wells to increase the gas 




collection in the vicinity of each exceedance shall be made and the location shall be re-monitored 
within 10 calendar days of detecting the exceedance.  




(c) If the re-monitoring of the location shows a second exceedance, additional corrective action shall 
be taken and the location shall be monitored again within 10 days of the second exceedance.  If 
the re-monitoring shows a third exceedance for the same location, the action specified in 
paragraph (e) of this condition shall be taken, and no further monitoring of that location is 
required until the action specified in paragraph (e) has been taken.  




(d) Any location that initially showed an exceedance but has a methane concentration less than 500 
ppm methane above background at the 10-day re-monitoring specified in paragraph (b) or (c) of 
this condition shall be re-monitored 1 month from the initial exceedance.  If the 1-month re-
monitoring shows a concentration less than 500 parts per million above background, no further 
monitoring of that location is required until the next quarterly monitoring period.  If the 1-month 
re-monitoring shows an exceedance, the actions specified in paragraph (c) or (e) shall be taken.  




(e) For any location where monitored methane concentration equals or exceeds 500 parts per million 
above background three times within a quarterly period, a new well or other collection device 
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SECTION III.  EMISSIONS UNITS AND SPECIFIC CONDITIONS. 
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shall be installed within 120 calendar days of the initial exceedance.  An alternative remedy to the 
exceedance, such as upgrading the blower, header pipes or control device, and a corresponding 
timeline for installation may be submitted to the Administrator for approval.  




(5) The owner or operator shall implement a program to monitor for cover integrity and implement cover 
repairs as necessary on a monthly basis.  




[Rules 62-204.800(9)(c)3.b. & 4.b., F.A.C.; and, 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iv) & 60.755] 




A.5. Removal of Collection and Control System.  The collection and control system may be capped or 
removed provided that all the requirements of this condition are met: 
a. The landfill shall be a closed landfill as defined in 40 CFR 60.751;   




{Permitting Note:  From 40 CFR 60.751 - Closed landfill means a landfill in which solid waste is no 
longer being placed, and in which no additional solid wastes will be placed without first filing a 
notification of modification as prescribed under §60.7(a)(4).  Once a notification of modification has 
been filed, and additional solid waste is placed in the landfill, the landfill is no longer closed.  The 
Department received the  closure report required by 40 CFR 60.757(d) on August 24, 2006.} 




b. The collection and control system shall have been in operation a minimum of 15 years; and 
c. The calculated non-methane organic compounds (NMOC) gas produced by the landfill shall be less than 




50 megagrams per year on three successive test dates.  The test dates shall be no less than 90 days apart, 
and no more than 180 days apart.  The owner or operator shall calculate the NMOC emission rate for 
purposes of determining when the system can be removed using the following equation: 




MNMOC = 1.89 × 10−3 QLFG CNMOC 




where, 
MNMOC = mass emission rate of NMOC, megagrams per year 
QLFG = flow rate of landfill gas, cubic meters per minute 
CNMOC = NMOC concentration, parts per million by volume as hexane 




(1) The flow rate of landfill gas, QLFG, shall be determined by measuring the total landfill gas flow rate at 
the common header pipe that leads to the control device using a gas flow measuring device calibrated 
according to the provisions of section 4 of Method 2E of appendix A of 40 CFR 60.  Link to 40 CFR 
60 Appendices 




(2) The average NMOC concentration, CNMOC, shall be determined by collecting and analyzing landfill 
gas sampled from the common header pipe before the gas moving or condensate removal equipment 
using the procedures in Method 25C or Method 18 of appendix A of 40 CFR 60.  If using Method 18 
of appendix A of 40 CFR 60, the minimum list of compounds to be tested shall be those published in 
the most recent Compilation of Air Pollutant Emission Factors (AP-42).  The sample location on the 
common header pipe shall be before any condensate removal or other gas refining units.  The landfill 
owner or operator shall divide the NMOC concentration from Method 25C of appendix A of this part 
by six to convert from CNMOC as carbon to CNMOC as hexane.  Link to 40 CFR 60 Appendices 




(3) The owner or operator may use another method to determine landfill gas flow rate and NMOC 
concentration if the method has been approved by the Administrator. 




[Rule 62-204.800(9)(c)3.b., F.A.C.; and, 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(v) & 60.754(b)] 




{Permitting Note:  You are no longer required to comply with the requirements of 40 CFR 63, Subpart AAAA 
- National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants:  Municipal Solid Waste Landfills, when you are

A.6. Standards for Inactive Asbestos Waste Disposal Site.  Because this closed landfill contains asbestos-
containing waste material, the owner or operator shall:  
a. Comply with one of the following:  
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(1) Either discharge no visible emissions to the outside air from an inactive waste disposal site subject to 
this paragraph; or 




(2) Cover the asbestos-containing waste material with at least 15 centimeters (6 inches) of compacted 
non-asbestos-containing material, and grow and maintain a cover of vegetation on the area adequate 
to prevent exposure of the asbestos-containing waste material. In desert areas where vegetation would 
be difficult to maintain, at least 8 additional centimeters (3 inches) of well-graded, non-asbestos 
crushed rock may be placed on top of the final cover instead of vegetation and maintained to prevent 
emissions; or 




(3) Cover the asbestos-containing waste material with at least 60 centimeters (2 feet) of compacted non-
asbestos-containing material, and maintain it to prevent exposure of the asbestos-containing waste; or 




(4) For inactive waste disposal sites for asbestos tailings, a resinous or petroleum-based dust suppression 
agent that effectively binds dust to control surface air emissions may be used instead of the methods 
in paragraphs (1), (2) or (3) of this condition.  Use the agent in the manner and frequency 
recommended for the particular asbestos tailings by the manufacturer of the dust suppression agent to 
achieve and maintain dust control.  Obtain prior written approval of the Administrator to use other 
equally effective dust suppression agents.  For purposes of this paragraph, any used, spent, or other 
waste oil is not considered a dust suppression agent. 




b. Unless a natural barrier adequately deters access by the general public, install and maintain warning signs 
and fencing as follows, or comply with paragraph a.(2) or a.(3) of this condition. 
(1) Display warning signs at all entrances and at intervals of 100 m (328 ft) or less along the property line 




of the site or along the perimeter of the sections of the site where asbestos-containing waste material 
was deposited.  The warning signs must: 
(a) Be posted in such a manner and location that a person can easily read the legend; and 
(b) (Conform to the requirements for 51 cm×36 cm (20″×14″) upright format signs specified in 29 




CFR 1910.145(d)(4) and this paragraph; and 
(c) Display the following legend in the lower panel with letter sizes and styles of a visibility at least 




equal to those specified in this paragraph.

Spacing between any two lines must be at least equal to the height of the upper of the two lines. 
(2) Fence the perimeter of the site in a manner adequate to deter access by the general public. 
(3) When requesting a determination on whether a natural barrier adequately deters public access, supply 




information enabling the Administrator to determine whether a fence or a natural barrier adequately 
deters access by the general public. 




c. The owner or operator may use an alternative control method that has received prior approval of the 
Administrator rather than comply with the requirements of paragraph a. or b. of this condition. 




d. Notify the Administrator in writing at least 45 days prior to excavating or otherwise disturbing any 
asbestos-containing waste material that has been deposited at a waste disposal site under this section, and 
follow the procedures specified in the notification.   (See Specific Condition A.14.)  If the excavation 
will begin on a date other than the one contained in the original notice, notice of the new start date must 
be provided to the Administrator at least 10 working days before excavation begins and in no event shall 
excavation begin earlier than the date specified in the original notification.  Include the following 
information in the notice: 
(1) Scheduled starting and completion dates. 
(2) Reason for disturbing the waste. 
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(3) (3) Procedures to be used to control emissions during the excavation, storage, transport, and ultimate 
disposal of the excavated asbestos-containing waste material. If deemed necessary, the Administrator 
may require changes in the emission control procedures to be used. 




(4) (4) Location of any temporary storage site and the final disposal site. 
e. Within 60 days of a site becoming inactive and after the effective date of this subpart, record, in 




accordance with State law, a notation on the deed to the facility property and on any other instrument that 
would normally be examined during a title search; this notation will in perpetuity notify any potential 
purchaser of the property that: 
(1) The land has been used for the disposal of asbestos-containing waste material; 
(2) The survey plot and record of the location and quantity of asbestos-containing waste disposed of 




within the disposal site required in §61.154(f) have been filed with the Administrator; and 
(3) The site is subject to 40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M. 




[40 CFR 61.151 & 154(g)] 




A.7. Operation and Maintenance Requirements.  At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction, the owner or operator must operate and maintain any affected source, including associated air 
pollution control equipment and monitoring equipment, in a manner consistent with safety and good air 
pollution control practices for minimizing emissions.  During a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction, 
this general duty to minimize emissions requires that the owner or operator reduce emissions from the 
affected source to the greatest extent which is consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices.  
The general duty to minimize emissions during a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction does not require 
the owner or operator to achieve emission levels that would be required by the applicable standard at other 
times if this is not consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices, nor does it require the owner 
or operator to make any further efforts to reduce emissions if levels required by the applicable standard have 
been achieved.  Determination of whether such operation and maintenance procedures are being used will be 
based on information available to the Administrator which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring 
results, review of operation and maintenance procedures (including the startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan required in Specific Condition A.8., review of operation and maintenance records, and inspection of the 
source. 
a. Malfunctions must be corrected as soon as practicable after their occurrence.  To the extent that an 




unexpected event arises during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, an owner or operator must comply by 
minimizing emissions during such a startup, shutdown, and malfunction event consistent with safety and 
good air pollution control practices. 




b. Operation and maintenance requirements established pursuant to section 112 of the Act are enforceable 
independent of emissions limitations or other requirements in relevant standards.  




[40 CFR 63.1955(c) and 40 CFR 63.6(e)(1)] 




A.8. Startup, Shutdown and Malfunction Plan.   
a. The owner or operator must develop and retain a written startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan that 




describes, in detail, procedures for operating and maintaining the source during periods of startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction; and a program of corrective action for malfunctioning process, air pollution 
control, and monitoring equipment used to comply with the relevant standard.  The startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan does not need to address any scenario that would not cause the source to exceed an 
applicable emission limitation in the relevant standard.  The purpose of the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan is to: 
(1) Ensure that, at all times, the owner or operator operates and maintains each affected source, including 




associated air pollution control and monitoring equipment, in a manner which satisfies the general 
duty to minimize emissions established by paragraph a.; 




(2) Ensure that owners or operators are prepared to correct malfunctions as soon as practicable after their 
occurrence in order to minimize excess emissions of hazardous air pollutants; and  
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(3) Reduce the reporting burden associated with periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction (including 
corrective action taken to restore malfunctioning process and air pollution control equipment to its 
normal or usual manner of operation).  




b. When actions taken by the owner or operator during a startup or shutdown (and the startup or shutdown 
causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission standards), or 
malfunction (including actions taken to correct a malfunction) are consistent with the procedures 
specified in the affected source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the owner or operator must 
keep records for that event which demonstrate that the procedures specified in the plan were followed.  
These records may take the form of a “checklist,” or other effective form of recordkeeping that confirms 
conformance with the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan and describes the actions taken for that 
event.  In addition, the owner or operator must keep records of these events as specified in 40 CFR 
63.10(b), including records of the occurrence and duration of each startup or shutdown (if the startup or 
shutdown causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission 
standards), or malfunction of operation and each malfunction of the air pollution control and monitoring 
equipment.  Furthermore, the owner or operator shall confirm that actions taken during the relevant 
reporting period during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction were consistent with the affected 
source's startup, shutdown and malfunction plan in the semiannual (or more frequent) startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction report required in 40 CFR 63.10(d)(5).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10  




c. If an action taken by the owner or operator during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction (including an 
action taken to correct a malfunction) is not consistent with the procedures specified in the affected 
source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and the source exceeds any applicable emission 
limitation in the relevant emission standard, then the owner or operator must record the actions taken for 
that event and must report such actions within 2 working days after commencing actions inconsistent with 
the plan, followed by a letter within 7 working days after the end of the event, in accordance with 40 CFR 
63.10(d)(5) (unless the owner or operator makes alternative reporting arrangements, in advance, with the 
Administrator).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10 




d. The owner or operator must maintain at the affected source a current startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the Administrator.  In 
addition, if the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is subsequently revised as provided in paragraph 
f., the owner or operator must maintain at the affected source each previous (i.e., superseded) version of 
the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and must make each such previous version available for 
inspection and copying by the Administrator for a period of 5 years after revision of the plan.  If at any 
time after adoption of a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan the affected source ceases operation or is 
otherwise no longer subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 63, Subpart A, the owner or operator must retain 
a copy of the most recent plan for 5 years from the date the source ceases operation or is no longer subject 
to this part and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the 
Administrator.  The Administrator may at any time request in writing that the owner or operator submit a 
copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan (or a portion thereof) which is maintained at the 
affected source or in the possession of the owner or operator.  Upon receipt of such a request, the owner 
or operator must promptly submit a copy of the requested plan (or a portion thereof) to the Administrator.  
The owner or operator may elect to submit the required copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan to the Administrator in an electronic format.  If the owner or operator claims that any portion of such 
a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is confidential business information entitled to protection from 
disclosure under section 114(c) of the Act or 40 CFR 2.301, the material which is claimed as confidential 
must be clearly designated in the submission.  




e. To satisfy the requirements of this condition to develop a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the 
owner or operator may use the affected source's standard operating procedures (SOP) manual, or an 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or other plan, provided the alternative plans 
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meet all the requirements of this section and are made available for inspection or submitted when 
requested by the Administrator.  




f. Based on the results of a determination made under Specific Condition A.7., the Administrator may 
require that an owner or operator of an affected source make changes to the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for that source.  The Administrator must require appropriate revisions to a startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction plan, if the Administrator finds that the plan:  
(1) Does not address a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event that has occurred;  
(2) Fails to provide for the operation of the source (including associated air pollution control and 




monitoring equipment) during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event in a manner consistent with 
the general duty to minimize emissions established by Specific Condition A.7.;  




(3) Does not provide adequate procedures for correcting malfunctioning process and/or air pollution 
control and monitoring equipment as quickly as practicable; or  




(4) Includes an event that does not meet the definition of startup, shutdown, or malfunction listed in 40 
CFR 63.2 - Definitions.  




g. The owner or operator may periodically revise the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan for the 
affected source as necessary to satisfy the requirements of this permit or to reflect changes in equipment 
or procedures at the affected source.  Unless the permitting authority provides otherwise, the owner or 
operator may make such revisions to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan without prior approval 
by the Administrator or the permitting authority.  However, each such revision to a startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan must be reported in the semiannual report required by Specific Condition A.15.  If the 
startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan fails to address or inadequately addresses an event that meets the 
characteristics of a malfunction but was not included in the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan at the 
time the owner or operator developed the plan, the owner or operator must revise the startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction plan within 45 days after the event to include detailed procedures for operating and 
maintaining the source during similar malfunction events and a program of corrective action for similar 
malfunctions of process or air pollution control and monitoring equipment.  In the event that the owner or 
operator makes any revision to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan which alters the scope of the 
activities at the source which are deemed to be a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, or otherwise modifies 
the applicability of any emission limit, work practice requirement, or other requirement in a standard 
established under this part, the revised plan shall not take effect until after the owner or operator has 
provided a written notice describing the revision to the permitting authority. 




h. Any revisions made to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan in accordance with the procedures 
established above shall not be deemed to constitute revisions to this Title V air operation permit and the 
elements of the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan shall not be considered an applicable requirement 
as defined in 40 CFR 70.2.  Moreover, none of the procedures specified by the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for an affected source shall be deemed to fall within the permit shield provision in 
section 504(f) of the Act.

Emissions Unit 002 is a 2,000 scfm non-assisted open flare manufactured by LFG Specialties (model No. 
CF103018.) with a heat input rate of 60 MMBtu/hour.  This control device was installed on February 03, 2004 in 
accordance with construction permit No. 0850120-004-AC. 




The flare stack height is 33 feet with an exit diameter of 10 inches.  The outlet gas temperature is 1400°F, the 
actual volumetric flow rate is 117,712 cubic feet per minute (acfm), the dry standard flow rate is 31,905 cubic feet 
per minute (dscfm), and it operates at a landfill gas (LFG) flow rate up to 2,000 scfm. 




{Permitting Note:  This emissions unit is regulated pursuant to Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C., into which the 
emissions guidelines contained in NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Cc - Emission Guidelines and Compliance 
Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills, were adopted and incorporated by reference.  This landfill is not an 
affected facility subject to NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart WWW - Standards of Performance for Municipal Solid 
Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8)(b)74, F.A.C.) due to the age of the 
landfill; however, the emissions guidelines for existing facilities require the affected facilities to comply with 
several of the requirements contained in Subpart WWW, by reference.

B.6. General Control Device and Work Practice Requirements.  Owners or operators of flares used to comply 
with the provisions of 40 CFR 60 shall monitor these control devices to ensure that they are operated and 
maintained in conformance with their designs.  [Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.18(d) & 
60.752(b)(2)(iii)(A); and, Permit No. 0850120-004-AC, Specific Conditions 1.3] 




B.7. Flare Operation.  Flares used to comply with provisions of this subpart shall be operated at all times when 
the collected gas is routed to the system.  [Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.18(e), 
60.752(b)(2)(iv)(A) & 60.753(f); and, Permit No. 0850120-004-AC, Specific Conditions 1.4 & 2.2] 




B.8. Removal of Collection and Control System.  The collection and control system may be capped or 
removed provided that all the requirements of Specific Condition A.5. are met.  [Rule 62-204.800(9)(c)3.b., 
F.A.C.; and, 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(v) & 60.754(b)] 




B.9. Operation and Maintenance Requirements.  At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction, the owner or operator must operate and maintain any affected source, including associated air 
pollution control equipment and monitoring equipment, in a manner consistent with safety and good air 
pollution control practices for minimizing emissions.  During a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction, 
this general duty to minimize emissions requires that the owner or operator reduce emissions from the 
affected source to the greatest extent which is consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices.  
The general duty to minimize emissions during a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction does not require 
the owner or operator to achieve emission levels that would be required by the applicable standard at other 
times if this is not consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices, nor does it require the owner 
or operator to make any further efforts to reduce emissions if levels required by the applicable standard have 
been achieved.  Determination of whether such operation and maintenance procedures are being used will be 
based on information available to the Administrator which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring 
results, review of operation and maintenance procedures (including the startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan required in Specific Condition B.10., review of operation and maintenance records, and inspection of the 
source. 
a. Malfunctions must be corrected as soon as practicable after their occurrence.  To the extent that an 




unexpected event arises during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, an owner or operator must comply by 
minimizing emissions during such a startup, shutdown, and malfunction event consistent with safety and 
good air pollution control practices. 




b. Operation and maintenance requirements established pursuant to section 112 of the Act are enforceable 
independent of emissions limitations or other requirements in relevant standards.  




[40 CFR 63.1955(c) and 40 CFR 63.6(e)(1)] 




B.10. Startup, Shutdown and Malfunction Plan.   
a. The owner or operator must develop and retain a written startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan that 




describes, in detail, procedures for operating and maintaining the source during periods of startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction; and a program of corrective action for malfunctioning process, air pollution 
control, and monitoring equipment used to comply with the relevant standard.  The startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan does not need to address any scenario that would not cause the source to exceed an 
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applicable emission limitation in the relevant standard.  The purpose of the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan is to: 
(1) Ensure that, at all times, the owner or operator operates and maintains each affected source, including 




associated air pollution control and monitoring equipment, in a manner which satisfies the general 
duty to minimize emissions established by paragraph a.; 




(2) Ensure that owners or operators are prepared to correct malfunctions as soon as practicable after their 
occurrence in order to minimize excess emissions of hazardous air pollutants; and  




(3) Reduce the reporting burden associated with periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction (including 
corrective action taken to restore malfunctioning process and air pollution control equipment to its 
normal or usual manner of operation).  




b. When actions taken by the owner or operator during a startup or shutdown (and the startup or shutdown 
causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission standards), or 
malfunction (including actions taken to correct a malfunction) are consistent with the procedures 
specified in the affected source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the owner or operator must 
keep records for that event which demonstrate that the procedures specified in the plan were followed.  
These records may take the form of a “checklist,” or other effective form of recordkeeping that confirms 
conformance with the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan and describes the actions taken for that 
event.  In addition, the owner or operator must keep records of these events as specified in 40 CFR 
63.10(b), including records of the occurrence and duration of each startup or shutdown (if the startup or 
shutdown causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission 
standards), or malfunction of operation and each malfunction of the air pollution control and monitoring 
equipment.  Furthermore, the owner or operator shall confirm that actions taken during the relevant 
reporting period during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction were consistent with the affected 
source's startup, shutdown and malfunction plan in the semiannual (or more frequent) startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction report required in 40 CFR 63.10(d)(5).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10  




c. If an action taken by the owner or operator during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction (including an 
action taken to correct a malfunction) is not consistent with the procedures specified in the affected 
source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and the source exceeds any applicable emission 
limitation in the relevant emission standard, then the owner or operator must record the actions taken for 
that event and must report such actions within 2 working days after commencing actions inconsistent with 
the plan, followed by a letter within 7 working days after the end of the event, in accordance with 40 CFR 
63.10(d)(5) (unless the owner or operator makes alternative reporting arrangements, in advance, with the 
Administrator).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10 




d. The owner or operator must maintain at the affected source a current startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the Administrator.  In 
addition, if the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is subsequently revised as provided in paragraph 
f., the owner or operator must maintain at the affected source each previous (i.e., superseded) version of 
the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and must make each such previous version available for 
inspection and copying by the Administrator for a period of 5 years after revision of the plan.  If at any 
time after adoption of a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan the affected source ceases operation or is 
otherwise no longer subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 63, Subpart A, the owner or operator must retain 
a copy of the most recent plan for 5 years from the date the source ceases operation or is no longer subject 
to this part and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the 
Administrator.  The Administrator may at any time request in writing that the owner or operator submit a 
copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan (or a portion thereof) which is maintained at the 
affected source or in the possession of the owner or operator.  Upon receipt of such a request, the owner 
or operator must promptly submit a copy of the requested plan (or a portion thereof) to the Administrator.  
The owner or operator may elect to submit the required copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan to the Administrator in an electronic format.  If the owner or operator claims that any portion of such 
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a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is confidential business information entitled to protection from 
disclosure under section 114(c) of the Act or 40 CFR 2.301, the material which is claimed as confidential 
must be clearly designated in the submission.  




e. To satisfy the requirements of this condition to develop a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the 
owner or operator may use the affected source's standard operating procedures (SOP) manual, or an 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or other plan, provided the alternative plans 
meet all the requirements of this section and are made available for inspection or submitted when 
requested by the Administrator.  




f. Based on the results of a determination made under Specific Condition B.9., the Administrator may 
require that an owner or operator of an affected source make changes to the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for that source.  The Administrator must require appropriate revisions to a startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction plan, if the Administrator finds that the plan:  
(1) Does not address a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event that has occurred;  
(2) Fails to provide for the operation of the source (including associated air pollution control and 




monitoring equipment) during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event in a manner consistent with 
the general duty to minimize emissions established by Specific Condition B.9.;  




(3) Does not provide adequate procedures for correcting malfunctioning process and/or air pollution 
control and monitoring equipment as quickly as practicable; or  




(4) Includes an event that does not meet the definition of startup, shutdown, or malfunction listed in 40 
CFR 63.2 - Definitions.  




g. The owner or operator may periodically revise the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan for the 
affected source as necessary to satisfy the requirements of this permit or to reflect changes in equipment 
or procedures at the affected source.  Unless the permitting authority provides otherwise, the owner or 
operator may make such revisions to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan without prior approval 
by the Administrator or the permitting authority.  However, each such revision to a startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan must be reported in the semiannual report required by Specific Condition B.23.  If the 
startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan fails to address or inadequately addresses an event that meets the 
characteristics of a malfunction but was not included in the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan at the 
time the owner or operator developed the plan, the owner or operator must revise the startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction plan within 45 days after the event to include detailed procedures for operating and 
maintaining the source during similar malfunction events and a program of corrective action for similar 
malfunctions of process or air pollution control and monitoring equipment.  In the event that the owner or 
operator makes any revision to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan which alters the scope of the 
activities at the source which are deemed to be a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, or otherwise modifies 
the applicability of any emission limit, work practice requirement, or other requirement in a standard 
established under this part, the revised plan shall not take effect until after the owner or operator has 
provided a written notice describing the revision to the permitting authority. 




h. Any revisions made to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan in accordance with the procedures 
established above shall not be deemed to constitute revisions to this Title V air operation permit and the 
elements of the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan shall not be considered an applicable requirement 
as defined in 40 CFR 70.2.  Moreover, none of the procedures specified by the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for an affected source shall be deemed to fall within the permit shield provision in 
section 504(f) of the Act.

B.12. Startup, Shutdown, or Malfunction.  The provisions of this permit apply at all times, except during 
periods of start-up, shutdown, or malfunction, provided that the duration of start-up, shutdown, or 
malfunction shall not exceed 5 days for collection systems and shall not exceed 1 hour for treatment or 
control devices.  In addition, this emissions unit shall comply with the start-up, shutdown, or malfunction 
requirements contained in 40 CFR 63, Subpart A (see Specific Conditions B.9., B.10. & B.27.).  [Rule 62-
204.800(9)(c)3.b., F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iv) & 60.755(e); and, 40 CFR 63.1955(c)] 




Monitoring of Operations 




B.13. Flare Monitoring Requirements.  The owner or operator shall install, calibrate, maintain, and operate 
according to the manufacturer's specifications the following equipment:   
a. A heat sensing device, such as an ultraviolet beam sensor or thermocouple, at the pilot light or the flame 




itself to indicate the continuous presence of a flame. 
b. A device that records flow to or bypass of the flare.  The owner or operator shall either: 




(1) Install, calibrate, and maintain a gas flow rate measuring device that shall record the flow to the 
control device at least every 15 minutes; or 




(2) Secure the bypass line valve in the closed position with a car-seal or a lock-and-key type 
configuration.  A visual inspection of the seal or closure mechanism shall be performed at least once 
every month to ensure that the valve is maintained in the closed position and that the gas flow is not 
diverted through the bypass line.

[Rule 62-297.310(7), 
F.A.C. and Permit No. 0850120-004-AC, Specific Condition 1.5] 
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B.17. Annual Determination of Flare Exit Velocity.  The owner or operator shall annually determine and report 
the actual exit velocity of each flare using the methods specified in Specific Condition B.18.d.  The actual exit 
velocity shall be reported to the Department as an attachment to the facility’s annual report.  [Permit No. 
0850120-004-AC, Specific Condition 3.1]  




B.18. Testing and Operational Requirements. 
a. Reference Method 22 shall be used to determine the compliance of flares with the visible emission 




provisions of this subpart.  The observation period is 2 hours and shall be used according to Method 22.

B.20. Compliance Requirements for 40 CFR 63 Subpart AAAA "National Emission Standards for Hazardous 
Air Pollutants: Municipal Waste Landfills".  Compliance is determined in the same way it is determined for 
40 CFR Part 60, Subpart WWW, including performance testing, monitoring of the collection system, 
continuous parameter monitoring, and other credible evidence.  In addition, continuous parameter monitoring 
data, collected under Specific Condition B.13., are used to demonstrate compliance with the operating 
conditions for control systems.

The Martin County Palm City II Sanitary Landfill was designed as a Class I municipal solid waste (MSW) 
disposal facility (landfill) having a capacity equal to or greater than 2.5 million megagrams by mass or 2.5 million 
cubic meters by volume.  The landfill commenced construction in 1985 and has not been modified or 
reconstructed.  The facility started receiving waste the same year, and ceased receiving waste in February 2005; 
the landfill achieved final closure in July 2006.  Landfill gas emissions are controlled by a non-assisted open flare.  
The collection and control system began operation on June 15, 1999.  The original 600 scfm flare that started 
operation in June 1999 was removed and was replaced with a 2,000 scfm non-assisted open flare on February 3, 
2004.  The 2007 annual operating report revealed that peak landfill gas production occurred during the year of 
2005.  This landfill was an active asbestos waste disposal site.  The landfill is subject to:  40 CFR 60, Subpart Cc - 
Emission Guidelines and Compliance Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills; 40 CFR 61, Subpart M –

No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the 
atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity equal to or greater than 20% opacity.  This 
regulation does not impose a specific testing requirement.  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(b), F.A.C.] 




FW5.   Unconfined Particulate Matter.  No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow the emissions of 
unconfined particulate matter from any activity, including vehicular movement; transportation of materials; 
construction; alteration; demolition or wrecking; or industrially related activities such as loading, unloading, 
storing or handling; without taking reasonable precautions to prevent such emissions.  Reasonable precautions 
to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility include: 
a. Closed landfill is fully vegetated with sod, with the exception of maintenance roads. 
b. Roadways and parking areas leading into the site have been paved. 
c. Vegetative debris handling areas are paved.  The Palm City II site currently only acts as a transfer station 




for vegetative debris and no longer processes the material onsite.  However, should mulching become 
necessary again, previous precautions will resume including water being sprayed on the vegetative debris 
to be mulched, and a water mist curtain being used whenever mulching is in process.  Mulching will be 
suspended whenever the wind speed at the site exceeds 15 mph sustained wind speed for one‐half hour, as 
measured by the onsite wind speed measuring device.  The mesh screen installed along the west side of 
the site for fugitive dust control during mulching remains in place. 




d. The C&D transfer area is paved and water is sprayed when dry windy conditions exist.  All C&D debris 
processing including grinding is done indoors. 




e. Landscaping and vegetation planting has been strategically employed to reduce particulate emissions on 
the site. 




f. Application of water or chemicals to control emission from such activities as demolition of buildings, 
grading roads, construction, and land clearing.

g. Application of asphalt, water, chemicals or other dust suppressants to unpaved roads, yards, open stock 
piles and similar activities. 




h. Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under the control of the owner or 
operator of the facility to prevent re-entrainment, and from buildings or work areas to prevent particulate 
from becoming airborne. 




i. Confining abrasive blasting where possible. 
 [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.; Permit No. 0850120-004-AC, Specific Condition 2.4; and, proposed by 




applicant in Title V air operation permit renewal application received January 1, 2014.]

Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility [Including Title V Source Emissions Fee 
Calculation] (DEP Form No. 62-210.900(5)) shall be submitted by April 1 of each year, for the previous 
calendar year, to the Department of Environmental Protection’s Division of Air Resource Management.  Each 
Title V source shall submit the annual operating report using the DEP’s Electronic Annual Operating Report 
(EAOR) software, unless the Title V source claims a technical or financial hardship by submitting DEP Form 
No. 62-210.900(5) to the DEP Division of Air Resource Management instead of using the reporting software.

Subsection A.  Emissions Unit 001 




The specific conditions in this section apply to the following emissions unit: 




EU No. Brief Description 
001 Municipal Solid Waste Landfill 




Emissions Unit 001 is a closed municipal solid waste landfill, which began receiving waste in 1985, and ceased 
receiving waste in February of 2005.  The landfill achieved closure status in July of 2006, but continues to 
maintain and operate an active landfill gas collection system, gas mover equipment, and flare (see Emissions Unit 
002) for the control of the landfill gas still being generated by the closed landfill.   




{Permitting Note:  This emissions unit is regulated pursuant to Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C., into which the 
emissions guidelines contained in NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Cc - Emission Guidelines and Compliance 
Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills, were adopted and incorporated by reference.  This landfill is not an 
affected facility subject to NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart WWW - Standards of Performance for Municipal Solid 
Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8)(b)74, F.A.C.) due to the age of the 
landfill; however, the emissions guidelines for existing facilities require the affected facilities to comply with 
several of the requirements contained in Subpart WWW, by reference.  This emissions unit is also regulated under 
NESHAP 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart AAAA - National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants:  
Municipal Solid Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(11)(b)59., F.A.C.) 
and 40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M - National Emission Standard for Asbestos (adopted and incorporated by 
reference in Rule 62-204.800(10)(b)8., F.A.C.), but only to the extent that Subpart M regulates closed landfills 
that once received asbestos containing waste.  Compliance with 40 CFR 63, Subpart AAAA is met by complying 
with the 40 CFR 60, Subpart Cc requirements contained in Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C.} 




Essential Potential to Emit (PTE) Parameters 




A.1. Hours of Operation.  The gas collection system feeding gas to the flare may operate continuously (8,760 
hours/year).  [Rule 62-210.200(PTE), F.A.C.] 




Control Technology 




A.2. Gas Collection System.  The owner shall maintain and operate a collection and control system that 
captures the gas generated within the landfill and route all the collected gas to a control system that complies 
with the requirements in Specific Condition B.5. through B.7.  The collection system shall be maintained to 
meet the following original design requirements: 
a. Be designed to handle the maximum expected gas flow rate from the entire area of the landfill that 




warrants control over the intended use period of the gas control or treatment system equipment; 
b. Collect gas from each area, cell, or group of cells in the landfill in which the initial solid waste has been 




placed for a period of: 
(1) 5 years or more if active; or 
(2) 2 years or more if closed or at final grade. 




c. Collect gas at a sufficient extraction rate;  
d. Be designed to minimize off-site migration of subsurface gas.  
[Rule 62-204.800(9)(c)3., F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(ii)(A) & 752(b)(2)(iii)(A); and, 40 CFR 63.1955(b) 




{Permitting Note:  A collection and control system was installed in accordance with 40 CFR 
60.752(b)(2)(ii)(A), with the collected gas being routed to an open flare that was designed and is operated in 
accordance with 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iii (A).  The Department received the Certification of Completion on 
June 25, 1999}

Operational Requirements 




A.3. Operation of Gas Collection System.  The Gas collection system shall be maintained and operated as 
follows: 
a. Operate the collection system such that gas is collected from each area, cell, or group of cells in the MSW 




landfill in which solid waste has been in place until the requirements of Specific Condition A.5. have 
been met.  




b. Operate the collection system with negative pressure at each wellhead except under the following 
conditions: 
(1) A fire or increased well temperature.  The owner or operator shall record instances when positive 




pressure occurs in efforts to avoid a fire.  These records shall be submitted with the semi-annual 
reports as provided in Specific Condition A.15.;  




(2) Use of a geomembrane or synthetic cover.  The owner or operator shall develop acceptable pressure 
limits in the design plan;  




(3) A decommissioned well.  A well may experience a static positive pressure after shut down to 
accommodate for declining flows. All design changes shall be approved by the Administrator;  




c. Operate each interior wellhead in the collection system with a landfill gas temperature less than 55 °C and 
with either a nitrogen level less than 20 percent or an oxygen level less than 5 percent.  The owner or 
operator may establish a higher operating temperature, nitrogen, or oxygen value at a particular well.  A 
higher operating value demonstration shall show supporting data that the elevated parameter does not 
cause fires or significantly inhibit anaerobic decomposition by killing methanogens.  
(1) The nitrogen level shall be determined using Method 3C.  
(2) The oxygen shall be determined by an oxygen meter using Method 3A or 3C except that:  




(a) The span shall be set so that the regulatory limit is between 20 and 50 percent of the span;  
(b) A data recorder is not required;  
(c) Only two calibration gases are required, a zero and span, and ambient air may be used as the 




span;  
(d) A calibration error check is not required;  
(e) The allowable sample bias, zero drift, and calibration drift are ±10 percent.  




d. Operate the collection system so that the methane concentration is less than 500 parts per million above 
background at the surface of the landfill.  To determine if this level is exceeded, the owner or operator 
shall conduct surface testing around the perimeter of the collection area and along a pattern that traverses 
the landfill at 30 meter intervals and where visual observations indicate elevated concentrations of landfill 
gas, such as distressed vegetation and cracks or seeps in the cover.  The owner or operator may establish 
an alternative traversing pattern that ensures equivalent coverage.  A surface monitoring design plan shall 
be developed that includes a topographical map with the monitoring route and the rationale for any site-
specific deviations from the 30 meter intervals.  Areas with steep slopes or other dangerous areas may be 
excluded from the surface testing.  




e. Operate the system such that all collected gases are vented to a control system designed and operated in 
compliance with Specific Condition A.2.  In the event the collection or control system is inoperable, the 
gas mover system shall be shut down and all valves in the collection and control system contributing to 
venting of the gas to the atmosphere shall be closed within 1 hour; and  




f. Operate the control or treatment system at all times when the collected gas is routed to the system.  (See 
Specific Condition B.7.) 




g. If monitoring demonstrates that the operational requirements in paragraphs b., c. or d. of this condition are 
not met, corrective action shall be taken as specified in Specific Conditions A.4.a.(3) & (4) or A.4.c.  If 
corrective actions are taken as specified in Specific Condition A.4., the monitored exceedance is not a 
violation of the operational requirements in this permit.

A.4. Compliance Provisions.   
a. The specified methods in paragraphs a.(1) through a.(4) shall be used to determine whether the gas 




collection system is in compliance with Specific Condition A.2. 
(1) For the purposes of calculating the maximum expected gas generation flow rate from the landfill to 




determine compliance with Specific Condition A.2.a., one of the following equations shall be used.  
The k and Lo kinetic factors should be those published in the most recent Compilation of Air Pollutant 
Emission Factors (AP-42) or other site specific values demonstrated to be appropriate and approved 
by the Administrator.  If k has been determined as specified in 40 CFR. 60.754(a), the value of k 
determined from the test shall be used.  A value of no more than 15 years shall be used for the 
intended use period of the gas mover equipment.  The active life of the landfill is the age of the 
landfill plus the estimated number of years until closure.  Link to 40 CFR 60.754(a) 
(a) For sites with unknown year-to-year solid waste acceptance rate:

(c) If a collection and control system has been installed, actual flow data may be used to project the 
maximum expected gas generation flow rate instead of, or in conjunction with, the equations in 
paragraphs a.(1)(a) and a.(1)(b).  If the landfill is still accepting waste, the actual measured flow 
data will not equal the maximum expected gas generation rate, so calculations using the equations 
in paragraphs a.(1)(a) or a.(1)(b) or other methods shall be used to predict the maximum expected 
gas generation rate over the intended period of use of the gas control system equipment.  




(2) For the purposes of determining sufficient density of gas collectors for compliance with Specific 
Condition A.2.b., the owner or operator shall operate and maintain a system of vertical wells, 
horizontal collectors, or other collection devices, satisfactory to the Administrator, capable of 
controlling and extracting gas from all portions of the landfill sufficient to meet all operational and 
performance standards.  




(3) For the purpose of demonstrating whether the gas collection system flow rate is sufficient to 
determine compliance with Specific Condition A.2.c., the owner or operator shall measure gauge 
pressure in the gas collection header at each individual well, monthly.  If a positive pressure exists, 
action shall be initiated to correct the exceedance within 5 calendar days, except for the three 
conditions allowed in Specific Condition A.3.b.  If negative pressure cannot be achieved without 
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excess air infiltration within 15 calendar days of the first measurement, the gas collection system shall 
be expanded to correct the exceedance within 120 days of the initial measurement of positive 
pressure.  Any attempted corrective measure shall not cause exceedences of other operational or 
performance standards.  An alternative timeline for correcting the exceedance may be submitted to 
the Administrator for approval. 




(4) For the purpose of identifying whether excess air infiltration into the landfill is occurring, the owner 
or operator shall monitor each well monthly for temperature and nitrogen or oxygen as provided in 
Specific Condition A.3.c.  If a well exceeds one of these operating parameters, action shall be 
initiated to correct the exceedance within 5 calendar days.  If correction of the exceedance cannot be 
achieved within 15 calendar days of the first measurement, the gas collection system shall be 
expanded to correct the exceedance within 120 days of the initial exceedance.  Any attempted 
corrective measure shall not cause exceedences of other operational or performance standards.  An 
alternative timeline for correcting the exceedance may be submitted to the Administrator for 
approval. 




b. For purposes of compliance with Specific Condition A.3.a., the owner or operator shall maintain each 
well or design component as specified in the original approved design.   




c. The following procedures shall be used for compliance with the surface methane operational standard as 
required in Specific Condition A.3.d.  
(1) After installation of the collection system, the owner or operator shall monitor surface concentrations 




of methane along the entire perimeter of the collection area and along a pattern that traverses the 
landfill at 30 meter intervals (or a site-specific established spacing) for each collection area on a 
quarterly basis using an organic vapor analyzer, flame ionization detector, or other portable monitor 
meeting the specifications provided in Specific Condition A.11.  




(2) The background concentration shall be determined by moving the probe inlet upwind and downwind 
outside the boundary of the landfill at a distance of at least 30 meters from the perimeter wells.  




(3) Surface emission monitoring shall be performed in accordance with section 4.3.1 of Method 21 of 
appendix A of 40 CFR 60, except that the probe inlet shall be placed within 5 to 10 centimeters of the 
ground.  Monitoring shall be performed during typical meteorological conditions.  




(4) Any reading of 500 parts per million or more above background at any location shall be recorded as a 
monitored exceedance and the actions specified in paragraphs (a) through (e) shall be taken.  As long 
as the specified actions are taken, the exceedance is not a violation of the operational requirements of 
Specific Condition A.3.d.  
(a) The location of each monitored exceedance shall be marked and the location recorded.  
(b) Cover maintenance or adjustments to the vacuum of the adjacent wells to increase the gas 




collection in the vicinity of each exceedance shall be made and the location shall be re-monitored 
within 10 calendar days of detecting the exceedance.  




(c) If the re-monitoring of the location shows a second exceedance, additional corrective action shall 
be taken and the location shall be monitored again within 10 days of the second exceedance.  If 
the re-monitoring shows a third exceedance for the same location, the action specified in 
paragraph (e) of this condition shall be taken, and no further monitoring of that location is 
required until the action specified in paragraph (e) has been taken.  




(d) Any location that initially showed an exceedance but has a methane concentration less than 500 
ppm methane above background at the 10-day re-monitoring specified in paragraph (b) or (c) of 
this condition shall be re-monitored 1 month from the initial exceedance.  If the 1-month re-
monitoring shows a concentration less than 500 parts per million above background, no further 
monitoring of that location is required until the next quarterly monitoring period.  If the 1-month 
re-monitoring shows an exceedance, the actions specified in paragraph (c) or (e) shall be taken.  




(e) For any location where monitored methane concentration equals or exceeds 500 parts per million 
above background three times within a quarterly period, a new well or other collection device 
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shall be installed within 120 calendar days of the initial exceedance.  An alternative remedy to the 
exceedance, such as upgrading the blower, header pipes or control device, and a corresponding 
timeline for installation may be submitted to the Administrator for approval.  




(5) The owner or operator shall implement a program to monitor for cover integrity and implement cover 
repairs as necessary on a monthly basis.  




[Rules 62-204.800(9)(c)3.b. & 4.b., F.A.C.; and, 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iv) & 60.755] 




A.5. Removal of Collection and Control System.  The collection and control system may be capped or 
removed provided that all the requirements of this condition are met: 
a. The landfill shall be a closed landfill as defined in 40 CFR 60.751;   




{Permitting Note:  From 40 CFR 60.751 - Closed landfill means a landfill in which solid waste is no 
longer being placed, and in which no additional solid wastes will be placed without first filing a 
notification of modification as prescribed under §60.7(a)(4).  Once a notification of modification has 
been filed, and additional solid waste is placed in the landfill, the landfill is no longer closed.  The 
Department received the  closure report required by 40 CFR 60.757(d) on August 24, 2006.} 




b. The collection and control system shall have been in operation a minimum of 15 years; and 
c. The calculated non-methane organic compounds (NMOC) gas produced by the landfill shall be less than 




50 megagrams per year on three successive test dates.  The test dates shall be no less than 90 days apart, 
and no more than 180 days apart.  The owner or operator shall calculate the NMOC emission rate for 
purposes of determining when the system can be removed using the following equation: 




MNMOC = 1.89 × 10−3 QLFG CNMOC 




where, 
MNMOC = mass emission rate of NMOC, megagrams per year 
QLFG = flow rate of landfill gas, cubic meters per minute 
CNMOC = NMOC concentration, parts per million by volume as hexane 




(1) The flow rate of landfill gas, QLFG, shall be determined by measuring the total landfill gas flow rate at 
the common header pipe that leads to the control device using a gas flow measuring device calibrated 
according to the provisions of section 4 of Method 2E of appendix A of 40 CFR 60.  Link to 40 CFR 
60 Appendices 




(2) The average NMOC concentration, CNMOC, shall be determined by collecting and analyzing landfill 
gas sampled from the common header pipe before the gas moving or condensate removal equipment 
using the procedures in Method 25C or Method 18 of appendix A of 40 CFR 60.  If using Method 18 
of appendix A of 40 CFR 60, the minimum list of compounds to be tested shall be those published in 
the most recent Compilation of Air Pollutant Emission Factors (AP-42).  The sample location on the 
common header pipe shall be before any condensate removal or other gas refining units.  The landfill 
owner or operator shall divide the NMOC concentration from Method 25C of appendix A of this part 
by six to convert from CNMOC as carbon to CNMOC as hexane.  Link to 40 CFR 60 Appendices 




(3) The owner or operator may use another method to determine landfill gas flow rate and NMOC 
concentration if the method has been approved by the Administrator. 




[Rule 62-204.800(9)(c)3.b., F.A.C.; and, 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(v) & 60.754(b)] 




{Permitting Note:  You are no longer required to comply with the requirements of 40 CFR 63, Subpart AAAA 
- National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants:  Municipal Solid Waste Landfills, when you are 
no longer required to apply controls as specified in Specific Condition A.3.} 




A.6. Standards for Inactive Asbestos Waste Disposal Site.  Because this closed landfill contains asbestos-
containing waste material, the owner or operator shall:  
a. Comply with one of the following:  
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(1) Either discharge no visible emissions to the outside air from an inactive waste disposal site subject to 
this paragraph; or 




(2) Cover the asbestos-containing waste material with at least 15 centimeters (6 inches) of compacted 
non-asbestos-containing material, and grow and maintain a cover of vegetation on the area adequate 
to prevent exposure of the asbestos-containing waste material. In desert areas where vegetation would 
be difficult to maintain, at least 8 additional centimeters (3 inches) of well-graded, non-asbestos 
crushed rock may be placed on top of the final cover instead of vegetation and maintained to prevent 
emissions; or 




(3) Cover the asbestos-containing waste material with at least 60 centimeters (2 feet) of compacted non-
asbestos-containing material, and maintain it to prevent exposure of the asbestos-containing waste; or 




(4) For inactive waste disposal sites for asbestos tailings, a resinous or petroleum-based dust suppression 
agent that effectively binds dust to control surface air emissions may be used instead of the methods 
in paragraphs (1), (2) or (3) of this condition.  Use the agent in the manner and frequency 
recommended for the particular asbestos tailings by the manufacturer of the dust suppression agent to 
achieve and maintain dust control.  Obtain prior written approval of the Administrator to use other 
equally effective dust suppression agents.  For purposes of this paragraph, any used, spent, or other 
waste oil is not considered a dust suppression agent. 




b. Unless a natural barrier adequately deters access by the general public, install and maintain warning signs 
and fencing as follows, or comply with paragraph a.(2) or a.(3) of this condition. 
(1) Display warning signs at all entrances and at intervals of 100 m (328 ft) or less along the property line 




of the site or along the perimeter of the sections of the site where asbestos-containing waste material 
was deposited.  The warning signs must: 
(a) Be posted in such a manner and location that a person can easily read the legend; and 
(b) (Conform to the requirements for 51 cm×36 cm (20″×14″) upright format signs specified in 29 




CFR 1910.145(d)(4) and this paragraph; and 
(c) Display the following legend in the lower panel with letter sizes and styles of a visibility at least 




equal to those specified in this paragraph.

Spacing between any two lines must be at least equal to the height of the upper of the two lines. 
(2) Fence the perimeter of the site in a manner adequate to deter access by the general public. 
(3) When requesting a determination on whether a natural barrier adequately deters public access, supply 




information enabling the Administrator to determine whether a fence or a natural barrier adequately 
deters access by the general public. 




c. The owner or operator may use an alternative control method that has received prior approval of the 
Administrator rather than comply with the requirements of paragraph a. or b. of this condition. 




d. Notify the Administrator in writing at least 45 days prior to excavating or otherwise disturbing any 
asbestos-containing waste material that has been deposited at a waste disposal site under this section, and 
follow the procedures specified in the notification.   (See Specific Condition A.14.)  If the excavation 
will begin on a date other than the one contained in the original notice, notice of the new start date must 
be provided to the Administrator at least 10 working days before excavation begins and in no event shall 
excavation begin earlier than the date specified in the original notification.  Include the following 
information in the notice: 
(1) Scheduled starting and completion dates. 
(2) Reason for disturbing the waste. 
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(3) (3) Procedures to be used to control emissions during the excavation, storage, transport, and ultimate 
disposal of the excavated asbestos-containing waste material. If deemed necessary, the Administrator 
may require changes in the emission control procedures to be used. 




(4) (4) Location of any temporary storage site and the final disposal site. 
e. Within 60 days of a site becoming inactive and after the effective date of this subpart, record, in 




accordance with State law, a notation on the deed to the facility property and on any other instrument that 
would normally be examined during a title search; this notation will in perpetuity notify any potential 
purchaser of the property that: 
(1) The land has been used for the disposal of asbestos-containing waste material; 
(2) The survey plot and record of the location and quantity of asbestos-containing waste disposed of 




within the disposal site required in §61.154(f) have been filed with the Administrator; and 
(3) The site is subject to 40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M.

A.7. Operation and Maintenance Requirements.  At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction, the owner or operator must operate and maintain any affected source, including associated air 
pollution control equipment and monitoring equipment, in a manner consistent with safety and good air 
pollution control practices for minimizing emissions.  During a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction, 
this general duty to minimize emissions requires that the owner or operator reduce emissions from the 
affected source to the greatest extent which is consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices.  
The general duty to minimize emissions during a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction does not require 
the owner or operator to achieve emission levels that would be required by the applicable standard at other 
times if this is not consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices, nor does it require the owner 
or operator to make any further efforts to reduce emissions if levels required by the applicable standard have 
been achieved.  Determination of whether such operation and maintenance procedures are being used will be 
based on information available to the Administrator which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring 
results, review of operation and maintenance procedures (including the startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan required in Specific Condition A.8., review of operation and maintenance records, and inspection of the 
source. 
a. Malfunctions must be corrected as soon as practicable after their occurrence.  To the extent that an 




unexpected event arises during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, an owner or operator must comply by 
minimizing emissions during such a startup, shutdown, and malfunction event consistent with safety and 
good air pollution control practices. 




b. Operation and maintenance requirements established pursuant to section 112 of the Act are enforceable 
independent of emissions limitations or other requirements in relevant standards.

A.8. Startup, Shutdown and Malfunction Plan.   
a. The owner or operator must develop and retain a written startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan that 




describes, in detail, procedures for operating and maintaining the source during periods of startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction; and a program of corrective action for malfunctioning process, air pollution 
control, and monitoring equipment used to comply with the relevant standard.  The startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan does not need to address any scenario that would not cause the source to exceed an 
applicable emission limitation in the relevant standard.  The purpose of the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan is to: 
(1) Ensure that, at all times, the owner or operator operates and maintains each affected source, including 




associated air pollution control and monitoring equipment, in a manner which satisfies the general 
duty to minimize emissions established by paragraph a.; 




(2) Ensure that owners or operators are prepared to correct malfunctions as soon as practicable after their 
occurrence in order to minimize excess emissions of hazardous air pollutants; and  
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(3) Reduce the reporting burden associated with periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction (including 
corrective action taken to restore malfunctioning process and air pollution control equipment to its 
normal or usual manner of operation).  




b. When actions taken by the owner or operator during a startup or shutdown (and the startup or shutdown 
causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission standards), or 
malfunction (including actions taken to correct a malfunction) are consistent with the procedures 
specified in the affected source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the owner or operator must 
keep records for that event which demonstrate that the procedures specified in the plan were followed.  
These records may take the form of a “checklist,” or other effective form of recordkeeping that confirms 
conformance with the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan and describes the actions taken for that 
event.  In addition, the owner or operator must keep records of these events as specified in 40 CFR 
63.10(b), including records of the occurrence and duration of each startup or shutdown (if the startup or 
shutdown causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission 
standards), or malfunction of operation and each malfunction of the air pollution control and monitoring 
equipment.  Furthermore, the owner or operator shall confirm that actions taken during the relevant 
reporting period during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction were consistent with the affected 
source's startup, shutdown and malfunction plan in the semiannual (or more frequent) startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction report required in 40 CFR 63.10(d)(5).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10  




c. If an action taken by the owner or operator during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction (including an 
action taken to correct a malfunction) is not consistent with the procedures specified in the affected 
source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and the source exceeds any applicable emission 
limitation in the relevant emission standard, then the owner or operator must record the actions taken for 
that event and must report such actions within 2 working days after commencing actions inconsistent with 
the plan, followed by a letter within 7 working days after the end of the event, in accordance with 40 CFR 
63.10(d)(5) (unless the owner or operator makes alternative reporting arrangements, in advance, with the 
Administrator).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10 




d. The owner or operator must maintain at the affected source a current startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the Administrator.  In 
addition, if the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is subsequently revised as provided in paragraph 
f., the owner or operator must maintain at the affected source each previous (i.e., superseded) version of 
the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and must make each such previous version available for 
inspection and copying by the Administrator for a period of 5 years after revision of the plan.  If at any 
time after adoption of a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan the affected source ceases operation or is 
otherwise no longer subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 63, Subpart A, the owner or operator must retain 
a copy of the most recent plan for 5 years from the date the source ceases operation or is no longer subject 
to this part and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the 
Administrator.  The Administrator may at any time request in writing that the owner or operator submit a 
copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan (or a portion thereof) which is maintained at the 
affected source or in the possession of the owner or operator.  Upon receipt of such a request, the owner 
or operator must promptly submit a copy of the requested plan (or a portion thereof) to the Administrator.  
The owner or operator may elect to submit the required copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan to the Administrator in an electronic format.  If the owner or operator claims that any portion of such 
a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is confidential business information entitled to protection from 
disclosure under section 114(c) of the Act or 40 CFR 2.301, the material which is claimed as confidential 
must be clearly designated in the submission.  




e. To satisfy the requirements of this condition to develop a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the 
owner or operator may use the affected source's standard operating procedures (SOP) manual, or an 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or other plan, provided the alternative plans 
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meet all the requirements of this section and are made available for inspection or submitted when 
requested by the Administrator.  




f. Based on the results of a determination made under Specific Condition A.7., the Administrator may 
require that an owner or operator of an affected source make changes to the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for that source.  The Administrator must require appropriate revisions to a startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction plan, if the Administrator finds that the plan:  
(1) Does not address a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event that has occurred;  
(2) Fails to provide for the operation of the source (including associated air pollution control and 




monitoring equipment) during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event in a manner consistent with 
the general duty to minimize emissions established by Specific Condition A.7.;  




(3) Does not provide adequate procedures for correcting malfunctioning process and/or air pollution 
control and monitoring equipment as quickly as practicable; or  




(4) Includes an event that does not meet the definition of startup, shutdown, or malfunction listed in 40 
CFR 63.2 - Definitions.  




g. The owner or operator may periodically revise the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan for the 
affected source as necessary to satisfy the requirements of this permit or to reflect changes in equipment 
or procedures at the affected source.  Unless the permitting authority provides otherwise, the owner or 
operator may make such revisions to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan without prior approval 
by the Administrator or the permitting authority.  However, each such revision to a startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan must be reported in the semiannual report required by Specific Condition A.15.  If the 
startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan fails to address or inadequately addresses an event that meets the 
characteristics of a malfunction but was not included in the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan at the 
time the owner or operator developed the plan, the owner or operator must revise the startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction plan within 45 days after the event to include detailed procedures for operating and 
maintaining the source during similar malfunction events and a program of corrective action for similar 
malfunctions of process or air pollution control and monitoring equipment.  In the event that the owner or 
operator makes any revision to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan which alters the scope of the 
activities at the source which are deemed to be a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, or otherwise modifies 
the applicability of any emission limit, work practice requirement, or other requirement in a standard 
established under this part, the revised plan shall not take effect until after the owner or operator has 
provided a written notice describing the revision to the permitting authority. 




h. Any revisions made to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan in accordance with the procedures 
established above shall not be deemed to constitute revisions to this Title V air operation permit and the 
elements of the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan shall not be considered an applicable requirement 
as defined in 40 CFR 70.2.  Moreover, none of the procedures specified by the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for an affected source shall be deemed to fall within the permit shield provision in 
section 504(f) of the Act.

Emissions Unit 002 is a 2,000 scfm non-assisted open flare manufactured by LFG Specialties (model No. 
CF103018.) with a heat input rate of 60 MMBtu/hour.  This control device was installed on February 03, 2004 in 
accordance with construction permit No. 0850120-004-AC. 




The flare stack height is 33 feet with an exit diameter of 10 inches.  The outlet gas temperature is 1400°F, the 
actual volumetric flow rate is 117,712 cubic feet per minute (acfm), the dry standard flow rate is 31,905 cubic feet 
per minute (dscfm), and it operates at a landfill gas (LFG) flow rate up to 2,000 scfm. 




{Permitting Note:  This emissions unit is regulated pursuant to Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C., into which the 
emissions guidelines contained in NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart Cc - Emission Guidelines and Compliance 
Times for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills, were adopted and incorporated by reference.  This landfill is not an 
affected facility subject to NSPS 40 CFR Part 60, Subpart WWW - Standards of Performance for Municipal Solid 
Waste Landfills (adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8)(b)74, F.A.C.) due to the age of the 
landfill; however, the emissions guidelines for existing facilities require the affected facilities to comply with 
several of the requirements contained in Subpart WWW, by reference.

Flares used to comply with provisions of this subpart shall be operated at all times when 
the collected gas is routed to the system.  [Rule 62-204.800(9)(c), F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.18(e), 
60.752(b)(2)(iv)(A) & 60.753(f); and, Permit No. 0850120-004-AC, Specific Conditions 1.4 & 2.2] 




B.8. Removal of Collection and Control System.  The collection and control system may be capped or 
removed provided that all the requirements of Specific Condition A.5. are met.  [Rule 62-204.800(9)(c)3.b., 
F.A.C.; and, 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(v) & 60.754(b)] 




B.9. Operation and Maintenance Requirements.  At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction, the owner or operator must operate and maintain any affected source, including associated air 
pollution control equipment and monitoring equipment, in a manner consistent with safety and good air 
pollution control practices for minimizing emissions.  During a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction, 
this general duty to minimize emissions requires that the owner or operator reduce emissions from the 
affected source to the greatest extent which is consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices.  
The general duty to minimize emissions during a period of startup, shutdown, or malfunction does not require 
the owner or operator to achieve emission levels that would be required by the applicable standard at other 
times if this is not consistent with safety and good air pollution control practices, nor does it require the owner 
or operator to make any further efforts to reduce emissions if levels required by the applicable standard have 
been achieved.  Determination of whether such operation and maintenance procedures are being used will be 
based on information available to the Administrator which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring 
results, review of operation and maintenance procedures (including the startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan required in Specific Condition B.10., review of operation and maintenance records, and inspection of the 
source. 
a. Malfunctions must be corrected as soon as practicable after their occurrence.  To the extent that an 




unexpected event arises during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, an owner or operator must comply by 
minimizing emissions during such a startup, shutdown, and malfunction event consistent with safety and 
good air pollution control practices. 




b. Operation and maintenance requirements established pursuant to section 112 of the Act are enforceable 
independent of emissions limitations or other requirements in relevant standards.

B.10. Startup, Shutdown and Malfunction Plan.   
a. The owner or operator must develop and retain a written startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan that 




describes, in detail, procedures for operating and maintaining the source during periods of startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction; and a program of corrective action for malfunctioning process, air pollution 
control, and monitoring equipment used to comply with the relevant standard.  The startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan does not need to address any scenario that would not cause the source to exceed an

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applicable emission limitation in the relevant standard.  The purpose of the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan is to: 
(1) Ensure that, at all times, the owner or operator operates and maintains each affected source, including 




associated air pollution control and monitoring equipment, in a manner which satisfies the general 
duty to minimize emissions established by paragraph a.; 




(2) Ensure that owners or operators are prepared to correct malfunctions as soon as practicable after their 
occurrence in order to minimize excess emissions of hazardous air pollutants; and  




(3) Reduce the reporting burden associated with periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction (including 
corrective action taken to restore malfunctioning process and air pollution control equipment to its 
normal or usual manner of operation).  




b. When actions taken by the owner or operator during a startup or shutdown (and the startup or shutdown 
causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission standards), or 
malfunction (including actions taken to correct a malfunction) are consistent with the procedures 
specified in the affected source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the owner or operator must 
keep records for that event which demonstrate that the procedures specified in the plan were followed.  
These records may take the form of a “checklist,” or other effective form of recordkeeping that confirms 
conformance with the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan and describes the actions taken for that 
event.  In addition, the owner or operator must keep records of these events as specified in 40 CFR 
63.10(b), including records of the occurrence and duration of each startup or shutdown (if the startup or 
shutdown causes the source to exceed any applicable emission limitation in the relevant emission 
standards), or malfunction of operation and each malfunction of the air pollution control and monitoring 
equipment.  Furthermore, the owner or operator shall confirm that actions taken during the relevant 
reporting period during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction were consistent with the affected 
source's startup, shutdown and malfunction plan in the semiannual (or more frequent) startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction report required in 40 CFR 63.10(d)(5).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10  




c. If an action taken by the owner or operator during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction (including an 
action taken to correct a malfunction) is not consistent with the procedures specified in the affected 
source's startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and the source exceeds any applicable emission 
limitation in the relevant emission standard, then the owner or operator must record the actions taken for 
that event and must report such actions within 2 working days after commencing actions inconsistent with 
the plan, followed by a letter within 7 working days after the end of the event, in accordance with 40 CFR 
63.10(d)(5) (unless the owner or operator makes alternative reporting arrangements, in advance, with the 
Administrator).  Link to 40 CFR 63.10 




d. The owner or operator must maintain at the affected source a current startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the Administrator.  In 
addition, if the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is subsequently revised as provided in paragraph 
f., the owner or operator must maintain at the affected source each previous (i.e., superseded) version of 
the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, and must make each such previous version available for 
inspection and copying by the Administrator for a period of 5 years after revision of the plan.  If at any 
time after adoption of a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan the affected source ceases operation or is 
otherwise no longer subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 63, Subpart A, the owner or operator must retain 
a copy of the most recent plan for 5 years from the date the source ceases operation or is no longer subject 
to this part and must make the plan available upon request for inspection and copying by the 
Administrator.  The Administrator may at any time request in writing that the owner or operator submit a 
copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan (or a portion thereof) which is maintained at the 
affected source or in the possession of the owner or operator.  Upon receipt of such a request, the owner 
or operator must promptly submit a copy of the requested plan (or a portion thereof) to the Administrator.  
The owner or operator may elect to submit the required copy of any startup, shutdown, and malfunction 
plan to the Administrator in an electronic format.  If the owner or operator claims that any portion of such 
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a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan is confidential business information entitled to protection from 
disclosure under section 114(c) of the Act or 40 CFR 2.301, the material which is claimed as confidential 
must be clearly designated in the submission.  




e. To satisfy the requirements of this condition to develop a startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan, the 
owner or operator may use the affected source's standard operating procedures (SOP) manual, or an 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or other plan, provided the alternative plans 
meet all the requirements of this section and are made available for inspection or submitted when 
requested by the Administrator.  




f. Based on the results of a determination made under Specific Condition B.9., the Administrator may 
require that an owner or operator of an affected source make changes to the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for that source.  The Administrator must require appropriate revisions to a startup, 
shutdown, and malfunction plan, if the Administrator finds that the plan:  
(1) Does not address a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event that has occurred;  
(2) Fails to provide for the operation of the source (including associated air pollution control and 




monitoring equipment) during a startup, shutdown, or malfunction event in a manner consistent with 
the general duty to minimize emissions established by Specific Condition B.9.;  




(3) Does not provide adequate procedures for correcting malfunctioning process and/or air pollution 
control and monitoring equipment as quickly as practicable; or  




(4) Includes an event that does not meet the definition of startup, shutdown, or malfunction listed in 40 
CFR 63.2 - Definitions.  




g. The owner or operator may periodically revise the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan for the 
affected source as necessary to satisfy the requirements of this permit or to reflect changes in equipment 
or procedures at the affected source.  Unless the permitting authority provides otherwise, the owner or 
operator may make such revisions to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan without prior approval 
by the Administrator or the permitting authority.  However, each such revision to a startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan must be reported in the semiannual report required by Specific Condition B.23.  If the 
startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan fails to address or inadequately addresses an event that meets the 
characteristics of a malfunction but was not included in the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan at the 
time the owner or operator developed the plan, the owner or operator must revise the startup, shutdown, 
and malfunction plan within 45 days after the event to include detailed procedures for operating and 
maintaining the source during similar malfunction events and a program of corrective action for similar 
malfunctions of process or air pollution control and monitoring equipment.  In the event that the owner or 
operator makes any revision to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan which alters the scope of the 
activities at the source which are deemed to be a startup, shutdown, or malfunction, or otherwise modifies 
the applicability of any emission limit, work practice requirement, or other requirement in a standard 
established under this part, the revised plan shall not take effect until after the owner or operator has 
provided a written notice describing the revision to the permitting authority. 




h. Any revisions made to the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan in accordance with the procedures 
established above shall not be deemed to constitute revisions to this Title V air operation permit and the 
elements of the startup, shutdown, and malfunction plan shall not be considered an applicable requirement 
as defined in 40 CFR 70.2.  Moreover, none of the procedures specified by the startup, shutdown, and 
malfunction plan for an affected source shall be deemed to fall within the permit shield provision in 
section 504(f) of the Act.

B.12. Startup, Shutdown, or Malfunction.  The provisions of this permit apply at all times, except during 
periods of start-up, shutdown, or malfunction, provided that the duration of start-up, shutdown, or 
malfunction shall not exceed 5 days for collection systems and shall not exceed 1 hour for treatment or 
control devices.  In addition, this emissions unit shall comply with the start-up, shutdown, or malfunction 
requirements contained in 40 CFR 63, Subpart A (see Specific Conditions B.9., B.10. & B.27.).  [Rule 62-
204.800(9)(c)3.b., F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iv) & 60.755(e); and, 40 CFR 63.1955(c)] 




Monitoring of Operations 




B.13. Flare Monitoring Requirements.  The owner or operator shall install, calibrate, maintain, and operate 
according to the manufacturer's specifications the following equipment:   
a. A heat sensing device, such as an ultraviolet beam sensor or thermocouple, at the pilot light or the flame 




itself to indicate the continuous presence of a flame. 
b. A device that records flow to or bypass of the flare.  The owner or operator shall either: 




(1) Install, calibrate, and maintain a gas flow rate measuring device that shall record the flow to the 
control device at least every 15 minutes; or 




(2) Secure the bypass line valve in the closed position with a car-seal or a lock-and-key type 
configuration.  A visual inspection of the seal or closure mechanism shall be performed at least once 
every month to ensure that the valve is maintained in the closed position and that the gas flow is not 
diverted through the bypass line.

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B.17. Annual Determination of Flare Exit Velocity.  The owner or operator shall annually determine and report 
the actual exit velocity of each flare using the methods specified in Specific Condition B.18.d.  The actual exit 
velocity shall be reported to the Department as an attachment to the facility’s annual report.  [Permit No. 
0850120-004-AC, Specific Condition 3.1]  




B.18. Testing and Operational Requirements. 
a. Reference Method 22 shall be used to determine the compliance of flares with the visible emission 




provisions of this subpart.  The observation period is 2 hours and shall be used according to Method 22. 
b. The presence of a flare pilot flame shall be monitored using a thermocouple or any other equivalent 




device to detect the presence of a flame.

B.20. Compliance Requirements for 40 CFR 63 Subpart AAAA "National Emission Standards for Hazardous 
Air Pollutants: Municipal Waste Landfills".  Compliance is determined in the same way it is determined for 
40 CFR Part 60, Subpart WWW, including performance testing, monitoring of the collection system, 
continuous parameter monitoring, and other credible evidence.  In addition, continuous parameter monitoring 
data, collected under Specific Condition B.13., are used to demonstrate compliance with the operating 
conditions for control systems.

{Permitting Notes:  These compression ignition reciprocating internal combustion engines (CI RICE) are 
regulated under 40 CFR 63, Subpart ZZZZ - National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for

The analysis program must at a minimum analyze the following three 
parameters:  Total Base Number, viscosity, and percent water content.  The condemning limits for these 
parameters are as follows:  Total Base Number is less than 30 percent of the Total Base Number of the oil 
when new; viscosity of the oil has changed by more than 20 percent from the viscosity of the oil when 
new; or percent water content (by volume) is greater than 0.5.
