OUC also proposes upgrades to the wet flue gas desulfurization (FGD) scrubber system on Unit 2 to improve sulfur dioxide (SO2) emissions reduction efficiency to help comply with the federal Mercury and Air Toxics (MATS) rule.  Finally, OUC requests authorization to install a portable activated carbon injection (ACI) system for use on either Units 1 or 2.  The portable ACI system will be used in combination with chemical spray technology to mitigate mercury emissions. Stanton Energy Center is a nominal 1,876 megawatt (MW) electric generation facility.
