SECTION I.  FACILITY INFORMATION. 



Subsection A.  Facility Description. 



The J.E.D. Solid Waste Management Facility is located in Osceola County at 1501 Omni Way, St. Cloud, Florida. 



The existing J.E.D. Landfill facility is located approximately 60 kilometers (km) (38 miles) southeast of 
downtown Orlando.  The J.E.D. Landfill is an active Class I Landfill with a municipal solid waste (MSW) design 
capacity greater than 2.5 million megagrams (Mg) by mass or 2.5 million cubic meters by volume.  This landfill 
began receiving solid waste in January 2004.  The Class I Landfill has a gas collection system and a flare. 



The facility currently operates one 3,600-scfm open flare (E.U. ID No. 002) used as the primary flare, which was 
installed in 2008.  The open flare is not equipped with a bypass in which LFG can bypass the control device in an 
uncombusted manner. 



Also included at the facility are miscellaneous insignificant emissions units and/or activities.

The J.E.D. Landfill is an active Class I Landfill with a municipal solid waste (MSW) design capacity greater than 
2.5 million megagrams (Mg) by mass or 2.5 million cubic meters by volume.  The Class I Landfill has a gas 
collection & control system (GCCS).  The GCCS collects generated landfill gas and conveys the collected 
emissions to the installed flare. 



The ultimate design capacity of the Class I landfill is estimated to be 81.5 million tons (79.3 Mg) by mass.  The 
landfill commenced construction in April 2003.  This landfill began receiving solid waste in January 2004.  The 
yearly waste acceptance at the Class I landfill varies and has averaged approximately 1,500,000 tons/yr 
(1,360,800 Mg/yr).  The Class I landfill currently accepts municipal solid waste.  The Class I landfill is permitted 
to receive asbestos and began receiving asbestos in 2007 and plans to continue receiving asbestos (waste material) 
as waste trends allow. 



Cells 1-10 of this landfill comprise the waste Phases I-III.  Construction of cells 1-10 was authorized by Permit 
No. 0970079-001-AC at a capacity of 16.2 million tons.  Expansion of the Class I Landfill into cells 11-23 was 
authorized by Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 which allowed the capacity to increase to 81.5 million 
tons.  The footprint for cells 1-10 is approximately 123 acres and with the expansion into the additional cells 11-
23 the total footprint of the Class I Landfill will be approximately 360 acres.  At full build-out the height of the 
landfill will be about 330 feet (NGVD). 



Non-methane organic compound (NMOC) emissions from the landfill were calculated to be greater than 50 Mg 
per year, therefore, gas collection and control systems were required.  Collection and control of landfill gas 
emissions began in December 2008. 



The facility currently has one flare located at the landfill.  The flare is used to control emissions from the landfill.  
The gas flow rate from the Class I landfill flare is 1,892.2 million ft3/year.  The flare is rated based on a maximum 
heat content of 550 Btu/scfm.  The Class I landfill flare, a 3,600 scfm flare (Emissions Unit ID No. 002) was 
manufactured by Shaw LFG Specialties, LLC, model number PCFT1454I12 and began operations in December 
2008.  The flare’s height is 54 feet with an exit diameter of 1 feet.  The flare exit temperature is 1,350 degrees F. 



The J.E.D. Landfill expansion under Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 authorized additional open 
candlestick utility flares to achieve a total facility-wide flaring capacity of up to 18,000 scfm (includes new flaring 
capacity of 14,400 scfm and the existing flaring capacity of 3,600 scfm) to be installed for the full build-out LFG 
collection capacity of 15,845 scfm (estimated based on LANDGEM modeling results). 



This Class I landfill is expected to close (fully built-out) in 2041.

The J.E.D. Landfill is an active Class I Landfill with a municipal solid waste (MSW) design capacity greater than 
2.5 million megagrams (Mg) by mass or 2.5 million cubic meters by volume.  The Class I Landfill has a gas 
collection & control system (GCCS).  The GCCS collects generated landfill gas and conveys the collected 
emissions to the installed flare. 




The ultimate design capacity of the Class I landfill is estimated to be 81.5 million tons (79.3 Mg) by mass.  The 
landfill commenced construction in April 2003.  This landfill began receiving solid waste in January 2004.  The 
yearly waste acceptance at the Class I landfill varies and has averaged approximately 1,500,000 tons/yr 
(1,360,800 Mg/yr).  The Class I landfill currently accepts municipal solid waste.  The Class I landfill is permitted 
to receive asbestos and began receiving asbestos in 2007 and plans to continue receiving asbestos (waste material) 
as waste trends allow. 




Cells 1-10 of this landfill comprise the waste Phases I-III.  Construction of cells 1-10 was authorized by Permit 
No. 0970079-001-AC at a capacity of 16.2 million tons.  Expansion of the Class I Landfill into cells 11-23 was 
authorized by Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 which allowed the capacity to increase to 81.5 million 
tons.  The footprint for cells 1-10 is approximately 123 acres and with the expansion into the additional cells 11-
23 the total footprint of the Class I Landfill will be approximately 360 acres.  At full build-out the height of the 
landfill will be about 330 feet (NGVD). 




Non-methane organic compound (NMOC) emissions from the landfill were calculated to be greater than 50 Mg 
per year, therefore, gas collection and control systems were required.  Collection and control of landfill gas 
emissions began in December 2008. 




The facility currently has one flare located at the landfill.  The flare is used to control emissions from the landfill.  
The gas flow rate from the Class I landfill flare is 1,892.2 million ft3/year.  The flare is rated based on a maximum 
heat content of 550 Btu/scfm.  The Class I landfill flare, a 3,600 scfm flare (Emissions Unit ID No. 002) was 
manufactured by Shaw LFG Specialties, LLC, model number PCFT1454I12 and began operations in December 
2008.  The flare’s height is 54 feet with an exit diameter of 1 feet.  The flare exit temperature is 1,350 degrees F. 




The J.E.D. Landfill expansion under Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 authorized additional open 
candlestick utility flares to achieve a total facility-wide flaring capacity of up to 18,000 scfm (includes new flaring 
capacity of 14,400 scfm and the existing flaring capacity of 3,600 scfm) to be installed for the full build-out LFG 
collection capacity of 15,845 scfm (estimated based on LANDGEM modeling results). 




This Class I landfill is expected to close (fully built-out) in 2041.

62-212.400, PSD - BACT Determination, F.A.C.] 




A.5. Flares - Permitted Capacity.  The permittee is authorized to operate and maintain the existing open 
candlestick utility flare (LFG Specialties Model No. PCFT1454I12) that fires LFG.  [Rules 62-4.160(2) and 
62-210.200, PTE, F.A.C.; and, Permit Nos. 0970079-001-AC, 0970079-002-AC & 0970079-011-AC/PSD-
FL-429.] 




A.6. Hours of Operation.  These emissions units may operate continuously (8,760 hours/year).  [Rule 62-
210.200, PTE, F.A.C.; and, Permit Nos. 0970079-001-AC, 0970079-002-AC & 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-
429.] 




A.7. Flares - Landfill Gas Flow Rate.  The owner or operator shall not allow more than 3,600 scfm of landfill 
gas to be directed to the existing flare and 14,400 scfm of landfill gas to the new flares.  [Rule 62-210.200,

Subsection A.  Facility Description. 




The J.E.D. Solid Waste Management Facility is located in Osceola County at 1501 Omni Way, St. Cloud, Florida. 




The existing J.E.D. Landfill facility is located approximately 60 kilometers (km) (38 miles) southeast of 
downtown Orlando.  The J.E.D. Landfill is an active Class I Landfill with a municipal solid waste (MSW) design 
capacity greater than 2.5 million megagrams (Mg) by mass or 2.5 million cubic meters by volume.  This landfill 
began receiving solid waste in January 2004.

The J.E.D. Landfill is an active Class I Landfill with a municipal solid waste (MSW) design capacity greater than 
2.5 million megagrams (Mg) by mass or 2.5 million cubic meters by volume.  The Class I Landfill has a gas 
collection & control system (GCCS).  The GCCS collects generated landfill gas and conveys the collected 
emissions to the installed flare. 




The ultimate design capacity of the Class I landfill is estimated to be 81.5 million tons (79.3 Mg) by mass.  The 
landfill commenced construction in April 2003.  This landfill began receiving solid waste in January 2004.  The 
yearly waste acceptance at the Class I landfill varies and has averaged approximately 1,500,000 tons/yr 
(1,360,800 Mg/yr).  The Class I landfill currently accepts municipal solid waste.  The Class I landfill is permitted 
to receive asbestos and began receiving asbestos in 2007 and plans to continue receiving asbestos (waste material) 
as waste trends allow. 




Cells 1-10 of this landfill comprise the waste Phases I-III.  Construction of cells 1-10 was authorized by Permit 
No. 0970079-001-AC at a capacity of 16.2 million tons.  Expansion of the Class I Landfill into cells 11-23 was 
authorized by Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 which allowed the capacity to increase to 81.5 million 
tons.  The footprint for cells 1-10 is approximately 123 acres and with the expansion into the additional cells 11-
23 the total footprint of the Class I Landfill will be approximately 360 acres.  At full build-out the height of the 
landfill will be about 330 feet (NGVD). 




Non-methane organic compound (NMOC) emissions from the landfill were calculated to be greater than 50 Mg 
per year, therefore, gas collection and control systems were required.  Collection and control of landfill gas 
emissions began in December 2008. 




The facility currently has one flare located at the landfill.  The flare is used to control emissions from the landfill.  
The gas flow rate from the Class I landfill flare is 1,892.2 million ft3/year.  The flare is rated based on a maximum 
heat content of 550 Btu/scfm.  The Class I landfill flare, a 3,600 scfm flare (Emissions Unit ID No. 002) was 
manufactured by Shaw LFG Specialties, LLC, model number PCFT1454I12 and began operations in December 
2008.  The flare’s height is 54 feet with an exit diameter of 1 feet.  The flare exit temperature is 1,350 degrees F. 




The J.E.D. Landfill expansion under Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 authorized additional open 
candlestick utility flares to achieve a total facility-wide flaring capacity of up to 18,000 scfm (includes new flaring 
capacity of 14,400 scfm and the existing flaring capacity of 3,600 scfm) to be installed for the full build-out LFG 
collection capacity of 15,845 scfm (estimated based on LANDGEM modeling results). 




This Class I landfill is expected to close (fully built-out) in 2041.

SECTION I.  FACILITY INFORMATION. 




Subsection A.  Facility Description. 




The J.E.D. Solid Waste Management Facility is located in Osceola County at 1501 Omni Way, St. Cloud, Florida. 




The existing J.E.D. Landfill facility is located approximately 60 kilometers (km) (38 miles) southeast of 
downtown Orlando.  The J.E.D. Landfill is an active Class I Landfill with a municipal solid waste (MSW) design 
capacity greater than 2.5 million megagrams (Mg) by mass or 2.5 million cubic meters by volume.  This landfill 
began receiving solid waste in January 2004.  The Class I Landfill has a gas collection system and a flare. 




The facility currently operates one 3,600-scfm open flare (E.U. ID No. 002) used as the primary flare, which was 
installed in 2008.  The open flare is not equipped with a bypass in which LFG can bypass the control device in an 
uncombusted manner. 




Also included at the facility are miscellaneous insignificant emissions units and/or activities.

The J.E.D. Landfill is an active Class I Landfill with a municipal solid waste (MSW) design capacity greater than 
2.5 million megagrams (Mg) by mass or 2.5 million cubic meters by volume.  The Class I Landfill has a gas 
collection & control system (GCCS).  The GCCS collects generated landfill gas and conveys the collected 
emissions to the installed flare. 




The ultimate design capacity of the Class I landfill is estimated to be 81.5 million tons (79.3 Mg) by mass.  The 
landfill commenced construction in April 2003.  This landfill began receiving solid waste in January 2004.  The 
yearly waste acceptance at the Class I landfill varies and has averaged approximately 1,500,000 tons/yr 
(1,360,800 Mg/yr).  The Class I landfill currently accepts municipal solid waste.  The Class I landfill is permitted 
to receive asbestos and began receiving asbestos in 2007 and plans to continue receiving asbestos (waste material) 
as waste trends allow. 




Cells 1-10 of this landfill comprise the waste Phases I-III.  Construction of cells 1-10 was authorized by Permit 
No. 0970079-001-AC at a capacity of 16.2 million tons.  Expansion of the Class I Landfill into cells 11-23 was 
authorized by Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 which allowed the capacity to increase to 81.5 million 
tons.  The footprint for cells 1-10 is approximately 123 acres and with the expansion into the additional cells 11-
23 the total footprint of the Class I Landfill will be approximately 360 acres.  At full build-out the height of the 
landfill will be about 330 feet (NGVD). 




Non-methane organic compound (NMOC) emissions from the landfill were calculated to be greater than 50 Mg 
per year, therefore, gas collection and control systems were required.  Collection and control of landfill gas 
emissions began in December 2008. 




The facility currently has one flare located at the landfill.  The flare is used to control emissions from the landfill.  
The gas flow rate from the Class I landfill flare is 1,892.2 million ft3/year.  The flare is rated based on a maximum 
heat content of 550 Btu/scfm.  The Class I landfill flare, a 3,600 scfm flare (Emissions Unit ID No. 002) was 
manufactured by Shaw LFG Specialties, LLC, model number PCFT1454I12 and began operations in December 
2008.  The flare’s height is 54 feet with an exit diameter of 1 feet.  The flare exit temperature is 1,350 degrees F. 




The J.E.D. Landfill expansion under Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 authorized additional open 
candlestick utility flares to achieve a total facility-wide flaring capacity of up to 18,000 scfm (includes new flaring 
capacity of 14,400 scfm and the existing flaring capacity of 3,600 scfm) to be installed for the full build-out LFG 
collection capacity of 15,845 scfm (estimated based on LANDGEM modeling results). 




This Class I landfill is expected to close (fully built-out) in 2041.

The permittee is authorized to operate and maintain the existing open 
candlestick utility flare (LFG Specialties Model No. PCFT1454I12) that fires LFG.  [Rules 62-4.160(2) and

A.7. Flares - Landfill Gas Flow Rate.  The owner or operator shall not allow more than 3,600 scfm of landfill 
gas to be directed to the existing flare and 14,400 scfm of landfill gas to the new flares.

The J.E.D. Solid Waste Management Facility is located in Osceola County at 1501 Omni Way, St. Cloud, Florida. 




The existing J.E.D. Landfill facility is located approximately 60 kilometers (km) (38 miles) southeast of 
downtown Orlando.

The J.E.D. Landfill is an active Class I Landfill with a municipal solid waste (MSW) design capacity greater than 
2.5 million megagrams (Mg) by mass or 2.5 million cubic meters by volume.  The Class I Landfill has a gas 
collection & control system (GCCS).  The GCCS collects generated landfill gas and conveys the collected 
emissions to the installed flare. 




The ultimate design capacity of the Class I landfill is estimated to be 81.5 million tons (79.3 Mg) by mass.  The 
landfill commenced construction in April 2003.  This landfill began receiving solid waste in January 2004.  The 
yearly waste acceptance at the Class I landfill varies and has averaged approximately 1,500,000 tons/yr 
(1,360,800 Mg/yr).  The Class I landfill currently accepts municipal solid waste.  The Class I landfill is permitted 
to receive asbestos and began receiving asbestos in 2007 and plans to continue receiving asbestos (waste material) 
as waste trends allow. 




Cells 1-10 of this landfill comprise the waste Phases I-III.  Construction of cells 1-10 was authorized by Permit 
No. 0970079-001-AC at a capacity of 16.2 million tons.  Expansion of the Class I Landfill into cells 11-23 was 
authorized by Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 which allowed the capacity to increase to 81.5 million 
tons.  The footprint for cells 1-10 is approximately 123 acres and with the expansion into the additional cells 11-
23 the total footprint of the Class I Landfill will be approximately 360 acres.  At full build-out the height of the 
landfill will be about 330 feet (NGVD). 




Non-methane organic compound (NMOC) emissions from the landfill were calculated to be greater than 50 Mg 
per year, therefore, gas collection and control systems were required.  Collection and control of landfill gas 
emissions began in December 2008. 




The facility currently has one flare located at the landfill.  The flare is used to control emissions from the landfill.  
The gas flow rate from the Class I landfill flare is 1,892.2 million ft3/year.  The flare is rated based on a maximum 
heat content of 550 Btu/scfm.  The Class I landfill flare, a 3,600 scfm flare (Emissions Unit ID No. 002) was 
manufactured by Shaw LFG Specialties, LLC, model number PCFT1454I12 and began operations in December 
2008.  The flare’s height is 54 feet with an exit diameter of 1 feet.  The flare exit temperature is 1,350 degrees F. 




The J.E.D. Landfill expansion under Permit No. 0970079-011-AC/PSD-FL-429 authorized additional open 
candlestick utility flares to achieve a total facility-wide flaring capacity of up to 18,000 scfm (includes new flaring 
capacity of 14,400 scfm and the existing flaring capacity of 3,600 scfm) to be installed for the full build-out LFG 
collection capacity of 15,845 scfm (estimated based on LANDGEM modeling results). 




This Class I landfill is expected to close (fully built-out) in 2041.
