4. At each open SWA Board meeting hundreds of residents have


attended to voice their objections to the import of out of


county waste such as tires, pharmaceuticals, etc. This can be


verified by the minutes taken at these board meetings.


However the Board constantly ignores the wishes of the


residents. They counter that they want the additional revenues


that this trash importation might provide which comes out to


about $10.00 or less per year per household. The residents


stated that they would prefer to pay an additional $10.00 per


year in fees and not import out of county waste. Again, the


wishes of the community fell on deaf ears.


5. The application process was not made known to the


community in advance, with the hope that the authority would


be able to increase the import and burn without the neighbors


knowing. In other words, while the rules and the regulations


require transparency, the SWA under the guidance of Mark


Hammond have regularly and consistently strived to keep the


process less than transparent. Residents are made aware after


the fact.


I ask that before final permits are issued, the DEP meet with and


try to accommodate the wishes of the residents of West Palm Beach.


We ask that the SWA not be permitted to bring in waste from


outside of the county and that the permit process be stopped until


the wishes of the community are heard, not by the local


Commission, but by the Florida DEP.

The Sierra Club opposes this permit.  We are concerned about this increase in air pollutants caused by this permit.  We believe that the increased amount of air pollution will damage the health of residents of Palm Beach County.  The revised Air Permit No. 0990234-032-AC (PSD-FL-413C) Palm Beach Renewable Energy Park Palm Beach Renewable Energy Facility No. 2 increases from 5 to 20 percent in the allowed proportion of certain non-municipal solid waste materials that may be combusted at the facility in segregated loads.  This will result in increased air pollution and may possibly impact water quality through dispersal of pollutants onto nearby drinking water containment facilities.





We are concerned about the increase road traffic from an increase in tonnage into this plant and the resulting increases in air pollution from additional truck traffic.





We are concerned that an increase in burning of items from MSW may result in the burning of recycled materials.  The burning of expired products may result in the destruction of items that could have been useful as use by dates may be artificially short and items destroyed may be useful.
