11. Existing CEMS/COMSUU:  For Units 1 and 2, the permittee shall continue to calibrate, operate, and maintain 
continuous monitoring equipment to measure and record opacity and NORRXRR.  The monitors shall be installed, 
operated and maintained in accordance with the existing requirements of 40 CFR 60.45, as well as the provisions 
of the federal acid rain program.
