This is a notification that the Florida Department of Environmental Protection has changed the expiration date of 
the above referenced Title V Air Operation Permit to December 31, 2014, for the Putnam Power Plant located in 
Putnam County at 392 U.S. Highway 17 South, Palatka, Florida.

A petitioner must mail a copy of the 
petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a 
petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an 
administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding 
and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention (in a proceeding initiated by another party) will be 
only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205,

Emissions shall be computed in accordance with the provisions of subsection 62-210.370(2), F.A.C.  Each 
Title V source must pay between January 15 and April 1 of each year an annual emissions fee in an amount 
determined as set forth in subsection 62-213.205(1), F.A.C.  The annual fee shall only apply to those 
regulated pollutants, except carbon monoxide and greenhouse gases, for which an allowable numeric 
emission-limiting standard is specified in the source’s most recent construction permit or operation permit.
