Dear Mr. Gillespie: 



On May 5, 2015, we received your request for a Permit Determination related to the recommissioning of 
the Power Block 2 steam turbine at Hines Energy Complex located in Bartow, Florida.  The steam turbine 
was damaged during a fire that occurred on July 7, 2014, and is being replaced with an identical unit.  
DEF requests a Permit Determination regarding the need to operate the combustion turbines (CTs) 
associated with Power Block 2 at low-load, higher-emission mode for extended periods of time while re-
commissioning the steam turbine generator. 



Refer to the figure below.  The hot combustion turbine exhaust is used to create steam in two heat 
recovery steam generators.  The steam is used to turn the steam turbine and generate electricity.   
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During the anticipated low-load, higher-emission-mode condition, one or both CTs associated with Power 
Block 2 will each operate at approximately 35 megawatts (MW) compared with their rated output of 
approximately 170 MW, each.  The ammonia-based selective catalytic reduction (SCR) systems located 
in the heat recovery steam generators (HRSGs) will be operated when temperature is sufficient to make 
the SCR reactors effective; however, the SCR system may be ineffective or impracticable for a portion of 
the time spent at low load.  The SCR system is used to control emissions of nitrogen oxides (NOX), which 
is the key pollutant emitted from the CTs. 



The figure below is a scatter plot of approximately 50 hourly-averaged NOX concentrations that were 
measured during a 5-year period when one of the CTs was operated at loads similar to the low loads 
expected during steam turbine commissioning.  These emissions are characteristic of the CTs at the Hines 
Complex during routine startup and before engagement of the SCR system.   



 
During those times when the SCR cannot be used, the concentration of the key pollutant, nitrogen oxides 
(NOX), in the exhaust gases from the CTs will be approximately 10 to 50 parts per million by volume, 
dry, at 15 percent oxygen (ppmvd @15% O2).   



The applicable federal NOX standard for the CTs is 112.5 ppmvd @15% O2 in accordance with 40 Code 
of Federal Regulations Part 60, Subpart GG-Standards of Performance for Stationary Gas Turbines. 1  The 
applicable state NOX standard is 3.5 ppmvd @15% O2 in accordance with the Department’s determination 
of best available control technology (BACT) issued in 2001. 2   



These low-load conditions also lead to increased emissions of carbon monoxide (CO).  Emissions of CO 
from this unit are subject to a Department-issued BACT limit of 16 ppmvd @ 15% O2, though there is no 
applicable federal New Source Performance Standard.  DEF believes that this CO limit will likely be 
exceeded at CT loads below approximately 100 MW.

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The present Title V air operation permit applicable to the facility provides for compliance data exclusions 
during periods of startup, shutdown, fuel switches (oil-to-gas or gas-to-oil), and documented malfunctions 
when emissions are greater than the Department’s BACT determination. 3  The applicable condition 
(D.15) allows as many as 6 hours of data exclusion for the startup of a cold steam turbine.   



The recommissioning of the steam turbine on Power Block 2 will require an undetermined number of CT 
startups, shutdowns and low-load operation during a period of approximately 30 operating days.  DEF 
estimates that this low-load operation may be necessary for up to approximately 120 operating hours, 
though there is substantial uncertainty in this estimate. 



The Department approves your request, and determines that no additional air construction permit is 
needed, contingent on the following conditions: 



CEMS Data Exclusion – Power Block 2 Recommissioning.  Continuous monitoring data collected 
during the recommissioning of the Power Block 2 steam turbine shall be excluded from the continuous 
emission monitoring system (CEMS) BACT compliance demonstration provided: 



1. All of the CEMS data exclusions shall occur during a maximum of 30 operating days between June 1 
and August 31, 2015; 



2. The CTs shall continue to comply with the requirements of 40 CFR 60, Subpart GG;  



3. Exclusion of data is not allowed for other reports, such as Annual Operating Reports (AORs) required 
by the Department or the submittals required by EPA under the Title IV, Acid Rain Program. 



4. DEF shall inject ammonia into the SCR grid during low-load operation, as soon as it is expected to be 
effective at reducing emissions of NOX.

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During the anticipated low-load, higher-emission-mode condition, one or both CTs associated with Power 
Block 2 will each operate at approximately 35 megawatts (MW) compared with their rated output of 
approximately 170 MW, each.  The ammonia-based selective catalytic reduction (SCR) systems located 
in the heat recovery steam generators (HRSGs) will be operated when temperature is sufficient to make 
the SCR reactors effective; however, the SCR system may be ineffective or impracticable for a portion of 
the time spent at low load.

The applicable federal NOX standard for the CTs is 112.5 ppmvd @15% O2 in accordance with 40 Code 
of Federal Regulations Part 60, Subpart GG-Standards of Performance for Stationary Gas Turbines. 1  The 
applicable state NOX standard is 3.5 ppmvd @15% O2 in accordance with the Department’s determination 
of best available control technology (BACT) issued in 2001. 2   




These low-load conditions also lead to increased emissions of carbon monoxide (CO).  Emissions of CO 
from this unit are subject to a Department-issued BACT limit of 16 ppmvd @ 15% O2, though there is no 
applicable federal New Source Performance Standard.  DEF believes that this CO limit will likely be 
exceeded at CT loads below approximately 100 MW.

On May 5, 2015, we received your request for a Permit Determination related to the recommissioning of 
the Power Block 2 steam turbine at Hines Energy Complex located in Bartow, Florida.  The steam turbine 
was damaged during a fire that occurred on July 7, 2014, and is being replaced with an identical unit.  
DEF requests a Permit Determination regarding the need to operate the combustion turbines (CTs) 
associated with Power Block 2 at low-load, higher-emission mode for extended periods of time while re-
commissioning the steam turbine generator. 




Refer to the figure below.  The hot combustion turbine exhaust is used to create steam in two heat 
recovery steam generators.  The steam is used to turn the steam turbine and generate electricity.

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During the anticipated low-load, higher-emission-mode condition, one or both CTs associated with Power 
Block 2 will each operate at approximately 35 megawatts (MW) compared with their rated output of 
approximately 170 MW, each.  The ammonia-based selective catalytic reduction (SCR) systems located 
in the heat recovery steam generators (HRSGs) will be operated when temperature is sufficient to make 
the SCR reactors effective; however, the SCR system may be ineffective or impracticable for a portion of 
the time spent at low load.  The SCR system is used to control emissions of nitrogen oxides (NOX), which 
is the key pollutant emitted from the CTs. 




The figure below is a scatter plot of approximately 50 hourly-averaged NOX concentrations that were 
measured during a 5-year period when one of the CTs was operated at loads similar to the low loads 
expected during steam turbine commissioning.  These emissions are characteristic of the CTs at the Hines 
Complex during routine startup and before engagement of the SCR system.   




 
During those times when the SCR cannot be used, the concentration of the key pollutant, nitrogen oxides 
(NOX), in the exhaust gases from the CTs will be approximately 10 to 50 parts per million by volume, 
dry, at 15 percent oxygen (ppmvd @15% O2).   




The applicable federal NOX standard for the CTs is 112.5 ppmvd @15% O2 in accordance with 40 Code 
of Federal Regulations Part 60, Subpart GG-Standards of Performance for Stationary Gas Turbines. 1  The 
applicable state NOX standard is 3.5 ppmvd @15% O2 in accordance with the Department’s determination 
of best available control technology (BACT) issued in 2001. 2   




These low-load conditions also lead to increased emissions of carbon monoxide (CO).  Emissions of CO 
from this unit are subject to a Department-issued BACT limit of 16 ppmvd @ 15% O2, though there is no 
applicable federal New Source Performance Standard.  DEF believes that this CO limit will likely be 
exceeded at CT loads below approximately 100 MW.

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The present Title V air operation permit applicable to the facility provides for compliance data exclusions 
during periods of startup, shutdown, fuel switches (oil-to-gas or gas-to-oil), and documented malfunctions 
when emissions are greater than the Department’s BACT determination. 3  The applicable condition 
(D.15) allows as many as 6 hours of data exclusion for the startup of a cold steam turbine.   




The recommissioning of the steam turbine on Power Block 2 will require an undetermined number of CT 
startups, shutdowns and low-load operation during a period of approximately 30 operating days.  DEF 
estimates that this low-load operation may be necessary for up to approximately 120 operating hours, 
though there is substantial uncertainty in this estimate. 




The Department approves your request, and determines that no additional air construction permit is 
needed, contingent on the following conditions: 




CEMS Data Exclusion – Power Block 2 Recommissioning.  Continuous monitoring data collected 
during the recommissioning of the Power Block 2 steam turbine shall be excluded from the continuous 
emission monitoring system (CEMS) BACT compliance demonstration provided: 




1. All of the CEMS data exclusions shall occur during a maximum of 30 operating days between June 1 
and August 31, 2015; 




2. The CTs shall continue to comply with the requirements of 40 CFR 60, Subpart GG;  




3. Exclusion of data is not allowed for other reports, such as Annual Operating Reports (AORs) required 
by the Department or the submittals required by EPA under the Title IV, Acid Rain Program. 




4. DEF shall inject ammonia into the SCR grid during low-load operation, as soon as it is expected to be 
effective at reducing emissions of NOX.
