Dear Mr. Dean: 



The Office of Permitting and Compliance received a request on your behalf from Carlson Environmental 
Consultants, PC (CEC) on July 15, 2014 requesting a generic facility exemption from permitting at the above 
referenced facility for the installation of up to six (6) passive flares to be used for odor control in any one of the 
following configurations: 



• On the existing 4-inch piping installed along the toe of slope of the Class I landfill; 
• On the existing leachate collection riser to combust gases that passively collects in the leachate 



system; and/or 
• On future vertical vent pipes installed in waste. 



Emission factors from United States Environmental Protection Agency’s (US EPA) AP-42 document were 
used to calculate potential emissions for one (1) flare using a maximum combustion rate of 78 standard cubic 
feet per minute (scfm). The following table summarizes the potential emissions from one and six flares:

The request further states that in accordance with Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)(2) of the Florida Administrative 
Code (FAC), a facility is exempt from obtaining an air construction permit if the emissions are below 
the following thresholds: 



• 25 tons per year (tpy) for carbon monoxide, nitrogen oxides, and sulfur dioxides, 
• 1.0 tpy for an individual hazardous air pollutant (HAPs), 
• 2.5 tpy for total HAPs, or
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• 10 tpy of any other regulated air pollutant per 62-210.200, FAC. 



Based on this information, CEC believes they have demonstrated that up to six (6) flares meet the criteria for a 
generic facility exemption and therefore no air construction permit needed.   



Based on the information provided, the Department acknowledges the exemption from permitting provided by 
Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)(2), F.A.C. for this odor control project.  As the facility continues to landfill more waste 
and generate additional gas, please keep in mind the federal requirements for the control of non-methane organic 
compounds in the New Source Performance Standards in the Code of Federal Regulations Title 40, Part 60, 
Subpart WWW - Standards of Performance for Municipal Solid Waste Landfills.
