On April 16, 2015, the Department received your request for authorization to replace the existing
continuous opacity monitoring system (COMS) on the cement kiln and clinker cooler stacks with
particulate matter continuous parameter monitoring systems (PM-CPMS). Your request is
approved based on the rationale and subject to the conditions provided below.

RATIONALE

The requirement to install and maintain COMS was included in the original permit (1210465-
001-AC/PSD-FL-259) to construct the facility based on two applicable federal regulations
including:

e 40 Code of Federal Regulation(CFR) Part 60, Subpart F — Standards of Performance for
Portland Cement Plants (the Cement NSPS); and

e 40 CFR 63 Subpart LLL — National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants from
the Portland Cement Manufacturing Industry (the Cement NESHAP).

The original permit specified a Best Available Control Technology (BACT) for Visible
Emissions (VE) of 10 percent (%) opacity, pursuant to Section 62-212.400, Florida
Administrative Code (F.A.C.) and based on use of the COMS on the kiln and cooler stacks as
described in the Cement NSPS and NESHAP.

Since issuance of the permit in 2000, the Cement NSPS and NESHAP have been revised and
require installation, calibration and operation of PM-CPMS by September 9, 2015 on existing
kiln and cooler stacks that are subject to the Cement NESHAP. With installation of the PM-

CPMS, SAC will have the following instruments on the key kiln stack. These include:

e The mentioned PM-CPMS in conjunction with much lower PM emission standards than
given in the original permit;

e A nitrogen oxides (NOx) continuous emission monitoring system (CEMS);
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e A total hydrocarbon (THC) CEMS;
e A new mercury (Hg) CEMS in conjunction with a lower Hg limit;
e A sulfur dioxide (SO2) CEMS; and

e A hydrogen chloride (HCI) CEMS in conjunction with a new and very low HCI emission
standard.

The low BACT and NESHAP limits for PM, NOx, THC, SO and HCI coupled with the CEMS
or CPMS will effectively control all the species that contribute to plume opacity. These species
include discrete filterable PM; ammoniated sulfates, nitrates and chlorides; volatile organic
compounds. Process monitors and standards further control carbon monoxide (CO) and
ammonia use, which in-turn, further suppresses plume opacity. SAC operates with opacity
readings well below the opacity limit of 10% and typically less than the visible range.

APPLICABLE REQUIREMENTS

The request to remove the two COMS and replace them with PM CPMS on the Kiln and the
Clinker Cooler is approved provided the following conditions are met:

1. The Department shall be notified by email within 24 hours after the removal of COMS and
within 7 days after installation of PM CPMS is complete.

2. SAC shall establish for the two PM CPMS, site-specific operating limits in the manner
described in 40 CFR 63.1349(b)(1). Until September 9, 2015 SAC shall continue to comply
with the current BACT PM emission limits of approximately 0.11 and 0.06 pounds per ton of
dry feed (Ib/ton feed) for the kiln and cooler, respectively.

3. While calibrating the PM CPMS, SAC shall also conduct visual observations of VE using
EPA Method 22 and if emissions are observed, EPA Method 9 to demonstrate that plume
opacity compliance remains less than 10% when PM emissions are within the mentioned
emission standards in applicable requirement 2.

4. On and after September 9, 2015 40 CFR 63, Subpart LLL requires that the PM CPMS
operating range must be capable of reading PM concentrations equivalent to three times the
more stringent NESHAP PM emission limits of 0.07 Ib/ton clinker applicable to the kiln as
well as to the clinker cooler as described in 40 CFR 63.1349(b)(1)(B). The Department has
reasonable assurance that plume opacity will always be less than 10% at this specific facility
when PM is less than 0.07 Ib/ton clinker and the sources are in compliance with the other
parameters that contribute to plume opacity.

5. During the period from when the COMS are removed and the PM CPMS are installed and
calibrated on the kiln and cooler stacks, the applicant shall conduct daily visual
determinations of emissions using the procedure described in EPA Method 22. If emissions
are observed, then the applicant shall conduct a visual determination of opacity using EPA
Method 9. The results shall be recorded on an electronic or written log. These
determinations are required only on days when the kiln or cooler actually operate and only if
ambient conditions provide for making such visual determinations.

6. Within 30 days of installing and calibrating the PM CPMS to the requirements of NESHAP
subpart LLL, a report shall be submitted to the Department. The report at a minimum shall
include the all VVE test results required by the applicable requirement. 5 above.
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The Department will prepare a separate revision of previous construction permits to delete
references to the COMS, require use of the PM CPMS and update the BACT VE emission
standard.

The Department will consider this action final unless a timely petition for an administrative
hearing is filed pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, of the Florida Statutes (F.S.).
Mediation under Section 120.573, F.S., will not be available for this proposed action.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed decision may petition for an
administrative hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S. The petition must
contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Department’s Office
of General Counsel, MS #35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.
Petitions filed by the applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 days of
receipt of this notice. Petitions filed by any other person must be filed within 14 days of receipt
of this proposed action. A petitioner must mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the
address indicated above, at the time of filing. The failure of any person to file a petition within
the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an
administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene
in this proceeding and participate as a party to it. Any subsequent intervention will be only at the
approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-
106.205, F.A.C. A petition that disputes the material facts on which the Department’s action is
based must contain the following information: (a) The name and address of each agency
affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if known; (b) The name, address, and
telephone number of the petitioner; the name, address and telephone number of the petitioner’s
representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the
proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by
the agency determination; (c) A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of
the agency action or proposed action; (d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If
there are none, the petition must so indicate; (e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged,

001-AC/PSD-FL-259) to construct the facility based on two applicable federal regulations
including:

Portland Cement Plants (the Cement NSPS); and

e 40 CFR 63 Subpart LLL — National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants from
the Portland Cement Manufacturing Industry (the Cement NESHAP).

The original permit specified a Best Available Control Technology (BACT) for Visible

1. The Department shall be notified by email within 24 hours after the removal of COMS and
within 7 days after installation of PM CPMS is complete.

2. SAC shall establish for the two PM CPMS, site-specific operating limits in the manner
described in 40 CFR 63.1349(b)(1). Until September 9, 2015 SAC shall continue to comply
with the current BACT PM emission limits of approximately 0.11 and 0.06 pounds per ton of
dry feed (Ib/ton feed) for the kiln and cooler, respectively.

3. While calibrating the PM CPMS, SAC shall also conduct visual observations of VE using
EPA Method 22 and if emissions are observed, EPA Method 9 to demonstrate that plume
opacity compliance remains less than 10% when PM emissions are within the mentioned
emission standards in applicable requirement 2.

4. On and after September 9, 2015 40 CFR 63, Subpart LLL requires that the PM CPMS
operating range must be capable of reading PM concentrations equivalent to three times the
more stringent NESHAP PM emission limits of 0.07 Ib/ton clinker applicable to the kiln as
well as to the clinker cooler as described in 40 CFR 63.1349(b)(1)(B).

On April 16, 2015, the Department received your request for authorization to replace the existing
continuous opacity monitoring system (COMS) on the cement kiln and clinker cooler stacks with
particulate matter continuous parameter monitoring systems (PM-CPMS). Your request is
approved based on the rationale and subject to the conditions provided below.

RATIONALE

The requirement to install and maintain COMS was included in the original permit (1210465-
001-AC/PSD-FL-259) to construct the facility based on two applicable federal regulations
including:

e 40 Code of Federal Regulation(CFR) Part 60, Subpart F — Standards of Performance for
Portland Cement Plants (the Cement NSPS); and

e 40 CFR 63 Subpart LLL — National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants from
the Portland Cement Manufacturing Industry (the Cement NESHAP).

The original permit specified a Best Available Control Technology (BACT) for Visible
Emissions (VE) of 10 percent (%) opacity, pursuant to Section 62-212.400, Florida
Administrative Code (F.A.C.) and based on use of the COMS on the kiln and cooler stacks as
described in the Cement NSPS and NESHAP.

Since issuance of the permit in 2000, the Cement NSPS and NESHAP have been revised and
require installation, calibration and operation of PM-CPMS by September 9, 2015 on existing
kiln and cooler stacks that are subject to the Cement NESHAP. With installation of the PM-

CPMS, SAC will have the following instruments on the key kiln stack. These include:

e The mentioned PM-CPMS in conjunction with much lower PM emission standards than
given in the original permit;

e A nitrogen oxides (NOx) continuous emission monitoring system (CEMS);
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Letter of Authorization

e A total hydrocarbon (THC) CEMS;
e A new mercury (Hg) CEMS in conjunction with a lower Hg limit;
e A sulfur dioxide (SO2) CEMS; and

e A hydrogen chloride (HCI) CEMS in conjunction with a new and very low HCI emission
standard.

The low BACT and NESHAP limits for PM, NOx, THC, SO and HCI coupled with the CEMS
or CPMS will effectively control all the species that contribute to plume opacity. These species
include discrete filterable PM; ammoniated sulfates, nitrates and chlorides; volatile organic
compounds. Process monitors and standards further control carbon monoxide (CO) and
ammonia use, which in-turn, further suppresses plume opacity. SAC operates with opacity
readings well below the opacity limit of 10% and typically less than the visible range.

APPLICABLE REQUIREMENTS

The request to remove the two COMS and replace them with PM CPMS on the Kiln and the
Clinker Cooler is approved provided the following conditions are met:

1. The Department shall be notified by email within 24 hours after the removal of COMS and
within 7 days after installation of PM CPMS is complete.

2. SAC shall establish for the two PM CPMS, site-specific operating limits in the manner
described in 40 CFR 63.1349(b)(1). Until September 9, 2015 SAC shall continue to comply
with the current BACT PM emission limits of approximately 0.11 and 0.06 pounds per ton of
dry feed (Ib/ton feed) for the kiln and cooler, respectively.

3. While calibrating the PM CPMS, SAC shall also conduct visual observations of VE using
EPA Method 22 and if emissions are observed, EPA Method 9 to demonstrate that plume
opacity compliance remains less than 10% when PM emissions are within the mentioned
emission standards in applicable requirement 2.

4. On and after September 9, 2015 40 CFR 63, Subpart LLL requires that the PM CPMS
operating range must be capable of reading PM concentrations equivalent to three times the
more stringent NESHAP PM emission limits of 0.07 Ib/ton clinker applicable to the kiln as
well as to the clinker cooler as described in 40 CFR 63.1349(b)(1)(B). The Department has
reasonable assurance that plume opacity will always be less than 10% at this specific facility
when PM is less than 0.07 Ib/ton clinker and the sources are in compliance with the other
parameters that contribute to plume opacity.

5. During the period from when the COMS are removed and the PM CPMS are installed and
calibrated on the kiln and cooler stacks, the applicant shall conduct daily visual
determinations of emissions using the procedure described in EPA Method 22. If emissions
are observed, then the applicant shall conduct a visual determination of opacity using EPA
Method 9. The results shall be recorded on an electronic or written log. These
determinations are required only on days when the kiln or cooler actually operate and only if
ambient conditions provide for making such visual determinations.

6. Within 30 days of installing and calibrating the PM CPMS to the requirements of NESHAP
subpart LLL, a report shall be submitted to the Department. The report at a minimum shall
include the all VVE test results required by the applicable requirement. 5 above.
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The Department will prepare a separate revision of previous construction permits to delete
references to the COMS, require use of the PM CPMS and update the BACT VE emission
standard.

The Department will consider this action final unless a timely petition for an administrative
hearing is filed pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, of the Florida Statutes (F.S.).
Mediation under Section 120.573, F.S., will not be available for this proposed action.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed decision may petition for an
administrative hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S. The petition must
contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Department’s Office
of General Counsel, MS #35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.
Petitions filed by the applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 days of
receipt of this notice. Petitions filed by any other person must be filed within 14 days of receipt
of this proposed action. A petitioner must mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the
address indicated above, at the time of filing. The failure of any person to file a petition within
the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an
administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene
in this proceeding and participate as a party to it. Any subsequent intervention will be only at the
approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-
106.205, F.A.C. A petition that disputes the material facts on which the Department’s action is
based must contain the following information: (a) The name and address of each agency
affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if known; (b) The name, address, and
telephone number of the petitioner; the name, address and telephone number of the petitioner’s
representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the
proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by
the agency determination; (c) A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of
the agency action or proposed action; (d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If
there are none, the petition must so indicate; (e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged,
as well as the rules and statutes which entitle the petitioner to relief; (f) A statement of the
specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the agency’s
proposed action; and, (g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the
action petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.

A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the permitting authority’s action is
based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same
information as set forth above, as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.

Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the
filing of a petition means that the Department’s final action may be different from the position
taken by it in this notice. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final
decision of the permitting authority on the application have the right to petition to become a
party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.

Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68, F.S., by
the filing of a Notice of Appeal, under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure,
with the Clerk of the Department in the Office of General Counsel, 3900 Commonwealth
Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-3000; and, by filing a copy of the
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Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of
Appeal. The Notice of Appeal must be filed within thirty days from the date this notice is filed
with the Clerk of the permitting authority.
