Please see the following summary for information on jobs related to the proposed Suwannee Mill: 


·         How many temporary construction jobs will be created?  How long (months) will
construction take? 


Klausner anticipates that construction will take approximately 18 months.  Preliminary estimates
suggest that 700 temporary construction jobs will be created during this time. 


·         How many new permanent jobs will be created at the facility once the project is
complete? 


The total number of permanent jobs that will be created is 350, based on the following hiring plan: 


        a.  54 jobs will be created prior to operating (during the construction period but not construction
related), 
        b. 140 additional jobs will be created in the first year of operation, and 
        c.  166 additional jobs will be created by the end of the second year of operation. 


The sum of this hiring plan is 360 jobs, which has been reduced to 350 for the total estimate to account
for vacancies, efficiencies, FMLA, National Guard, and other absences. 


·         How many new permanent local jobs will be created in the vicinity of the facility
as a result of the project?  What types of jobs will these be? 


Based on a Forest Economic Advisors (FEA) study that includes US softwood profiling - but is not
specific to the proposed Suwannee Mill - it is estimated that 3.4 indirect/induced jobs will be created
for every direct job.  This results in an estimated 1,540 total jobs (350 direct jobs, and 350 x 3.4 =
1,190 indirect/induced jobs).   Outside of the direct jobs at the mill, jobs will be created in the following
sectors: 


Sawmills and wood preservation
Commercial logging
Support activities for agriculture and forestry
Food services and drinking places
Wholesale trade businesses
Real estate establishments
Transport by truck
All other crop farming
Forestry, forest products, and timber tract production
Offices of physicians, dentists, and other health practitioners


As discussed with county officials, Klausner anticipates the majority of positions to be filled by residents
within a 30 mile radius of the facility (~80% of the jobs), although some employees may travel as much
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as 75 miles for positions (<20% of the jobs).
