Dear Mr. Collado: 



On September 5, 2012, we received your application for an air construction permit for a relocatable incinerator 
designed to burn medical and other solids wastes.  The waste incinerator will not be operated at any permanent 
site but is portable and will be relocated in various locations throughout Florida.  The address for the office the 
proposed incinerator will operate from is in Miami-Dade County at 4060 SW 137th Court in Miami, Florida.  The 
application indicates that the project is subject to general preconstruction review pursuant to rule 62-212.300 of 
the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).  The application is incomplete.  In order to continue processing your 
application, please provide the additional information requested below.  Should your response to any of the 
requested items require new calculations, please submit the new calculations, assumptions, reference material and 
appropriate revised pages of the application form. 



1. On page 8 of your application you indicate that there are no emissions units subject to New Source 
Performance Standards in 40 CFR 60 (NSPS).  Please provide the rationale for why the incinerator would not 
be subject to NSPS Subpart Ec for medical waste incineration or to NSPS Subpart EEEE for other solid waste 
incineration. 



2. Please provide all of the required information requested on page 9 of your application related to pollutant 
classifications and emission caps. 



3. If any of the pollutants on page 9 of your application have emissions caps, provide the required information 
requested on page 10. 



4. Provide the plot plan required on page 11 of your application. 



5. Provide precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter requested on page 11 of your 
application.  In other words, how will you control fugitive dust when removing ash, handling solid fuels, etc?  



6. On page 11 of your application you state that there are no exempt emissions units associated with this project.  
How will the unit be fueled during operation and if electric power is required, how will it be provided?  Note 
that diesel-powered generator sets can be subject to federal emissions standards. 



7. Provide the maximum operating schedule requested on page 17 of your application. 
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8. Provide the equivalent stack diameter; actual volumetric flow rate; percent water vapor and, maximum dry 
standard flow rate requested on page 18 of your application. 



9. On page 20 of your application form you identified six pollutants (plus PM10) and classify them as not being 
subject to an emissions standard.  Units subject to NSPS Subpart EEEE and Subpart Ec have emissions limits 
for: Cd; CO; Dioxins/Furans; HCl; Pb; Hg; NOX; PM and SO2.  Please update the list of pollutants to reflect 
these regulated air pollutants and include all other pollutants, including any hazardous air pollutants, which 
will be emitted by combusting the wastes and fuels identified on page 19 of your application. 



10. Provide the completed pages in Subsection F.1. (Emissions Unit Pollutant Detail Information - Potential, 
Fugitive, and Actual Emissions) and Subsection F.2. (Emissions Unit Pollutant Detail Information - 
Allowable Emissions) for each pollutant identified on page 20 of your application.  Please provide any vendor 
guarantees or other vendor information (e.g., test data) that provides reasonable assurance of compliance with 
the emission rates indicated in the application and/or applicable federal regulations.  After providing these 
emissions, verify that the appropriate processing fee has been submitted.  If an additional fee is warranted, 
please submit the additional fee with your response. 



11. The application indicates the unit has a 1-foot tall stack.  Some of the potentially applicable federal NSPS 
provisions require stack testing to demonstrate compliance with an emission standard.  Provide details on how 
the unit will comply with the stack testing requirements of the EPA Test Methods, which require specific duct 
lengths before and after test ports for valid tests.  Please be advised that there are substantial costs associated 
with stack tests, ranging from as little as $5,000 for particulate matter to greater than $20,000 for dioxin/furan 
tests.

62-210.900 (Forms and Instructions); 62-212.300 (General Preconstruction Review); and 62-212.400 (Prevention 
of Significant Deterioration).  All applications for a Department permit must be certified by a professional 
engineer registered in the State of Florida pursuant to Rule 62-4.050(3), F.A.C.  This requirement also applies to 
responses to Department requests for additional information of an engineering nature.  For any material changes 
to the application, please include a new certification statement by the authorized representative or responsible 
official. 
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We will resume processing your application after receipt of the requested information.  You are reminded that 
Rule 62-4.055(1), F.A.C. requires applicants to respond to requests for information within 90 days or to provide a 
written request for an additional period of time to submit the information.
