Applicant:  The applicant for this project is Waste Management, Inc.  The applicant’s authorized representative and mailing address is:  Tim Hawkins, Waste Management Inc. of Florida, Medley Landfill, 9350 NW 89th Avenue, Medley, FL  33178-1402.


Facility Location:  Waste Management, Inc. operates the existing Medley Landfill, which is located in Miami-Dade County at 9350 Northwest 89th Avenue in Medley, Florida.  


Project:  The Medley Landfill is an existing municipal solid waste landfill.  The applicant is requesting an additional 18 month period extension to commence construction on a landfill gas-to-energy plant at the existing Medley Landfill, which will use landfill gas to fuel six lean-burn reciprocating internal combustion engine/generator sets.  The original permit contained source obligation requirements which dictate that authorization to construct shall expire if construction is not commenced within 18 months after receipt of the permit.  The extension of the 18 month period requires revalidation of the Best Available Control Technology (BACT) by the Department.  The six engines will be capable of generating a combined nominal 9.6 megawatts (MW) of power to the electrical grid.  The two existing flares will be retained and relocated adjacent to the engines as additional combustion devices for the landfill gas.  The landfill gas will be routed through a landfill gas treatment system and then to the engines.  As necessary, residual landfill gas will be routed to the flares.  


Significant decrease in energy prices has delayed construction on the landfill gas-to-energy project.  Waste Management Inc of Florida and the Medley Landfill are planning to begin construction of the proposed project within the next 18 months.  The movement of the enclosed and open flares to the locations that were modeled in the permit application will be completed by the expiration date of the permit.


The RACT/BACT/LEAR Clearing House was reexamined and found the latest project included for landfill gas power production contained the same Cat 3520 engines as the Medley project with the same CO emission limit of 3.5 g/bhp-hr.  Therefore, a new prevention of significant deterioration (PSD) review and a determination of BACT were not required.

The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention (in a proceeding initiated by another party) will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the Permitting Authority’s action is based must contain the following information: (a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if known; (b) The name, address, any email address, telephone number and any facsimile number of the petitioner; the name, address any email address, telephone number, and any facsimile number of the petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the agency determination; (c) A statement of when and how each petitioner received notice of the agency action or proposed decision; (d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact.  If there are none, the petition must so state; (e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action; (f) A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and, (g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action the petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.
