This letter supplements the Department’s January 12, 1993, response
to Florida Power Corporation’s December 21, 1992, letter regarding
the DeBary permit exten51on/mod1f1catlon Our letter of January 12
addressed specifically the issue of applying for an operatlon
permit. The other guestion that needs to ke clarified is FPC’s
interpretatlon that the permit is automatically extended until the
modification is approved. F.A.C. Rule 17-4.080(3) addresses
requests for extensions - not modifications of the technical
conditions of the permit. To keep the permit in effect, the
permittee must request that the permit be extended 1ndependently of
any technical modification, which could regqguire an indefinite
period to resolve.
